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W Asia conflict: Jaishankar
reaches out to GCC nations

New Delhi, 8 July

India has over the last few days
continued to reach out to the
leaderships of the Gulf Cooper-
ation Council (GCC) countries,
with External Affairs Minister
(EAM) S Jaishankar visiting
Qatar, Bahrain and Kuwait,
and slated to be in Oman later
this week.

New Delhi is also in contact
with the Iranian authorities to
secure safe passage for at least
nine tankersladen with oiland
liquefied petroleum gas (LPG)
awaiting transit through the
Strait of Hormuz. Nearly a mil-
lion Indians live and work in
West Asia, and the region is key
toIndia’s energy security.

The outbreak of hostilities
between the United States
(US) and Iran on Wednesday
morning could impact efforts
to resume fuel shipments via
the Strait of Hormuz, and also
make the safety of ships and
sailors uncertain. Six vessels
headed for destinations
including India attempted to
cross the Strait of Hormuz just
hours after Tuesday’s strikes.
According to reports, at least
one Indian-flagged super-
tanker, the Lila Vadinar,
reversed course after reach-
ing the tip of Oman’s Musan-
dam Peninsula.

On Wednesday, the US
revoked a licence authorising
the sale of Iranian oil in retali-
ation for what it said were
Tehran’sattacksonshipsinthe
Strait of Hormuz, and
launched missile strikes on
Iran. Tehran retaliated with
strikes on Bahrain and Kuwait.
The crossfire came during the
funeral for Iran's Supreme
Leader Ayatollah Ali Khamenei
that concludes on Thursday.
Hewaskilled on February28in
aUS-Israeli strike.

Jaishankar will be in
New York on July 13 to launch
India’s official campaign
for the United Nations Secur-
ity Council (UNSC) tenure
2028-29. Ensuring the safety of
its seafarers stranded near the
Strait of Hormuz is a priority for
India. At least three ships with
Indian seafarers were attacked
by the US military in June in
which one Indian was Killed. It
hadled tothe Ministry of Exter-
nal Affairs (MEA) summoning
the US Chargé d'Affaires Jason
Meeks twice within 48 hours
last month.

On Wednesday morning,
Jaishankar met Kuwait’s
Crown Prince Sheikh Sabah Al-
Khaled Al-Sabah, and dis-
cussed bilateral ties between
the two countries. In a social
media post, Jaishankar
thanked the Kuwaiti Crown
Prince for sharing his perspec-

Jaishankar also met Bahrain’s

Rashid Al Zayani.

In Qatar earlier this week,
Jaishankar met its Prime Min-
ister and Foreign Minister
Mohammed bin Abdulrahman
Al Thani. The two reviewed
bilateral cooperation in energy,
trade, investments, connectiv-
ity, security, and people-to-
people ties, and “explored new
opportunities for deepening
our strategic partnership”, Jai-
shankar said in a social media
post. The Qatari leader shared
his assessments on the West
Asia conflict and its impact
with Jaishankar.

SC seeks audit
of disciplinary
mechanism

in Bar Council

New Delhi, 8 July

The Supreme Court has
directed the Bar Council of
India (BCI)tocarryoutacom-
prehensive audit of the disci-
plinary systems operated by it
(the council) and State Bar
Councils, saying the legal pro-
fession’s autonomy must be
accompanied by greater
accountability, transparency
and effective regulation.

ABench of Justice Pamid-
ighantam Sri Narasimha and
Justice Alok Aradhe said the
BCIshould constitute a com-
mittee to evaluate how it and
the State Bar Councils dis-
charged their statutory
responsibility of regulating
professional conduct and
discipline under the Advo-
cates Act, 1961. The BCI has
been asked to consider the
committee’s findings and file
an affidavit detailing the
action proposed or taken.
The directions came while
allowing an appeal by advo-
cate Ajay Vijh, whose name
hadbeenincluded in the cau-
tion list of the Indian Banks’
Association overan allegedly
negligent legal opinion.

After setting aside his
inclusionin thelist, the court
expanded the scope of the
judgment to address broader
concerns over regulation of
the legal profession.

The Bench observed that
complaints about delays in
disciplinary  proceedings,
mounting pendency, incon-
sistent practices across State
Bar Councils, and the
absence of publicly available
information on the status
and outcome of disciplinary
cases persisted for years.

The court said the data to
assess whether the statutory
framework was functioning
effectively was insufficient.

No evidence
linking India to
Nijjar Killing:

Pvt sector enters India’s
critical minerals race
with Indonesia deal

In a move to secure long-term
critical mineralsand rareearth
supply chains, India has
brought in private players to
tap overseas resources. Hyde-
rabad-based Midwest became
the first Indian private firm to
secure minesabroad by sealing
a deal with Indonesia's state-
run PT Perusahaan Mineral
Nasional (PERMINAS).
A memorandum
of  understanding
(MoU) was signed on
Tuesday  between
both the companies,
along with Midwest
Energy and Non-Ferrous
Materials Technology Devel-
opment Centre (NFTDC). The
deal was signed coinciding
with Prime Minister Narendra
Modi's visit to Indonesia. This
comesatatime when Midwest

Indonesian President Pra-
bowo Subianto underscored
the importance of further
strengthening collaboration in
critical minerals and rare
earthswithafocusonbuilding
diversified and resilient
supply chains essential for the
growth of domestic manufac-
turing industries towards
reducing vulnerabilities and
strengthening economic
security. Leaders com-
mended the growing
collaboration
between the two
countries on rare
earthsand welcomed
thesigning ofthe MoU
between NFTDC, Mid-
west, and PERMINAS, it said.
