ing the Constitutional
bench judgment on Section
25, and infringes on the Air

India SC case on hand.

“We note with great
concern that the said circu-
lar purports to send em-
ployees on Compulsory
Leave without Pay, by the
CMD, as recommended by
the RD

& regional officials. This
is highly arbitrary & subjec-
tive and is a violation of the
Certified Standing Orders
(Amended) of erstwhile Air
India, as applicable to us,”
the cabin crew members
said.

“Respectfully, we must
also note that the circular &
the board resolution itself
areillegal as they violate the
CSO, 9A of the ID Act and
most importantly infringe
on a matter that is being
heard by the Hon Supreme

Court of India, where we are
a party. The larger bench of
the Apex court is hearing
the matter of Service Condi-
tions, Standing Orders & 9A,
and this circular violates that
and bringsin alien concepts
of redundancies, merely to
skirt existing retrenchment
laws,” the letter said.

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Tax fraud: 1,377 exporters who claimed
Rs 1,875¢r IGST refund ‘untraceable’

New Delhi,
Government crack-
down on tax defaulters has
revealed shocking dataasa
total of 1,377 exporters
who have fraudulently
claimed IGST refund
amounting to Rs 1,875
crore have been found un-
traceable at their principle
place of business.

Also, the list of risky ex-
porters’ includes 7 larger
entities who are accredited
as star exporters. In addi-
tion, adverse reports have
also been received on three
star exporters.These 10 star
exporters have claimed
IGST refund amounting to
Rs 28.9 crore deceitfully.

Sources said on the
condition of anonymity
that as on date, 7,516 ex-

porters are in risky exporter
list. Out of them, IGST re-
fund/drawback worth Rs
1,363 crore is suspended in
respect of 2,830 risky ex-
porters. Adverse reports
have also been received
with respect to 2,197 risky
exporters.

According to the
sources, the field forma-
tions of CBIC have detected
offence cases amounting to
Rs 115 crore against identi-
fied risky exporters. Also,
out of the 234 suppliers’
verification received so far,
82 suppliers have been
found non-existing at their
principle place of business.

It may be noted that ex-
porters are identified as
“risky” on the basis of spe-
cific risk indicators based

on Customs, GST, Income
Tax and DGFT data. The
identified risky exporters
are shared with the CGST
formations for physical and
financial verification in
terms of GST policy wing
for CGST formation.
Sources said that in 695
cases positive reports have
been received from CGST
formations that have found
their suppliers to have
availed ineligible ITC.Out of
these, in 461 cases of IGST
refund /drawback amount-
ing to Rs 273 crore is under
suspension.These risky
suppliers have been shared
with jurisdictional field for-
mations for their physical/
financial verification and to
verify the ineligible ITC
availed by them.—IANS

A strategic energy dia-
logueis scheduled between
the two sides this week with
the agenda of more collabo-
rations and identifying mu-
tually beneficial investment
proposals.

Sources said that under
the enhanced energy sector
partnership while India
looking to more than
double its oil imports from
the US this year, it wants the
US to call upon its energy
industry leaders to collabo-
rate with the Indian compa-
nies to facilitate and de-
velop tie-ups in innovative
initiatives.The  further

strengthening of the Indian-
US relations during the out-
break has created growth
for further partnership and
take the energy dialogue of
the last into credible deals
and cooperative ventures.
India is already expand-
ing its oil import basket
looking for a wider spec-
trum of global suppliers to
de-risk operations. It had
started importing oil from
the US for last few years.But
the quantity remains small.
India imported close to
10 million tonnes (Mt) of oil
in FY20. This may be
doubled in FY21 if official
and company level negotia-
tions yield positive results.
India is looking at $3-4 per
barrel discount on crude
and a higher credit period of
60-90 days from the US that
would bring the import cost

of the US oil at par with the
Iranian oil.India used to im-
port a lot of oil from Iran
before sanctions.

India’s shift to the US
would not be sudden as gas
transportation company
GAIL, oil marketing firm
Bharat Petroleum Corpora-
tion Ltd (BPCL) and
country’s largest oil refiner
Indian Oil Corporation have
sealed deals for supplies of
the US crude earlier as well.
The shale oil price there has
also become very competi-
tive in comparison to the
Middle East and Gulf crude.

During a session with
the US-India Strategic Part-
nership Forum (USISPF) ear-
lier this week, oil Minister
Dharmendra Pradhan also
emphasized the importance
of the strategic energy part-
nership, stating that it will

go along way in advancing
shared goals between the
US and India, including uni-
versal energy access,
strengthened energy secu-
rity, and increased energy
trade between the two
countries.

He added,“Energy infra-
structure is a key compo-
nent in transforming India
as a global manufacturing
hub of the 21st century and
achieving the goal of self-
reliance. India is going to
witness an investment of
over US $118 billion across
the oil and gas value chain
in the next few years. | wel-

J&J aims to move up late stage
Covid-19 vaccine trial to Sept

New York,

Global healthcare com-
pany Johnson & Johnson is
planning to start a Phase-3
clinical trial of its Covid-19
vaccine ahead of its original
schedule, potentially in late
September, said a top ex-
ecutive of the company.

Johnson & Johnson is in
talks with the US National
Institute of Health to start
the late stage trial of the vac-
cine ahead of schedule, Paul
Stoffels, the Chief Scientific
Officer of the company said
during an earnings call with
investors on Thursday.

J&J announced its lead
Covid-19 vaccine candidate
on March 30.

Preclinical data on the
vaccine were published in
the Journal of Science in
May. The company moved
ahead with a study of a final
Ad26.COV2-S,recombinant,
vaccine candidate in nonhu-
man primate challenge
model.These results will be
published in a major scien-
tific journal in the coming
weeks, Stoffels said. The

company is now planning to
start with Phase 1/2a stud-
ies of the vaccine later this
month, representing an ac-
celeration of its time line
from the original date of
September to the end of
July. Stoffels added that
these studies will establish
both the safety and immu-
nogenicity of our vaccine
candidate as well as evalu-
ate the single dose and the
booster dose regimen.

The trials will be con-
ducted in more than 1,000
healthy adults aged 18 to 55
years as well as adults aged
65 years and older.

Stoffels informed that
the study sites are located in
the US and Belgium.

“We are also planning
for a Phase 2 study in the
Netherlands, Spain and Ger-
many and plan to conducta
Phase 1 study in Japan.We
anticipate the initiation of
the trial on July 22 in Bel-
gium and the following
week in the US,” Stoffels said.

J&J's Covid-19 vaccine
programme is leveraging

Janssen Pharmaceutical
Companies’ (Janssen)
adenovector technology
that provides the ability to
rapidly develop new vac-
cine candidates.

The company earlier an-
nounced its commitment to
supply more than one bil-
lion doses globally through
the course of 2021, provided
the vaccine is safe and
effective.Johnson &
Johnson'’s efforts to expe-
dite development and pro-
duction of a SARS-CoV-2
vaccine are enhanced by a
collaboration between
Janssen and the Biomedical

IBM researchers expose top Iranian
hackers who leaked own videos

New Delhi,
In a rare incident, IBM
cyber security researchers
have stumbled upon a trove
of data and tutorial videos
belonging to a top Iranian
hacking group that left the
screen recordings open due
to operational errors.

IBM X-Force Incident Re-
sponse Intelligence Services
(IRIS) uncovered rare details
on the operations of the sus-
pected Iranian threat group
called ‘ITG18’, which has
been associated with target-
ing pharmaceutical compa-
nies and the US presidential
campaigns.

The ‘ITG18" associates
left open a server with more
than 40GB data on their op-
erations that have now been
analysed by the X-Force IRIS
researchers.

Three of the video files
discovered reveal thatITG18
had successfully compro-
mised several accounts as-
sociated with an enlisted
member of the US Navy as
well as an officer in the Hel-
lenic Navy."Rarely are there

opportunities to under-
stand how the operator be-
haves behind the keyboard,
and even rarer still are there
recordings the operator self-
produced showing their op-
erations,”said Allison Wikoff,
Strategic Cyber Threat Ana-
lyst,IBM X-Force IRIS,adding
that this provides a unique
behind-the-scenes lookinto
their methods and poten-
tially, their legwork for a
broader operation that is
likely underway.

During a three-day pe-
riod in May, IBM X-Force IRIS
discovered the 40 GBs of
video and data files being
uploaded to a server that
hosted numerous ITG18 do-
mains used in earlier 2020
activity.

Some of the videos
showed the operator man-
aging adversary-created ac-
counts while others showed
the operator testing access
and exfiltrating data from
previously compromised
accounts.

In nearly five hours of
videos, an ITG18 operator

searching through and
exfiltrating data from vari-
ous compromised accounts
of amember of US Navy and
a personnel officer with
nearly two decades of ser-
vice in Hellenic Navy.

The video files uncov-
ered by IBM X-Force IRIS
were desktop recordings
using a tool called
Bandicam,ranging from two
minutes to two hoursThe
timestamps of the files indi-
cated the videos were re-
corded approximately one
day prior to being uploaded
to the ITG18-operated
server.

“Using these accounts
could allow the operator to
obtain other data on mili-
tary operations of potential
interest to Iran,” the IBM re-
searcher said on Thursday.

Some of the operator-
owned accounts observed
in the training videos pro-
vided additional insightinto
personas associated with
ITG18, such as phone num-
bers with Iranian country
codes.

US dollar rises amid economic data

New York,

The US dollar climbed in late trading on Thurs-

day as market participants pored through a slew of

newly-released data.The dollar index, which mea-

sures the greenback against six major peers, was up
0.27 per cent at 96.3457.

In late New York trading, the euro decreased
to $1.1378 from $1.1405 in the previous session,and
the British pound fell to $1.2546 from $1.2580in the
previous session, Xinhua reported.

The Australian dollar fell to $0.6967 from
$0.6998.

The US dollar bought 107.37 Japanese yen,
higher than 106.95 Japanese yen of the previous
session. The US dollar decreased to 0.9448 Swiss
franc from 0.9455 Swiss franc,and it was up to 1.3573

On the data front, US initial jobless claims, a
rough way to measure layoffs,came in at 1.3 million
in the week ending July 11, following a revised 1.31
million in the prior week, the Department of Labor
reported on Thursday.

US retail sales, according to the Commerce De-
partment, climbed 7.5 per cent in June, exceeding
market expectations.

With a 17 paise hike in diesel price in New Delhi
on Friday while petrol prices remaining steady, the
gap between the two auto fuels has further widened
in the national capital.Last month, diesel prices over-
took that of petrol in the national capital, in an un-
precedented development.
