Maruti Suzuki’s electrifica-
tion strategy with the newly
unveiled e-Vitara focuses on
establishing EVs as viable
primary vehicles for retail
buyers by addressing cost,
resale and service anxieties.
The secondary focus, still at
an exploratory stage, could
involve a purpose-built fleet
EV aimed at replicating the
Dzire’s dominance inthe taxi
segment.

Partho Banerjee, Senior
