The jail system has also
made recreational facilities
available to the inmates
serving the sentence inside
the jail. Within the Lajpore
Central Jail facilities are

provided for education and
employment of inmates, on
the other hand facilities like
radio stations are also
provided for entertainment. A
radio station has been set up
inside the jail. This radio
station starts early in the
morning. First of all, aarti is
played to the people from the
radio station, then the
prisoners are told what is
going on in the country and the
world and what is the headline
of the newspaper. Prisoners'
formation also broadcasts,
inmates can listen to the radio
through speakers sitting inside
the jail. Not only this, there are
many inmates inside the jail
who also write poetry, shayari,
song and literature. So a
special arrangement has been
made in the radio. The

compositions written by the
inmates inside the jail are also
broadcast through the radio
station. Prisoners who write
songs, literature and poetry,
their writings are read by radio
jockeys in radio stations and
all inmates in the prison listen
to them. Jail administration
policemen also run the radio
station here along with radio
jockeys. On every festival or
special occasion all the details
are told to the inmates through
different programs from the
radio station. Not only this,
when any program is
organized inside the jail,
detailed information is also
provided by the radio station.

Radio Station Sound Proof
This radio station is

equipped with hi-tech facilities.
Being sound proof, all radio
programs can be recorded
comfortably sitting here. The
radio station inside Surat
Lajpore Jail has all the
facilities available in a normal
radio station. The radio station
was started in the year 2017,
said Jashu Desai,
Superintendent of Lajpore Jail .
Radio Prisoner is one such
system. Operated by captives
from here. It is heard through
speakers throughout the jail.
Programs including song and

the news of the world, the composition of the captives is also broadcast

music are played from
morning till evening. The
morning begins with aarti,
after which the newspaper
headlines are read by the
captive. If there is a special
day, the faculty is called from
outside and all the inmates
are told about the significance
of that day. Magnificent
lectures are also held. Thus
various activities are done by
means of radio.
