Every year, we produce
nearly 280 million tonnes of
plastic of which much of those
spoil the environment,
harming marine life and other
ecosystems. As the world's
population migrates to cities,
the bleak reality of climate
change becomes increasingly
evident, and the need to
create sustainable
communities becomes
paramount. Destruction of
forests is to be taken as the
destruction of the state, and
reforestation an act of
rebuilding the state and
advancing its welfare. Since
children spend time on the
internet and mobile phones,
they are more aware, but we
need to make them active

participants. A tree would be
ideal, but even a small shrub
can heIp the environment. It
is estimated that plants can
hold a large mass of water in
their roots. Atthe sametime,
a ban should be a gradual and
long-term objective. The loss
of tree cover to make furniture
would have a more severe
impact on the environment
than the use of plastics. More
research needs to be done on
using plastic waste for
productive purposes. Plastic is
widely used in our day to day
life. Starting from a pen to a
polythene bag in which we
carry fruits and books are
forms of plastic. Plastic bags
are nothing but a product of
laziness and poor planning.
They find their origin in a
variety of places. Non-grocery
retail stores and restaurants
are significant contributors, but
there is no greater impact than
the plastic bag waste that is
generated by grocery stores.
The widespread use of
plastic carry bags undoubtedly
poses a serious problem. With
global warming on the rise,
we have to do every bit that
we can to save the
environment. The major
chemicals that go into the

making of plastic are highly
toxic and pose a serious threat
to living beings of all species
on the earth.

How Ansarullah Bangla Team’s jihadist
revivalin Bangladesh iIs a threat to India

Since the ouster of Sheikh
Hasina and the subsequent
installation of a caretaker
government of Mohammad
Yunus, Bangladesh has been

the murder of blogger Wasikur
Rahman Babu in 2015, as part
of his extremist mission. He
exited the prison compound
and was escorted by armed
ABT operatives to an
undisclosed location. From
India’s security point of view,
an ominous development was
reported on December 18: ABT
is trying to train up a few
people and send them to India
to indulge in acts of violence.
