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Lessons from the past and a focus on granular‘ 
data can help India locate the pain points ~

New Delhi, 3June 

The India Meteorological 
Department (IMD) last week 
lowered the 2026 monsoon 
forecast to 90 per cent of the 
long-period average (LPA) 
from April's forecast of 92 per 
cent. Ifthis comestrue, it 
‘would make monsoon2026 
amongthe driest since2015 
when theIMD in its first April 
forecast predicted monsoon 
tobe o3 percentofthe LPA. 

The World Meteorological 
Organisation (WMO) said 
thereis an 80 per cent chance 
of EINifio forming in June- 
August. Most weathermen 
and meteorologists believe 
that the 2026 southwest mon- 
soonseason might mirror the 
2015season, whichtoowas 
an EINifio year. 

‘The 2015monsoon 
In2015, cumulative rainfall 
acrossthe country in the four 
months to September was 
just86 per cent of the LPA. 
That made 2014 and 2015 two 
consecutive years of ‘defi- 
cient’ rains — the fourth 
suchinstance in 115 years, 
after 1904 and 1905; 1965 and 
1966; and 1986 and 1987. 

In2015, as per IMDrec- 
ords, the southwest mon- 
soon, which usually makes 
landfall in Kerala around 
June 1, was 16 per centsur- 
plusinJune, but loststeam 
thereafter with showers inall 
subsequent months below 
normal. It was 16 per cent 
belownormalin July, and 
worsened to22 and 24 per 
centbelownormal in August 
and September, respectively. 

Butbecause of the sur- 
‘plus showers in June, the 
southwest monsoon after the 
first two months of June and 
July taken together was defi- 
cientbyjust4 percent. 

In contrast, the monsoon 
deficitin June and July, 2014, 
‘was massive — almost 22 per 
cent—asJunereceived 
scant rains. 

However, within this 
overallmonsoon deficit in 
2015, there were patchesand 
periods where the showers 
‘were almost normal. 

Forexample, in July 2015, 
while theoverall rainfall 
acrossthe country was 16 per 
centbelow normal, partsof 
central and northwest India 
sawabove-normal rains. 

Likewise, in August 2015, 
when the all-India average 
‘was 22 per cent lower than 
the LPA, there was isolated 
rainfall over the eastern 
‘peninsular region, particu- 
larly Tamil Nadu and 
the erstwhile undivided 
AndhraPradesh. 

Similarly, in September 
2015, while the whole 
country received deficient 
rainfall, with regions stretch- 
ingfrom central tonorth- 
west India sweltering under 
“acute rainfall deficit’, the 
monsoon remained active 
over Odishaand its neigh- 
bouringareas. 

That year, the seasonal 
rainfall (from June to Sep- 
tember) was 83 per cent of 
the LPAover north-west 
India, 84 per cent of LPA over 
central India, 85 per cent of 
LPA over the south peninsu- 
lar region and 92 per cent of 
LPA over northeastIndia. 

Ofthe total 36 meteoro- 
logical subdivisions, 18 sub- 
divisions, constituting 55 per 
centof the total area of the 
country, received normal 
rainfalland 17subdivisions 
(39 per cent of the total area 
ofthecountry) received defi- 
cient rainfall 

Onesubdivision (West 
Rajasthan) constituting 
6 per centof the total area 
ofthe country received 
excess rainfall. 

‘Watch thespread 
Itisin thisspatial distribu- 
tion, or regional spread, 
where the story of mon- 
s00n 2026 could also lie, 
experts believe. 

‘Whileoverall rainfall 
‘might fall into the ‘deficient” 
category, there could be 
patchesand periodswhen the 
rainswould be normal, above 
normal, or below normal. 

Itis those periods and 
‘patches which need to be 
tracked. The IMD for now has 
said thatexcept for the 
north-eastern region, most 
other parts including the 
rainfed areas of the Core 
Monsoon Zone — rainfed 
butagriculturally vital areas 
of central, western and east- 
ernIndia— will get ‘below 
normal’ rains in2026. 

Typically, weather offi- 
cialssay, an EINifioyear s 
classified as one in whichthe 
volume of rain is less, and 
breaks arelonger. 

“Usually, ina normal 
monsoon year, there are 
breaks of 7-8 days, butinan 
El Nifio year, these breaks 
aretypically longer —some- 
times even 15-20 days which 
caneven goup to 25 days 
overa particular region,” 
Madhavan Rajeevan, former 
secretary in the ministry 
of earth sciences andan 
expert on monsoonstold 
BusinessStandard. 

Rajeevan said that IMD is 
predicting close to 60 per 
cent probability of deficient 
rains which means that 
thereis a good possibility 
that the monsoon this year 
will be poor. 

“The only thingwe don’t 
know is what would be the 
spatial distribution of the 
rainsand how evenlyit will 
be spread. Typically, inan El 
Nifoyear,central India, and 
thenorthernand southern 
peninsula, arethe areas 
where wenormally have a 
difficult monsoon season. 
But the north-east will have 
good rainfall, where we can 
also expectsome floods. 
Also, monsoon breaks will be 
longer this year due to El 
Nifio,” he added. 

Hesaid currentlythere 
arenostrong positive 
climate factorsexpected to 
offset El Nifio. 

“While some models 
areindicatinga positive 
Indian Ocean Dipole (I0D), 
10D forecasts are generally 
less reliable than EINifio 
forecasts. The projected 
10D strength of around 
05°Cis not particularly 
strongand may not provide 
‘meaningful support tothe 
‘monsoon. Therefore, 
‘policymakers should not 
depend on the IOD to com- 
‘pensate for El Nifio impacts,” 
Rajeevan said. 

He, oo, said thatthe 2026 
‘monsoon mightbear similar- 
ities t02015. 

“In 2015, the south-west 
‘monsoon had adelayed 
onset (the rainsarrivedon 
June s against the forecast of 
May 30, five dayslater than 
normal). This yeartoo, the 
arrival and progression of 
the monsoon may be 
delayed (the IMD’s latest 
forecastsays monsoon 
might hit Kerala on June 4, 
havinginitially estimated 
May 28). Thereafter, though 
some months may witness 
good rainfall spells, the over- 
all seasonal rainfallis likely 

to remain below normal due 
tolonger dry periods.” 
Rajeevan said. 

Lessons from 2015 shows 
that THERE WILL BE some 
patcheswhere rains would be 
goodbutothers where they 
would be extremely poor. 

Ttis on those patches and 
on farmers with small land- 
holdings in rainfed regions, 
growing one or two crops, 
‘where focus should lie. 

The governmenthas 
identified 240-odd districts, 
whichare typicallylow-rain 
impacted, but its approach 
has to be dynamic as there 
‘may be inter-district variabil- 
ity in rainfall. 

“We always talk about all 
Indiarice production, etc, 
which might not fall by 
much, but at the local level, 
things mightget extremely 
‘bad for small farmers. 
Overall, negative impact 
on GDP etc mightnotbe 
there but typically, inan El 
Nifio year, localised impact 
might beimmense, which 
'we need to watch out for,” 
Rajeevan said. 

It is these small bits which 
‘would also determine how 
ruralIndia faresin the 
remaining part of FY27. 

Asin 2015, overall food 
grain production might not 
havedropped significantly, 
but datashowsthat between 
2013-14 and 2015-16 crop 
years(July to June) —which 
included the two monsoon- 
impacted years of 2014 and 
2015 —India’s pulse produc- 
tion fell 15.22 per cent from 
19.25 million tonnesto 16.32 
‘million tonnes. 

Similarly, horticulture 
production during the same 
‘period dropped by almost 
5.09 per cent from 265.05 mil- 
liontonnes to 251.54 million 
tonnesand oilseeds fell 23 
per cent from 3275 million 
tonnes to25.25 million 
tonnes in the same period. 

Typically, ina low rainfall 
year, pulses, oilseeds and 
horticulture are among the 
worst-impacted crops. 

Thedifferences 
One major difference 
between the 2015 monsoon 
season and the current yea 
isthat2015 wasthe second 
successive year of deficient 
‘monsoon (monsoon in 2014 
‘was 10.1 per cent below 
normal). But2025and 2024 
were both surplus monsoon 
years. This means thatnot 
onlyare reservoir levels 
good, but soil moisture s also 
stronger than in 2015. 

Also, between 2015 and 
2026, India’s farm sector 
has transformed and devel- 
oped agreaterresilienceto 
lowrains. 

The government’s assess- 
mentis thatbetween 2000 
and 2016, EINifio events had 
amore pronounced effect 
onfarmoutputduetoa 
higher dependence on rain- 
falland relatively weaker 
mitigation systems. 

However, in recent years 
expanded irrigation net- 
‘works, better water conserva- 
tion practices, improved 
farm management and wider 
use of high-yieldingand 
resilient seed varieties have 
brought greater stability 
toproduction. 

India’s rising irrigation 
coverage which has moved 
upfrom49.3 percenttoss 
percent of the gross dropped 
areabetween FY16 and FY21 
couldactas abig buffer. 

Notonlythat, the area 
undermicro-irrigation in hor- 
ticulturecrops has risen from 
0.33per centin 2015-16to
