"He was a kind­
hearted man and was nice to 
everyone," said Rafiq's brother 
HussainShaikh,42.

Mone tragic incident shattered 
ourlives,"saidHussain. 

On April 19 evening, Rafiq 
who was on duty as the traffic 
warden, spotted a tempo mov­
ing on the Coastal Road. 

He signalled the driver to 
stop, as heavy vehicles are 
banned from using the road. 

"As the tempo driver fl ed 
without stopping.Shaikh started 
chasing him on his scooter. 
However,Shaikh'sscooterskid­
ded, and it rammed a concrete 
railing of the carriageway, due ro 
which he fell into the sea from 
nearly 50 feet," said sub-inspec­
tor Akash Whavale from 
Gamdevi police station. 

A fire brigade team rescued 
Shaikh from the sea and he was 
rushed rotheNairhospital. where 
doctors declared him dead. 

After one ofRafiq's acqU.1in­
tances infonned the family about 
the accident, the health condition 
of his mother and sister deterio­
rated. "My sister Rehana had to 
be taken to the hospital and was 
admitted for a day," said Rafiq's 
younger brother Ari[

Corporation {BMC) has so far re­
ceived over 370suggestions and 
objections for its draft Solid 
WasteManagement{SWM)by­
laws 2025, which were put in 
public dom;iin three weeks back. 

First drafted in 2006, the 
SWM byl.iws are a set or regula­
tions underwhichSWM opera­
tions are carried out in Mumbai. 

lnwhatmarksthefirstrevi­
sion of the existing bylaws in the 
past 19years, the BMC on April 
1 proposed a revisedsetofSWM 
bylaws for the city. In the pro­
posed set or regulations the BMC 
has introduced user fees for 
SWM charges - announced by 
Mumbai's municipal commis­
sioner Bhushan Gagrani while 
presenting the civic budget ear­
lierin February. Besides, the BMC 
has also increased the penalty 
for littering, garbage disposal, 
defecating, urinating and 
bathing in public spaces. 

Ahead ofimplementing the 
revised bylaws, the civic body 
opened the draft to suggestions 

and objections from the public 
until May 31 following which a 
public hearing will be called. 

Data furnished by the BMC 
shows that the proposed revi­
sions have drawn at least 376 
suggestions and objections un­
til Mondaymorning.Ofthetotal 
responses received, the civic 
body has received 50 responses 
through email while nearly 326 
responses have been registered 
by residents using the civic 
body's WhatsApp chatbot, Ovis. 

According to officials.several 
suggestions pertain to the pro­
posal to levy an additional tax for 
SWM services under the new 
bylclWS. Previously, the proposal 
had also drawn flak from politi­
cians across party lines. Besides, 
residents have also submitted 
suggestions to improve sanita­
tion acrossthecityrangingfrom 
installation of additional dust­
bins,increaseddeanlinessdrives 
as well as stricter enforcement 
oftheexistingpenalties.
