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LG Electronics Q1 operating profit
jumps 33 pc on record sales

Seoul, April 7 (IANS)
LG Electronics on Tues-
day estimated its first-
quarter operating profit to
have increased 33 per
cent from a year earlier,
driven by strong perfor-
mance of its mainstay
home appliance business.

Operating profit for the
January-March period
came to 1.67 trillion won
(US$1.1 billion), compared
with 1.25 trillion won a year
earlier, the company said
in a regulatory filing.

Sales rose 4.4 percent
to 23.73 trillion won, mark-
ing a record high for a first
quarter.

Net profit data was not
available. The company
will release its final earn-
ings report later this
month.

In the fourth quarter,
LG Electronics posted an
operating loss of 109 bil-
lion won, due mainly to
weak market demand and

one-off costs related to its
restructuring program.

LG Electronics said its
home appliance solution
division maintained growth
by bolstering its subscrip-
tion business and focusing
on the premium segment.

The media and enter-
tainment solution business
returned to profit from a
loss in the fourth quarter
of 2025, on the back of the
company's cost-cutting ef-
forts, it added.

The vehicle solution
business improved profit-
ability from a year earlier,
LG Electronics said, with-
out providing details. The
recent weakness of the
Korean won against the
greenback provided some
positive effects on the seg-
ment, as most of its clients
are based overseas, it
added.

LG Electronics said the
eco solution business ex-
perienced a decline in

sales and operating profit
in the first quarter from a
year earlier amid market
uncertainties, adding it will
continue efforts to target
demand related to artificial
intelligence (AI) data cen-
tres.

For the remaining of
2026, LG Electronics said
it plans to continue cutting
costs to address rising raw
material prices.

The company will con-
tinue fostering future
growth engines, including
home robots and related
accessories, it added.

"Amid the growing cost
burden from geopolitical
factors, including the Mid-
dle East war, macroeco-
nomic instability and rising
raw material and logistics
costs, LG Electronics
plans to minimise the im-
pact by taking flexible and
preemptive measures,"
the company said in a re-
lease.

Samsung Electronics posts record
operating profit in Q1, beats expectations

Seoul, April 7 (IANS)
Samsung Electronics on
Tuesday estimated its first-
quarter operating profit to
have surpassed 50 trillion
won ($33.1 billion) for the
first time, driven by strong
demand for premium
memory chips from the
artificial intelligence (AI)
industry.

The South Korean tech
giant projected an operat-
ing profit of 57.2 trillion
won for the January-
March period, surging
from 6.61 trillion won a
year earlier, according to
earnings guidance re-
leased by Samsung Elec-
tronics.

The operating profit
was 36.7 percent higher
than the average estimate,
according to a survey by
Yonhap Infomax, the fi-
nancial data firm of Yon-
hap News Agency.

Samsung Electronics'
operating profit for all of

2025 was 43.6 trillion won.
In the fourth quarter of

2025, Samsung Electron-
ics posted an operating
profit of 20 trillion won,
which at the time marked
a new quarterly high.

Revenue rose 68.1
percent on-year to 133 tril-
lion won in the first quar-
ter,

exceeding 100 trillion
won for the first time ever
to set a new quarterly high.
Net earnings data was not
available.

Samsung Electronics
did not provide a detailed
breakdown of earnings by
business division, al-
though its device solutions
(DS) unit, which includes
the semiconductor seg-
ment, is believed to have
accounted for a dominant
share.

Samsung Electronics
has been pushing to ex-
pand the supply of sixth-
generation high bandwidth

memory, or HBM4, this
year, targeting strong de-
mand for AI infrastructure.

Analysts believe the
DS arm may have posted
an operating profit of
around 50 trillion won in
the first quarter, more than
tripling from 16.4 trillion
won in the previous quar-
ter.

Samsung Electronics'
device experience (DX)
arm, which covers mobile
and TV businesses, on the
other hand, is expected to
have faced burdens from
rising production costs,
according to the analysts.

For the remainder of
2026, analysts said Sam-
sung Electronics is expect-
ed to maintain growth mo-
mentum, with Korea In-
vestment &amp; Securi-
ties Co. suggesting an an-
nual operating profit of 302
trillion won, up 50 percent
from the previous outlook
of 202 trillion won.

Sensex, Nifty slide 1 pc as Hormuz
deadline by US rattles markets
Mumbai, April 7 (IANS)

The Indian stock markets
on Tuesday witnessed
sharp losses in early trade,
with equity benchmarks
declining 1 per cent each
amid uncertainty over a
possible resolution to the
West Asia conflict, ahead
of a deadline set by US
President Donald Trump
to reopen the Strait of Hor-
muz.

Sensex opened 372
points or 0.50 per cent low-
er at 73,734, while Nifty
began the session at
22,838.Later in early
trade, the 30-scrip basket
declined as much as 1.11
per cent or 824.44 points,
hitting an intraday low of
73,282, while the 50-share
index plummeted by 1 per
cent or 248.95 points to
22,719.30, an intraday low
amid selling pressure in all
sectors.Sector-wise, fi-
nancial, auto, real estate
and pharma indices de-
clined up to 2 per cent.
Meanwhile, Interglobe Avi-
ation (IndiGo), Eternal,
Max Healthcare,
M&amp;M, Eicher Motors,

Apollo Hospitals and Dr
Reddy's were among the
top laggards.

According to analysts,
recent price action indi-
cates improving senti-
ment, backed by buying at
lower levels.

"The undertone re-
mains positive, but sus-
tainability depends on
strength above key resis-
tance zones. Traders
should stay selective and
wait for price confirmation
near crucial levels before
taking fresh positions," the
analysts advised.

Moreover, Asian
stocks showed mixed per-
formance, with key indi-
ces, the Nikkei, Hang
Seng, and KOSPI, trading
flat, down 0.71 per cent,
and up 0.40 per cent,
respectively.In the US,
Wall Street closed mildly
positive, with the S&amp;P
500 closing at 6,611.83, up
29.14 points or 0.44 per
cent, while the tech-heavy
Nasdaq settled at
21,996.34, an increase of
117.16 points or 0.54 per
cent.

Crude oil prices surge over 3 pc
over Iran tensions, Trump deadline

New Delhi, April 7 (IANS) Global crude oil prices
on Tuesday hit new highs, jumping more than 3 per
cent amid geopolitical tensions and US President
Donald Trump’s Tuesday deadline to reopen the
Strait of Hormuz to Iran.

Brent crude futures advanced as much as 1.69
per cent, or $1.86, to $111.63, an intraday high as of
9:57 am. The US West Texas Intermediate crude
futures increased more than 3 per cent or $4.15 to
$116.56.Brent crude has witnessed a gain of over
60 per cent since the conflict began from $72.48 (Feb
27) to 119.50 (March 9).

Gains in oil commodities come after the US Pres-
ident showed fresh aggression towards Iran in re-
cent posts on a social media platform regarding re-
opening Hormuz.His post suggested that it would
“rain hell” on Tehran if it does not comply with his
Tuesday night deadline to reopen the strait. He also
treatened that Iran could be “taken out in one
night”.According to him, if no deal is concluded, “ev-
ery bridge in Iran will be decimated” and “every power
plant in Iran will be out of business, burning, explod-
ing and never to be used again”.On the other side,
Iran reportedly rejected the ceasefire plan and con-
tinued its fight with the world’s strongest
economy.The Strait -- which handles roughly one-
fifth of global oil flows -- has remained disrupted since
the conflict began on February 28, causing crude
prices to rise approximately 90 per cent year-to-date,
veraging around the $100 mark.

JPMorgan CEO says bank facing
highest risk from ongoing wars

New Delhi, April 7 (IANS) JPMorgan Chase CEO
Jamie Dimon has said that geopolitical tensions, in-
cluding wars in Ukraine and Iran, are the biggest
risk facing the bank and the global economy, and
urged a renewed commitment to core American val-
ues to navigate these uncertainties. The CEO warned
about economic uncertainty from these tensions in-
cluding their impacts on commodities as well as the
industry-wide impact of artificial intelligence.“The
challenges we all face are significant. The list is long
but at the top are the terrible ongoing war and vio-
lence in Ukraine, the current war in Iran and the
broader hostilities in the Middle East, terrorist activ-
ity and growing geopolitical tensions, importantly with
China,” Dimon said in his annual shareholder
letter.He described ongoing conflicts as “the realm
of uncertainty,” from which "outcomes can be un-
predictable and ripple across the economy."

“Even in troubled times, we have confidence that
America will do what it has always done — look to
the values that have defined our singular nation and
sustained our leadership of the free world,” he
added.Dimon highlighted that the 250th anniversa-
ry of the United States, presents “the perfect time"
to rededicate the principles that shaped the nation,
such as freedom, liberty and opportunity.He warned
that the current geopolitical events will shape "how
the future global economic order unfolds.” He then
added, “Then again, it may not,” pointing to the na-
ture of uncertainty in the global economy.

India's retail leasing steady in Q1 2026
despite supply constraints: Report

New Delhi, April 7 (IANS) Retail sector leasing in
India’s top eight cities witnessed steady demand and
stood at 1.95 million square feet in Q1 2026, moder-
ating amid limited new mall supply, a report said on
Tuesday. The report from commercial real estate
services firm Cushman &amp; Wakefield said leas-
ing moderated 28 per cent quarter-on-quarter and
10 per cent year-on-year."This moderation follows a
strong 2025, which recorded 9.21 million square feet
of leasing, the highest annual performance in the
post-COVID period, indicating that occupier interest
remains intact despite near term supply constraints,"
the report said.Despite the absence of new supply,
mall leasing strengthened during the quarter, ac-
counting for 47 per cent of total leasing activity, up
from 33 per cent a year ago.Main streets, meanwhile,
continued to anchor overall leasing volumes, main-
taining their dominant share at 53 per cent, support-
ed by sustained demand for high-visibility, consump-
tion-led locations.

“India’s retail real estate market is currently op-
erating in a demand-led environment, where occu-
pier interest continues to outpace the availability of
high-quality retail space," said Gautam Saraf, Exec-
utive Managing Director, Mumbai &amp; New Busi-
ness, Cushman &amp; Wakefield."As new supply
begins to enter the market from 2026 onwards, large-
ly skewed towards premium developments, we ex-
pect this depth of demand to translate into more con-
sistent leasing activity, while supporting the contin-
ued institutionalisation of India’s retail real estate
landscape,” he added.City-level activity was concen-
trated in Delhi NCR, which led with a 30 per cent
share at 0.59 million square feet, supported by sus-
tained demand across both malls and main streets.

Make in India booster: Skoda Auto

Gold, silver trade choppy as crude
rallies over West Asia tensions

New Delhi, April 7
(IANS) Gold and silver
prices showed volatility in
Tuesday’s session amid
geopolitical tensions fol-
lowing US President
Donald Trump’s recent
aggressive posts on Iran.

On the Multi Commod-
ity Exchange (MCX), gold
futures (June 5) were trad-
ing at Rs 1,50,228, up Rs
247 or 0.16 per cent at
11:35 am.

On the intraday front,
the yellow metal rose as
much as 0.32 per cent or
Rs 493 to Rs 1,50,474.
Earlier in the session, be-
fore 10 am, it was trading
lower by 0.23 per cent or
Rs 356 at Rs 1,49,625.

Similarly, silver futures
(May 5) were trading 0.48
per cent or Rs 1,121 high-
er at Rs 2,34,500. The
white metal gained nearly
1 per cent or Rs 2,168 to
hit an intraday high of Rs
2,35,547, after earlier wit-
nessing a decline of 0.67
per cent or Rs 1,579 to an
intraday low of Rs

2,31,800.According to an-
alysts, despite geopolitical
tensions, precious metals
are not showing strong
safe-haven behaviour.

Similarly, MCX silver
remains volatile around Rs
2,31,000–Rs 2,33,000,
with resistance at Rs
2,33,000–Rs 2,34,000.

Analysts said a breakout
could push prices higher,
while a decline below Rs
2,30,000 may accelerate
losses.

In the international
market, precious metals
were trading on a flat note.

COMEX gold was trad-
ing at $4,681.34, down
$3.36 or 0.07 per cent,
while COMEX silver was
at $72.94, up $0.09 or
0.13 per cent.

Meanwhile, spot gold

stood at $4,653, up $3 or
0.06 per cent, while spot
silver traded at $72.78,
down $0.02 or 0.04 per
cent.

The volatility in pre-
cious metals comes amid
rising uncertainty as trad-
ers and investors react to
a deadline set by US Pres-
ident Donald Trump for
Iran regarding the reopen-
ing of the Strait of Hormuz.

In response, Iran re-
portedly said it seeks a
lasting end to tensions
with the US and Israel and
pushed back against pres-
sure to reopen the Strait.
Trump, however, warned
that Iran could be “taken
out” if it failed to meet his
Tuesday night deadline to
reach a deal.

In addition, crude oil
prices surged sharply, with
Brent crude futures rising
as much as 1.69 per cent
or $1.86 to $111.63 by
9:57 a.m. US WTI crude
futures jumped over 3 per
cent or $4.15 to $116.56.-

SEBI grants one-time relief on IPO
timelines amid geopolitical uncertainty

New Delhi, April 7
(IANS) India’s market reg-
ulator Securities and Ex-
change Board of India
(SEBI) on Tuesday an-
nounced a one-time relax-
ation for public issuances,
acknowledging that ongo-
ing geopolitical tensions -
- particularly in the Middle
East -- have slowed fund-

raising activity and re-
duced investor
participation.Under exist-
ing regulations, compa-
nies are required to launch
their public issues within
12 to 18 months from the
date SEBI issues its ob-
servations on their offer
documents. However,
many firms have found it
difficult to meet these time-
lines due to volatile mar-
ket conditions and weak-
er investor sentiment. In a
circular, SEBI said it had
received requests from in-
dustry bodies pointing to
challenges in raising capi-

tal. Several companies
have been forced to delay,
revise, or even withdraw
their fundraising plans
amid uncertainty, increas-
ing the risk of regulatory
approvals lapsing and
forcing them to restart the
process. To address these
concerns, SEBI has decid-
ed to extend the validity of
observation letters that are
set to expire between April
1, 2026 and September
30, 2026.

“SEBI has received
representation from the
industry body on difficul-

ties faced by the issuers in
mobilising resources and
accessing the capital mar-
ket in the backdrop of on-
going geopolitical tensions
in the Middle East,” the
market regulator said.

Centre doubles daily supply of 5 kg
LPG cylinders for migrant workers

New Delhi, April 7
(IANS) The Centre an-
nounced on Tuesday that it
has doubled the daily quan-
tity of 5 kg LPG cylinders
being provided to each state
for disbursal to migrant
labourers."The supply of 5
kg LPG cylinders is being
doubled based on the aver-
age daily supply to migrant
labourers during March 2-3,
2026, beyond the limit of 20

per cent mentioned in the
letter dated March 21. These
5 kg cylinders will be at the
disposal of the state govern-
ment for supplying only to
migrant labourers in their
state with assistance of the
public sector oil marketing
companies,” the Ministry of
Petroleum and Natural Gas
said in a statement.
