Seoul, Oct 15 (IANS)
Foreign investors' net in-
vestment in South Korean
stocks reached its highest
level in more than 11/2
years last month amid ex-
pectations of improved
conditions in the chip in-
dustry, central bank data
showed on Wednesday.

Offshore investors pur-
chased a net $4.34 billion
worth of local stocks in
September, marking the
largest amount since Feb-
ruary 2024, when net in-
vestment stood at $5.59
billion, according to the
data from the Bank of Ko-
rea (BOK), reports Yonhap
news agency.

It marked the second
consecutive month of net
inflows in foreign securities
investment, following $180
million in August

Foreign investors also
bought $4.78 billion worth
of bonds in September, re-
bounding from a net sell-
ing of $770 million a month

earller

"Foreign investment
was focused on the elec-
tronics sector amid expec-
tations of better conditions
in the semiconductor in-
dustry,” the BOK said.

"The growth in bond in-
vestment was driven by
rising demand for mid- to
long-term bonds."
According to the Korea
Exchange (KRX), its semi-
conductor index rose 26.8
per cent, from 3,780.05 on
Sept. 1 to 4,792.07 on
Sept. 30, while the bench-
mark Korea Composite
Stock Price Index (KOSPI)
gained 9 per cent over the
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Foreigners’ net purchase oi 8. Korean
stocks hits 19-month high in September

same period.

The central bank also
noted that the Korean won
weakened against the US
dollar in September, falling
to 1,402.9 won from Au-
gust's 1,390.1 won.

Daily fluctuations in
the won-dollar exchange
rate decreased, averag-

' ing 3.9 won in Septem-
- ber compared with 5.8

won a month earlier, the
data showed.

Meanwhile, foreign
investors net purchased
Korean stocks inAugust,
also marking the fourth
consecutive month amid a
strong performance of the
local stock market.

compensation to employees

Seoul, Oct 15 (IANS) Samsung Electronics Co.
said Tuesday it plans to offer shares to its em-
ployees under a new compensation program af-
ter the company was expected to have posted
market-beating earnings in the third quarter.

The South Korean tech giant made the an-
nouncement to employees, noting that it will im-
plement a performance stock units (PSU) program,
under which workers will receive higher compen-
sation depending on Samsung's stock perfor-
mance, reports Yonhap news agency.

The notice came after Samsung Electronics re-
leased an earnings guidance earlier in the day,
suggesting it expects an operating profit of 12.1
trillion won ($8.5 billion) for the quarter ending in
September, which would mark a 31.8 per cent
spike from the 9.18 trillion won tallied a year
earlier.It would also mark the largest quarterly
earnings since the second quarter of 2022, when
thefcompany posted a 14.1 trillion-won operating
profit.

RBI's wait-and-watch stance
prudent, Dec rate cut not

assured: Report

New Delhi, Oct 15 (IANS) The wait-and-watch
policy of the RBI on the monetary policy is pru-
dent, a report said on Tuesday, adding that the
bank's dovish tone suggests further easing, but a
December rate cut is not "a done deal".

While any further rate cut by the RBI will de-
pend on growth conditions, the depth of further
rate cuts may be extremely limited and hence the
RBI may also want to retain the powder dry for
now, the report from Yes Bank said.The report
maintained that the tone of the policy remained
dovish, which signalled further easing, possibly as
early as December.

Despite the current inflation trending at less
than the lower bound of the RBI tolerance level
and expectations of a 2.6 per cent inflation for
FY26, the RBI did not alter its monetary policy rate
and stance at the last meeting in October.The
policy statement also noted that tariff risks to
growth must be weighed against recent fiscal
measures, prompting the MPC to wait for more
data before making a decision.

Digital NBFCs account for 80 pc
of personal loan volumes in Q1
FY26: Report

New Delhi, Oct 15 (IANS) Digital non-banking
financial companies (NBFCs) sanctioned 3 crore
personal loans totalling Rs 43,019 crore in Q1
FY26, representing 80 per cent of personal loan
volumes, a report said on Tuesday. Further, the
personal loans sanctioned by digital NBFCs ac-
counted for 20 per cent of the sanction value, ac-
cording to the data compiled by Fintech Associa-
tion for Consumer Empowerment (FACE), a self-
regulatory organisation in the fintech sector.Their
growing portfolio of Rs 1.2 lakh crore (June 2025)
reflects growth underpinned by improving credit
quality, the report said.The report, based on data
from credit bureau Crif High Mark, signalled that
digital NBFCs are now central to India’s personal
loan market, significantly contributing to the ex-
pansion of formal credit and deepening inclusion.

sensex, Nifty open higher on

positive global cues

Mumbai, Oct 15 (IANS) Indian stock markets
opened on a positive note on Wednesday, taking
cues from the upbeat global sentiment.

The Sensex climbed 243 points, or 0.30 per
cent, to trade at 82,273, while the Nifty rose 79
points, or 0.31 per cent, to start the day at 25,225.

Commenting on the Nifty’s technical outlook,
experts said that though the 20-day SMA stepped
in yesterday, to limit the extent of the drop, we
prefer to give more weightage to the bearish en-
gulfing pattern, thus acknowledging the prevail-
ing bearish bias.“Meanwhile, we remain equally
prepared to switch sides, if Nifty manages to push
beyond 25230. However, we will wait for a break
beyond 25330 to play directional upsides,” they
added..Buying was seen across most sectors, with
heavyweights like Bajaj Finserv, Bajaj Finance,
NTPC, L&amp;T, Power Grid, BEL, Bharti Airtel,
Trent, and Asian Paints leading the gains. These
