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KOSPI's daily turnover tops $26.4
billion for 1st time amid stock rally

Seoul, May 25 (IANS)
Average daily transactions
in South Korea's bench-
mark index surpassed 40
trillion won ($26.4 billion)
for the first time this month
amid a record-breaking
market rally, bourse data
showed on Monday.

The daily turnover of
the Korea Composite
Stock Price Index (KOSPI)
averaged 48.05 trillion
won during the first 22
days of May, according to
the data from the Korea
Exchange (KRX).

The figure marked the
highest monthly average
on record, surpassing the
previous high of 32.23 tril-
lion won set in February.

The increase came as
the KOSPI extended its
rally to record highs this
month.\The index topped
the 7,000-point mark for
the first time on May 6 and
briefly surpassed 8,000
during intraday trading on
May 15. After volatile trad-
ing, the KOSPI closed at
7,847.71 on Friday, up 19
percent from the end of
April.Heavy buying of mar-
ket bellwethers, including
Samsung Electronics Co.
and SK hynix Inc., drove
the surge in turnover.

Combined daily trading
value for Samsung Elec-
tronics and SK hynix av-
eraged 20.57 trillion won
over the cited period, ac-
counting for 43 percent of
the KOSPI's total daily
turnover.

"Despite concerns

over an economic slow-
down, investors are con-
centrating capital on arti-
ficial intelligence (AI)-re-
lated industries where
growth prospects remain
strong," said Kang Dae-
seung, an analyst at SK
Securities.

"This concentration
has intensified since
2023, when the AI invest-
ment rally began."

Meanwhile, South Ko-
rea's manufacturing con-
fidence has rebounded
into positive territory for
the first time in three
months despite prolonged
tensions in the Middle
East, a poll showed on
Monday.

Crude oil prices plunge up to 6 pc to
2-week lows on US-Iran deal hopes
New Delhi, May 25

(IANS) Global crude oil
prices tumbled to their
lowest levels in two
weeks on Monday amid
optimism over a possible
breakthrough in negotia-
tions between the US and
Iran, easing fears of pro-
longed supply disruptions
in West Asia.

International oi l
benchmark Brent crude
fell 6 per cent to trade
below the $100-per-bar-
rel mark. Similarly, US
West Texas Intermediate
(WTI) crude decl ined
more than 6 per cent to
$90.33 during early
trade. Both benchmarks
touched their weakest
levels since early May.

Brent crude had
jumped to a peak of $115
per barrel earlier this
month as markets priced
in supply risks and tight-
ening global inventories.
From May 4 to May 25,
the benchmark declined
by nearly 15 per cent.

The decline in oil pric-
es came after US Presi-
dent Donald Trump indi-
cated that Washington
and Tehran had made
significant progress to-

wards a possible peace
understanding aimed at
easing tensions in the
region and reopening the
Strait of Hormuz.

Oil prices had surged
sharply in recent months
after tensions escalated
between the US, Israel
and Iran.

In addition, Trump
said Washington and Iran
had "largely negotiated"
an understanding on a
peace deal that could
lead to the reopening of
the Strait of Hormuz.

However, uncertainty
around the negotiations
continues to persist.
Trump said several criti-
cal issues still remain un-
resolved and indicated
that the US was not rush-
ing to finalise an agree-
ment.

Analysts noted that
crude prices have slipped
below the $100-per-bar-
rel mark on expectations
of a possible US-Iran
deal, which, if sustained,
could emerge as a turn-
ing point for global mar-
kets.

Microsoft cuts Claude Code
access as AI coding costs surge

New Delhi, May 25
(IANS) US-based technol-
ogy firm Microsoft has be-
gun scaling back access to
Anthropic’s Claude Code
among its employees and
is redirecting engineers to-
wards GitHub Copilot CLI
as surging AI usage drives
up enterprise computing
costs, according to multiple
reports.

Reports said the tech-
nology company had earli-
er expanded access to
Claude Code across thou-
sands of employees, includ-
ing developers, project
managers and designers,
to encourage experimenta-
tion with AI-assisted coding

tools. However, the rapid
adoption of the platform is
now said to have signifi-
cantly increased operation-
al expenses. Despite the
rollback, Microsoft’s broad-
er partnership with Anthrop-
ic remains intact.The com-
pany continues to maintain
its multibillion-dollar Found-
ry agreement, which in-
cludes cloud infrastructure
support and access to
Claude models through
Azure services. The devel-
opment comes as several
technology companies
grapple with the rising
costs associated with
large-scale deployment of
generative AI tools.

Google, Unicef to help train
Assam teachers in AI-enabled
classroom learning: CM Sarma

Guwahati, May 25 (IANS) Assam Chief Minis-
ter Himanta Biswa Sarma has said that artificial in-
telligence (AI) is rapidly transforming every sector
and stressed that the state cannot afford to miss
the opportunities emerging from the technological
shift.  In a post on social media platform X on Sun-
day, the Chief Minister announced that tech giant
Google in collaboration with Unicef will implement
the "AI Educator Series" in Assam to train teach-
ers in the use of AI tools for classroom learning
and improving pedagogy delivery. "AI is fast reshap-
ing every avenue and we cannot miss the bus on
this rapid transformation," CM Sarma wrote on the
social media platform.

Sensex, Nifty rally 1 pc in
early trade as crude oil falls
below $100 mark

Mumbai, May 25 (IANS) Domestic equity mar-
kets traded higher on Monday after crude oil pric-
es slipped below the $100-per-barrel mark for the
first time in over two weeks amid hopes of a possi-
ble agreement to end the US-Iran conflict, with
benchmark indices rising over 1 per cent each in
early trade. Sensex jumped as much as 874 points
or 1.15 per cent to touch an intraday high of 76,289
in morning trade, while Nifty climbed 264 points or
1.11 per cent to 23,983.

Among sectoral indices, Nifty Auto led the gains,
rising over 2 per cent, followed by Nifty PSU Bank
and Nifty Private Bank, which advanced up to 1
per cent.

Nifty Oil &amp; Gas, Nifty Realty, Nifty Consum-
er Durables, Nifty Cement and Nifty Chemicals in-
dices traded in the green, with all sectoral indices
remaining in positive territory.In contrast, Hindalco
Industries emerged as the top loser among Nifty
stocks, falling nearly 2 per cent in early trade.
ONGC, Max Healthcare, NTPC and Infosys traded
lower, shedding up to 1 per cent.Category-wise,
smallcap indices led the gains in the broader mar-
ket, with Nifty Smallcap 50 and Nifty Smallcap 100
rising over 1 per cent. Benchmark-linked broader
indices, including Nifty 100, Nifty 200 and Nifty 500
gained around 1 per cent each.
