NHRC Seeks Report on Digital

Chennai: The National Human
Rights Commission (NHRC) said
it has found “serious, large-scale
and systemic violations” by digi-
tal, social media, edtech and Al
platforms widely accessed by
children in India. It has asked
several ministries, including the
electronics and information
technology ministry, to inquire
into and submit a detailed, point-
wise action taken report
(ATR) within 15 days
in connection with
the complaint it re-
ceived from the Ad-
vanced Study Insti-
tute of Asia.

In a letter to the
ministry  dated
March 24, the com-
mission said the
report identifies a
very high- to medi-
um-risk  exposure
matrix across major plat-
forms, including Instagram,
