THE GOODS AND Services Tax
(GST) Council meeting com-
mencing on Wednesday will be
consideringa series of proposals
to cut and abolish tax slabs on
food items, agricultural
machineries and fertilisers, a
move that could brighten the
prospects of the farming sector.
Sources told FE that several
items, including ultra-high
temperature (UHT) milk,
paneer, pizza breads, khakhra,
rotis and parathas are pro-
posed to be exempted from
GST, which currently ranges
from 5% to 18%. For food
items such as condensed milk,
cheese,sausages, refined sugar,
pasta, cornflakes and tender
coconut, the 56th council
meeting will discuss reducing
the GST slab from 12% to 5%.
Unprocessed agricultural
products such as fresh fruits,
vegetables, grains, pulses and
milk are exempted from GST,
ensuring that farmers and
consumers do not have to pay
additional  levies. = The
processed itemslike edible oils
and dairy products attract dif-
ferentrates,in the range of 5%
or 129%.The Indian Vegetable
Oil Producers’ Association
recently stated that while edi-
ble oils attract 5% GST, most
input materials such as pack-
aging,chemicals,and process-
ingaids fall under higher slabs
of 12—-18%. This leads to sig-
nificant unutilised credit,
straining the working capital
of refiners, particularly MSME.
The Centre has also pro-
posed reducing GST rates on
fertilizers, including sulphuric
acid, nitric acid and ammonia,
from 18% to 5% while there is
a proposal to slash GST on
micronutrients  registered
under the fertiliser control
order from 12% to 5%.
Industry body Fertilizer
Association of India had earlier
demanded lowering of GST
rates on raw materials like
ammoniaand sulphuricacid to
5 % aswell as a refund of accu-
mulated input tax credit to the
manufacturers.A delegation of
the FAI recently met finance
minister Nirmala Sitharaman
and raised these concerns.

A waiver for IGST is rate, and
given only when domestic
capacities are not in place,and
importsare critical.
