Newcastle Coach Eyes History As Rd-Of-16 Matches Begin

London: Eddie Howe has challenged
Newecastle to produce the performance
of alifetime as they aim to win the “big-
gest game” in the club’s history against
Barcelona on Tuesday.

Howe’s side will make only their sec-
ond appearance in the Champions
League last 16 when the Liga leaders
arrive on Tyneside for a highly antici-
pated first leg clash. For the first time
since 2002-03, when they reached the
second group phase, Newcastle are one
of the 16 clubs remaining in a Champi-
ons League campaign.

But having eased past Azerbaijani
underdogs Qarabag in the play-off
round, Howe knows Newcastle will have
to make a significant step up in class to
stun Hansi Flick’s star-studded team.

“We’ve never been in this position in
the Champions League before and it’s
the best competition there is, so for obvi-
ous reasons it’s a massive game in our
history,” Howe said.

Newcastle famously beat Barca 3-2

thanks to a Faustino Asprilla hat-trick
in the clubs’ first Champions League
meeting in 1997. That was the peak of
the Magpies’ brief spell as the Premier
League’s great entertainers.

Defeated by Barcelona in all four of
their meetings since 1997 — including a
2-1 home loss in the group stage this sea-
son — Newcastle will have to defy the
odds to give their fans more opportuni-
ties to serenade the heroes in Europe.

Reds go back to Galatasaray cauldron
Arne Slot’s Liverpool head back to
Istanbul, where they lost 1-0 to Turkish
champions Galatasaray during the
league phase. A deep run in the Cham-
pions League would be a major boost for
Slot, who has come under fire from frus-
trated fans during Liverpool’s slump.
Significantly, German playmaker Flo-
rian Wirtz made his return from a back
injury as a late substitute in Friday’s FA
Cup win against Wolverhampton Wan-
derers, while Slot played down concerns

over Argentina midfielder Alexis Mac
Allister after the World Cup winner
limped off. Liverpool goalkeeper Alisson
Becker was not part of the 21-man play-
er squad that travelled to Turkey.

CBI coerced key
witness in Dera
chief case: HC

Chandigarh: Punjab and Ha-
ryanahigh court’sexoneration
of jailed Dera Sacha Sauda
chief Gurmeet Ram Rahim
on March 7 in the 2002 murder
of journalist Ram Chander
Chhatrapati comes with a
scathing indictment of CBI’s
investigation — coercion of a
key witness, failure to cross-ex-
aminethe police officer whore-
corded the victim’s dying dec-
laration and a conspiracy an-
gle built on evidence that
couldn’t stand scrutiny.

The division bench of
Chief Justice Sheel Nagu and
Justice Vikram Aggar-
wal said Chhatrapati
may have been mur-
dered by some follow-
ers of the Dera head,
noting that it wasn’t
uncommon for people
driven by ‘“excessive
and single-minded zeal” to
“cross legal boundaries in the
nameof faith”. “Thetrial court
should have closely examined
whether there was overwhelm-
ing evidence directly implicat-
ing the Dera chief, or whether
the crime could have been car-
ried out independently by
some of his staunch follow-
ers,” states the 113-page order,
made public Monday on the
court’s website.

In its hurry to wrap up the
case, CBI forced the witness
mentioned in the order — Ram
Rahim’s former driver Khatta
Singh — into making a state-
ment that compromised the in-
tegrity of the probe, the bench
said.

It also flagged the absence
of Haryana Police SI Ram
Chander from the witness
stand as a glaring example of
the prosecution’s questionable
“methodology”. The officer
had recorded Chhatrapati’s
statement at PGI-Rohtak on
Oct 26, 2002, before he died of
gunshot wounds. “It is ex-
tremely strange that this very

important witness was given
up =by the prosecution as be-
ing unnecessary,” the order
states. “In the opinion of this
court, he was the most impor-
tant witness... In so far as Ram
Rahim is concerned, since the
charge is only that of criminal
conspiracy, the version of SI
Ram Chander would be of ex-
treme importance.”

The judges said the inten-
tion may have been to impli-
cate the Dera chief in the jour-
nalist’s murder, which “was
not being fulfilled with the
statement recorded by SI Ram
Chander”. “In any case, doubt
is created in the mind of the
court once such an im-
portant statement is
not brought on record,
and such an important
witness is not examin-
ed. The benefit of the
doubtnecessarily must
go to the accused,”
states the acquittal order.

Conflicting statements by
Khatta Singh, too, cast doubt
on Ram Rahim’s involvement
in the murder; the bench said.
“He (Khatta) chose to remain
silent for a number of years
and then kept tossing from one
side to the other like a ping-
pong ball. Even on Dec 26, 2006,
when he opened up for the first
time, he did not implicate the
Dera chief and talked only
about the Ranjit Singh murder
case,” the order states. “If he
was under threat, it is not un-
derstood why he was under
threat only in this case and not
in the Ranjit Singh case, in
which he stated that a conspir-
acy had been hatched by Dera
chief.”

Overturning the special
court’s life sentence against
Ram Rahim, the verdict ac-
knowledges that being “a
prominent public personality
with both supporters and de-
tractors” could influence the
narrative surrounding crimi-
nal allegations against that
person.
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
