“The accused is said to be
part of a larger syndicate which
is involved in the aforesaid
illegal activities, undertaken for
monetary gain,” special judge
Ajay Gupta noted, rejecting the
plea filed on medical grounds.

CBI's special public
prosecutor Neetu Singh
submitted that Waghmare, a
Pune-based education
consultant, had conspired with
co-accused P V Kulkarni,
Manisha Mandhare, and others
to obtain the NEET-UG question
paper and answer key before
the examination. Waghmare
allegedly supplied the leaked
material in exchange for
money.

‘Khan Sir’ secures
relief from arrest

Patna court Tuesday granted

interim protection from
arrest to tutor Faisal Khan,
popularly known as Khan Sir, in
connection with a firing incident
at his coaching institute on June
2, reports Faryal Rumi.

Hearing his anticipatory bail
plea, sessions judge Rupesh Deo
directed the investigating
officer to produce the case
diary and details of Khan’s
criminal antecedents. The court
ordered no coercive action be
taken against him until the next
hearing and asked him to
cooperate with the
investigation. The case relates
to a shooting incident at Khan’s
Global Studies in the
Kadamkuan area in Patna,
where two security guards fired
shots in the air to disperse an
allegedly violent crowd. The
guards were later arrested and
police subsequently named
Khan in the case. Khan's
counsel argued that the guards
acted in self-defence to
disperse a crowd.

Randhir Jaiswal. “We hope
the international commu-
nity will hold Pakistan ac-
countable for its misdeeds
and abuses,” headded.
India’s reaction came a
day after Pakistan’s human
rights body said that it is
“deeply alarmed” by the

ongoing violence in PoK
during violent clashes.

The Human Rights
Commission of Pakistan
(HRCP)alsoexpressed seri-
ous concerns about the so-
called regional govt’s deci-
sion to proscribe the Joint
Awami Action Committee
(JAAC) under anti-terror-
ismlegislation.

JAAC has long been de-
manding the abolition of 12
“refugee seats” in the so-
called legislative assembly
in POK. The seats are re-
served for refugees from
Kashmir who settled in Pa-
kistan after 1947. JAAC al-
leges that these seats were
often used by mainstream
Pakistani political parties
to influence the formation
of govtsin Muzaffarabad.

New Delhi: A global peace
think tank has claimed
that India may have shift-
ed its nuclear posture to
ready-to-strike mode by
‘deploying’ 12 warheads
on delivery vehicles, in
cluding possibly one nu-
clear submarine. This
marks a big change be-
cause Indiahad sofar kept
warheads and delivery
systems separately.

When a nuclear war-
head is ‘deployed’, it
means the nuclear war-
head is actively mounted
on missiles or loaded onto
bombers and, having been
mated, is ready for imme-
diateuse. Thisassessment
is part of the latest report
of Stockholm Internation-
al Peace Research Insti-
tute (SIPRI).

The report also men-
tioned that the number of
India’s nuclear warheads
had increased to 190 as of
Jan 2026, compared to the

earlier 180. However, there
isnochangeinIndia’s “no
first use” policy when it
comestoanuclearattack.
It said, “It has long been
assumed that India stores
its nuclear warheads sepa-
rate from its deployed
launchers during peace-
time. However, the coun-
try’s recent moves towards
placing missiles in canis-
ters and conducting sea-
based deterrence patrols
suggest India could be shift-
ing in the direction of mat-
ing some of its warheads
with their launchers in
peacetime. “These (nucle-
ar) weapons were assigned
toamaturing nuclear triad
of aircraft, land-based mis-
siles and SSBNs (a special-
ised class of nuclear-pow-
ered submarines designed
to carry and launch nucle-
ar-armed Dballistic mis-
siles). More warheads are
thought tobe in production
for additional missiles,” it
said. Pakistan’s stockpile
remains unchanged at 170
warheads, thereportsaid.

Kerala Univ asks
prof to pay 17L
over SBI lapse

T’puram: In a bizarre turn of
events, Kerala University
(KU) has asked Girish R Ku-
mar, director of its Centre
for Latin American Studies,
to pay around Rs 17 lakh lost
duetoanoversight by SBI.
The move has sparked an
outcry as the bank had admit-
ted its fault in deducting
$20,000instead of Rs20,000and
paying it to a Brazil-based
journalist, Milan Sime Mar-
tinic, for online lectures in
2023. Martinic passed away the
following year. Now, KU has
asked Kumar to pay the money
on the grounds that he did
not obtain prior permission
topay in foreign exchange.
The erroneous transac-
tion led to an excess fund
transfer of over Rs 16,50,000.
SBI later admitted in a letter
(a copy of which is with TOI)
to Kumar in Oct 2023 that de-
spite several attempts, it
could not process the refund
and the money would be
recovered from bank officials
responsible for the lapse.
Despite Kumar’s repeated
requests, he claimed KU did
not follow up with the bank.
The attempts to get back the
excess money from Martinic
failed ashedied in 2024.

1 month on, 14
hostages freed
in Manipur

Guwahati: Ethnic tensions fu-
elled by tit-for-tat abductions in
Manipur’s hill districts eased
Tuesday after Naga groups ma-
de the first conciliatory gesture,
freeing 14 Kuki hostages who
had been held captive for almost
a month, reports Prabin Kali-
ta. But news of the breakthro-
ugh, facilitated by United Naga
Council (UNC) and community
leaders, was tempered by rival
armed groups still keeping six
abducted Nagamen in captivity:

Hours after the hostage re-

HC: Rera allows
interest to flat

buyers for each
month’s delay

Mumbai: Bombay high court
on Monday held that under
Real Estate (Regulation and
Development) Act (Rera),
buyers have an unqualified
right to get interest every
month for delayed possession.

Justice Madhav Jamdar
held that the law was brought
in to alleviate buyers’ woes
and regulate construction to
prevent delays, and develop-
ers cannot delay possession
for years while expecting to
escape the resultant statutory
consequences under Rera.

The court said buyers who
stay with a project despite de-
lays are unconditionally entit-
led to interest for every month
of delay until possession.

Ten buyers had sought in-
terest citing delay in a Mu-
lund project they had booked
in 2005-07. In 2018, an appel-
late tribunal under the Act di-
rected the builder to pay in-
terest from Feb 2014 till pos-
sessionisgiven. Thebuilder’s
spokesperson said on Tues-
day that of 250 buyers, 230 got
possession of their flats last
year and “have settled in”.

Citing SC rulings, HC said
abuyer borrows money to pay
for ahouse and simultaneous-
ly plays the role of a financer
as building projects collect
money upfront and this puts
the buyer in a very vulnerable
position. Hence, under Sec-
tion 18 of the Act (which al-
lows demand for compensa-
tion or cancellation of book-
ing),itis “theabsoluterightof
the allottee either to continue
in the project or to withdraw
from the project,” it said.

The spokesperson for the
builder, Runwal Construc-
tions, said, “The company is
committed to its buyers, al-
ways strives to complete pro-
jects on time and has already
refunded those who withdrew
from the project, at 12% inter-
est from the date of booking”.

The builder will be filing
an appeal against the high
court judgment. The builder
had filed a ‘second appeal’ in
the high court to raise sub-
stantial points of law. One
was whether the Maharash-
trarevenuetribunaldoubling
as an appellate body under
Rera was valid at the time of
the order. HC held that it was.
