Refunds issued so far in FY26
have shown a decline of  17.7%
from the year-ago period to `̀2.4
lakh crore, according to data.

“Refunds have come down very
significantly. This could mean

that taxpayers that
paid cash taxes are
either no longer in the
tax net, or the govern-

ment has consciously throttled
back on refunds,” said Sidhwa.

Gross direct tax collections, be-
fore adjusting for refunds, have
grown by 2.2% year-on-year to
`̀15.4 lakh crore so far this year.

For FY26, the government has
projected total direct tax collec-
tions of`̀25.2 lakh crore, reflec-
ting a 12.7% year-on-year increa-
se, and `̀ 78,000 crore from Secu-
rities Transaction Tax (STT).

STT collections declined by
0.7% to `̀35,682 crore between
April and November 10 compa-
red with `̀35,923 crore in the ye-
ar-ago period.

Net Direct Tax Mopup
Up 7% So Far in FY26

New Delhi: India’s net direct
tax collection in the current fi-
scal year till November 10 stood
at ̀̀ 12.9 lakh crore, up by 7% from
the year-ago period, driven by
higher corporate tax receipts
and slower refund payouts, offi-
cial data released on Tuesday
showed. In the same period of
FY25, the government’s net col-
lection stood at ̀̀ 12.1 lakh crore.

Net corporate tax collection ro-
se by 5.7% to ̀̀ 5.4 lakh crore bet-
ween April and November 10
from `̀5.1 lakh crore over the
same period last year, data from
the Central Board of  Direct Tax-
es showed. Meanwhile, non-cor-
porate tax, which includes indi-
viduals, Hindu undivided fami-
lies and firms, increased by
8.7% to `̀7.2 lakh crore in the
same period.

“The data shows that remar-
kably non-corporate tax collec-
tions have kept pace in spite of
the very significant rate cut
last year. This is a very good

around 8.9%, as per the discus-
sion paper. The MoSPI is revis-
ing the IIP base year to 2022-23
from 2011-12, with weights based
on the Annual Survey of  Indus-
tries (ASI) 2022-23. In the current
series, manufacturing accounts
for 77.633 weight, followed by
mining at 14.373 and electricity
at 7.994. Substitute factories will
be selected from the latest ASI
data and must meet three crite-
ria – they should produce the

same item or item
group, have gross val-
ue added or gross val-
ue of  output close to

the original factory, and share at
least 12 months of  overlapping
operations with the replaced
factory.

India’s industrial output
eased slightly to 4% in Septem-
ber from 4.1% in August, official
data released last month
showed. On an average, growth
in the second quarter of  this fis-
cal year rose to 4.1% from 2% in
the quarter before.

The MoSPI has invited feed-
back on the proposed methodol-
ogy from experts, academi-
cians, central government min-
istries, and financial institu-
tions by November 25.

MoSPI Bats for Replacing
Closed Units in IIP Index

New Delhi: The statistics min-
istry has proposed replacing fac-
tories that have closed or
changed their production lines
in the new Index of  Industrial
Production (IIP) series, set to be
released next year.

Under the proposed methodol-
ogy, inactive units would be sub-
stituted with active ones that
have at least 12 months of  over-
lapping data to ensure continui-
ty and comparability, according
to a discussion paper released by
the Ministry of  Statistics and
Programme Implementation
(MoSPI) on Tuesday.

Until overlapping data is ob-
tained, nil or imputed values
may temporarily be used in the
series, it said.

In the proposed method, substi-
tution will be performed for fac-
tories with no output or produc-
tion data for three consecutive
months. “This ensures the time
series remains consistent and
reflective of  ongoing industrial
activity,” the ministry said in a
statement.

In the current IIP series, the
weight of  closed factories is
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
