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Peace in West Asia demands structural fixes

Peace and stability in the
Persian Gulf region, in
particular, and West Asia in
general are paramount for
global peace and stability.
Though an MoU has been
reached between Iran and the
US, it is difficult to achieve any
form of reconciliation between
these two because of some of
the lingering issues like the
nuclear fiasco, energy and
control over Hormuz
chokepoints, and issues
confronting Israel’s security.
Unless these issues are
resolved first, it is difficult to
achieve any tangible solution to
the Iran-US strategic impasse.
Nearly four months after the
onset of the war in February
2026 between Iran and the US,
there is hope that both have
agreed to a Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU), which
will translate into an
agreement that brings much-
needed peace to this otherwise
volatile region. The MoU, as

stated, paves the way for
expected peace in this
tumultuous region. The formal
signing of the MoU was fixed
on June 19. The key takeaways
from the MoU, as reported,
are: a) Iran will get an
opportunity to export oil to the
international market through
the Strait of Hormuz, as the US
will end the blockade of this
strait; b) Iran will not pursue
any further nuclear enrichment
programmes. Another
important aspect relating to the

Agreement was on Lebanon,
where, over the years, Iran
has been fighting a proxy war
against Israel through
Hezbollah. Though an MoU
was reached between the two
sides, the moot point to
highlight is whether the
process can maintain its
tenuous pace. The same can
be considered in the context of
acrimony between the two
sides over the years, which has
shaped West Asian geopoalitics.
This is not the first time the US
has attempted to break the ice
in West Asian geopolitics. A
few years ago, it brokered the
Abraham Accords, a peace
deal, though it could not make
much headway. The Iran-US
MoU can be seen in the context
of incessant warfare in the
Persian Gulf region and a
global economic recession,
following the disruption of
energy supplies to international
markets caused by the
blockade of the Strait of
Hormuz. Another important
factor that needs to be
emphasised here is that since
2023, the Iran-Israel war and
also Tehran’s support for the
Lebanon-based Hezbollah have
been some of the moot points
of conflict. Though the war
between Iran and the US
started in February 2026,
some of these complexities are
evident in the present context
and can be traced back to the
historical processes. In fact,
this historical mistrust is one
of the stumbling blocks in
achieving a tangible solution to
the present West Asian crisis.

The framework of the Iran-
US MoU comprises 14 clauses,
including some of the issues
discussed above. As per the
MoU, the US administration has
also agreed to release the
frozen funds held by it. At the
same time, the MoU has also
provided for the establishment
of a committee to “monitor”
the agreement. The MoU also
stipulates that all nuclear
programmes will be subject to
monitoring by the International
Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA).
Though a closer look at the
negotiation process of the MoU
reveals an initial move by both
countries toward compromise,
several complexities remain. At
the same time, the MoU
stipulated that a 60-day
monitoring period would be
conducted to review the
agreement’s progress. It is
necessary to understand the
geopolitical fallout of the
negotiation process, as it will
determine the process’s
success or failure.

The
MoU has also, of late,
contributed to the spat between
the US and Israel. As reported,
US President Trump stated that
he called Netanyahu “Warrior
Prime Minister”. This statement
itself reflects the initial discord
between the two countries.
Israel’'s move in rejecting the

MoU can be evident from the
fact that, instead of brokering

peace, it attacked Lebanon
which resulted.
