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ITCEOs' sentiment for FY26
remains positive: Nasscom

Bengaluru, March 19

THE OUTLOOK FOR the IT
services sector remains opti-
mistic for FY26,with a major-
ity of CEOs expecting business
growth despite global uncer-
tainties,according to Nasscom
president Rajesh Nambiar.

Speaking to FE, Nambiar
cited findings from the Nass-
com Tech CEO Survey, reveal-
ing that 77% of technology
CEOs foresee higherbusiness
growth in FY26, while 85%
anticipate stable orincreased
client technology spending.

“FY25 has been a year of
strategic resilience, with seg-
mentslikeengineeringR&Dand
global capability centres (GCCs)
driving industry expansion.

The domestic technology
industryadded $13.8 billionin
incremental revenue,bringing
total industry revenue to over
$282.6billion,including hard-
ware,” Nambiar said.

The digital engineering
sectoriswitnessingincreased
traction across banking,
financial services, insurance
(BFSI), healthcare, and retail,
with nearly two-thirds of
large ER&D deals now focused
on digital transformation.
Meanwhile, the GCC ecosys-
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tem has strengthened signifi-
cantly, with more than 1,750
GCCs now operating in the
country, primarilyengaged in
high-value services and prod-
uct engineering.

“These trends indicate an
encouraging growth trajec-
tory, and we expect the tech
industry to surpass the $300
billion revenue milestone by
FY26,”he added.

Domestic technology
spending saw a 7% annual
increase from FY24,fuelled by
rising enterprise software
adoption and cloud solutions.

Simultaneously, data cen-
tre capacity in the country

expanded by 219%, support-
ing the growing demand for
cloud computing and digital
transformation.

Generative Al (GenAl) is
also gaining momentum,
with over 55% of tech ser-
vices firms prioritising long-
term co-creation partner-
ships for AI development.
More than 95% of the top 20
domestic IT firms have inte-
grated Al, cloud, and data
solutions into their business
models. Notably, approxi-
mately 15% of enterprise
GenAl proof-of-concepts
(PoCs) have transitioned into
full-scale production.

“GenAlisatapivotalinflec-
tion point. While widespread
adoption will take time, it is set
to enhance the efficiency of IT
services and transform enter-
prisesintoAl-driven organisa-
tions,” Nambiar said.

On Al infrastructure,
Nambiar emphasised the
importance of developing
specialised smaller models
(SLMs) over large language
models (LLMs). Indian tech
firms and startups are lever-
aging existing LLMs to create
tailored Al solutions.

Companies like Fractal,
Sarvam.ai, and KisaanAI are
pioneering Al innovations for
Indian languages and indus-
tries, backed by a robust
open-source ecosystem.

“India’s AI ambitions
hinge on establishing a solid
computing infrastructure.
With plans to deploy 18,000
GPUs, the country is building
a foundation for AI models
suited to its unique linguistic,
economic, and social land-
scape,” he said.

The hiringlandscapein the
IT sector is evolving amid
increasing Al-driven automa-
tion. Nasscom’s survey indi-
cates cautious optimism, with
skillsemergingasa critical dri-
ver of job creation.

Aakash expands into online teaching space

AAKASH EDUCATIONAL SER-
VICES (AESL) on Wednesday
entered the online teaching
space with the launch of
Aakash Digital, a platform
offering all its courses, includ-
ing the recently introduced
Invictus programme.

Speaking to FE, Deepak
Mehrotra, CEO & MD, AESL,
said that the company had
developed an online platform
backin 2020.

However, after Byju’s
acquired Aakash in 2021, the
platform was merged with the
former’s digital operations.

With the planned merger
between Byju’sand AESLfalling
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through towards the end of
2023,Aakash regained control
of its digital platform and
began beta testing, which con-
tinued forabout 18 months.
Mehrotra said that Aakash
Digital aims to bridge the gap
forstudentsin tier-3 citieswho
struggle to access premium
coaching in metro locations.

The platform features AI-dri-
ven tools, including an
in-house developed doubt-
solving assistant named Guru.
The development of Aakash
Digital,alongwith hiring engi-
neersand teachers, is projected
to cost 250 crore.“We expect
to spend 50-60% of this by
September,” Mehrotra said.
AESL currently caters to
400,000 students, with 10%
of its revenue coming from
digital offerings such as test
series. While Mehrotra did not
disclose a specific target for
student enrollment on Aakash
Digital, the company aims to
increase digital revenue share
to 20-24% within three years.

Digital via a dedicated website
