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Top US, China
officials hold
talks to ease
trade tensions

Top US and Chinese officials
met on Monday to try to de-
fuse a high-stakes trade dis-
pute that has widened
beyond tit-for-tat tariffs to re-
strictions over rare earths,
threatening to cripple supply
chains and slow global
growth.

Officials from the two
superpowers met to try to get
back on track with a prelim-
inary agreement struck last
month in Geneva that had
briefly lowered the tempera-
ture between Washington
and Beijing.

Since then the US has ac-
cused China of slow-walking
on its commitments, particu-
larly around rare earths ship-
ments.

Attending the talks in Lon-
don were US Treasury Secre-
tary Scott Bessent, Commerce
Secretary Howard Lutnick
and US Trade Representative
Jamieson Greer, and a Chi-
nese contingent helmed by
Vice Premier He Lifeng.

US economic adviser Kevin
Hassett said on Monday that
the US team wanted a hand-
shake from China on rare
earths after Presidents Don-
ald Trump and Xi Jinping
spoke last week.

NEW OFFENSIVE | Moscow’s troops ‘advance into the depths’
of east-central Dnipropetrovsk, take control of more territory

Russia captures Ukraine
areas to form buffer zone

MOSCOW

Russia said on Monday that its
forces had taken control of
more territory in Ukraine's
east-central region of Dnipro-
petrovsk, where the Kremlin
said fighting was partly aimed
at creating a "buffer zone."

State media quoted the De-
fence Ministry as saying that
Russian troops "continued to
advance into the depths of the
enemy's defence" and had in-
creased the area of territory in
Dnipropetrovsk they con-
trolled. Ukraine said at the
weekend that its forces were
holding the section of the front
near the eastern border of Dni-
propetrovsk.

Asked if Russia was trying to
create a buffer zone by pushing
into Dnipropetrovsk, Kremlin
spokesman Dmitry Peskov told
reporters: "Without a doubt
that is part of it." The Russian
offensive there is notable be-
cause Dnipropetrovsk is not
one of the five regions of
Ukraine - including Crimea
and four areas in the south and
east of the country - that Russia
has previously claimed as part
of its own territory.

Russia’s State Duma deputy and member of the De-
fence Committee Viktor Sobolev

The US.-based Institute for
the Study of War said the pur-
pose of a Russian thrust into
Dnipropetrovsk could be to cut
off Ukraine's lines of communi-
cation and supply to its troops
in the Donetsk region, further
east.

Dmitry Medvedev, the dep-
uty chairman of Russia's Secur-
ity Council, said at the weekend
that the Dnipropetrovsk offen-
sive showed that if Ukraine did
not want to accept the reality of
Russia's territorial gains in
peace talks then Moscow's
forces would advance further

on the ground.

Russia and Ukraine renewed
peace negotiations in Turkey
last month after a gap of more
than three years, but the con-
flict has actually intensified in
recent weeks.

Russia has advanced on the
battlefield and carried out
some of its heaviest air attacks
of the war, while Ukraine con-
ducted an audacious operation
deep inside Russia on June 1
that inflicted serious damage
on Moscow's fleet of nuclear-
capable strategic bomber
planes.

Russia launches
bombardment
with 479 drones

Kyiv: Russia launched 479
drones at Ukraine in the
war's biggest overnight
drone bombardment, the
Ukrainian air force said on
Monday.

Apart from drones, 20
missiles of various types
were fired at different parts
of Ukraine, according to the
air force, which said the
barrage targeted mainly
central and western areas
of Ukraine.

Ukraine's air defences
destroyed 277 drones and
19 missiles in mid-flight, an
air force statement said,
claiming that only 10 drones
or missiles hit their target.

Russia's aerial attacks
usually start late in the
evening and end in the
morning, because drones
are harder to spot in the
dark. Russia has relentlessly
battered civilian areas of
Ukraine with  Shahed
drones during the more
than 3-year war.

Four Japan Ground Self-
Defence Force (SDF)
members who were
working at a depot were
injured after an explosion
occurred near the US
military's Kadena Air Base
in Japan's Okinawa
prefecture on Monday,
Kyodo News reported,
citing local and Defence
Ministry officials.

Putin green flags plan

Flotilla seizure triggers outrage

to boost Russian naval

capabilities by 2050

Russian President Vladimir
Putin has approved a long-
term strategy for the devel-
opment of the Russian Navy
through 2050, said presiden-
tial aide Nikolai Patrushev in
an interview published on
Monday.

"In this strategy, the Navy's
current condition and capabil-
ities have been assessed in
light of operational experience
gained during the special mili-
tary operation,” Patrushev,
who is also the chairman of
the Maritime Board, was
quoted by Russian news outlet
Arguments and Facts as say-
ing.

He emphasised that a
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powerful and modern navy
cannot be developed without
a long-term understanding of
the global maritime environ-
ment, the evolution of military
threats, and clearly defined
national goals, Xinhua news
agency reported.

The document, which Putin
approved on May 30, includes
an analysis of the international
military-political situation, po-
tential scenarios for armed
conflicts, and the naval capa-
bilities of major powers. It sets
forth strategic objectives for
Russia's naval forces in both
peacetime and wartime.

According to most publicly
available rankings, Russia pos-
sesses the third most powerful
navy in the world.

NATO chief pushes for 400% rise
in alliance’s air & missile defence

NATO members need to in-
crease their air and missile
defences by 400 per cent to
counter the threat from Rus-
sia, the head of the military al-
liance plans to say on Monday.

Secretary-General Mark
Rutte will say during a visit to
London that NATO must take
a "quantum leap in our collec-
tive defence” to face growing
instability and threats, ac-
cording to extracts released
by NATO before Rutte's
speech.

Rutte is due to meet UK
Prime Minister Keir Starmer
at 10 Downing St. ahead of a
NATO summit in the Nether-
lands where the 32-nation al-
liance is likely to commit to a
big hike in military spending.

Rutte has proposed a target
of 3.5 per cent of economic
output on military spending
and another 1.5 per cent on
"defence-related expenditure”
such as roads, bridges, air-
fields and sea ports. He said
last week he is confident the
alliance will agree to the tar-
get at its summiit in The Hague
on June 24-25.

US N-plan ‘insincere’ sans easing of curbs: Iran

Iranian Parliament Speaker
Mohammad Bager Qalibaf said
that a recent US proposal for a
nuclear deal with Tehran was
"contradictory and insincere"
because it did not mention lift-
ing sanctions.

Speaking at an open session
of parliament in Tehran, Qali-
baf criticised the proposal, de-
livered via Oman in late May,
during ongoing indirect talks
between Tehran and Washing-
ton, Xinhua news agency re-
ported.

Qalibaf said Iran remained
ready to take steps to demon-

strate the peaceful nature of its
nuclear program, in line with a
2020 law passed to counter US
sanctions. In return, he said,
Iran expected the removal of
sanctions, guarantees for econ-
omic benefits, and the con-
tinued right to enrich uranium
domestically.

"The fact that the US propo-
sal does not even mention the
removal of sanctions clearly

shows Washington's approach
in the nuclear talks is both
contradictory and insincere,"
Qalibaf said.

He also called on US Presi-
dent Donald Trump to revise
his stance if he truly sought a
deal, urging him to stop follow-
ing what he called the "failed
ideas" of Israeli PM Benjamin
Netanyahu. Iran and the US
have held five rounds of indi-
rect talks mediated by Oman
since April, focused on limiting
Iran's nuclear activities in ex-
change for sanctions relief.
Washington has recently de-
manded a full halt to uranium
enrichment, a condition Iran
has repeatedly rejected.

LA protests intensify as

Trump deploys

Tensions in Los Angeles esca-
lated on Sunday as thousands
of protesters took to the
streets in response to Presi-
dent Donald Trump's extra-
ordinary deployment of the
National Guard, blocking off a
major freeway and setting self-
driving cars on fire as law en-
forcement used tear gas,
rubber bullets and flash bangs
to control the crowd.

Many protesters dispersed
as evening fell and police de-
clared an unlawful assembly, a
precursor to officers moving
in and making arrests of
people who don't leave.

Some of those remaining
threw objects at police from
behind a makeshift barrier
that spanned the width of a
street and others hurled
chunks of concrete, rocks,
electric scooters and fire-
works at California Highway
Patrol officers and their ve-
hicles parked on the closed
southbound 101 Freeway. Of-
ficers ran under an overpass
to take cover.

Sunday's protests in Los An-
geles, a sprawling city of 4 mil-
lion people, were centred in
several blocks of downtown. It
was the third and most in-
tense day of demonstrations
against Trump's immigration
crackdown in the region, as
the arrival of around 300
Guard troops spurred anger
and fear among many resi-
dents.

Guv threatens to sue Trump

Los Angeles: California
governor Gavin Newsom
threatened to sue the Trump
administration and said the
US president ‘llegally acted
to federalise the National
Guard”.

Newsom and Los Angeles
Mayor Karen Bass blamed
the increasingly aggressive
protests on Trump's deci-
sion to deploy the Guard,
calling it a move designed to
enflame tensions. They've
both urged protesters to re-
main peaceful.

The Guard was deployed
specifically to protect federal
buildings, including the
downtown detention centre
where protesters concen-
trated.

Los Angeles Police Chief
Jim McDonnell said officers
were "overwhelmed" by the
remaining protesters. He said
they included regular agita-
tors who show up at demon-

"What we're seeing in Los
Angeles is chaos that is pro-
voked by the administra-
tion," she said in an
afternoon press conference.
"This is about another
agenda, this isn't about pub-
lic safety.”

Trump, on the other
hand, promised that "order
will be restored" and "Los
Angeles will be set free". He
has directed top officials to
"take all action necessary" to
"liberate Los Angeles from
the migrant invasion".
