The biggest challenge that
publishers of all sizes and
languages face is the appro-
priation of information and
content by Generative AI en-
gines, leading to legal issues.

The traditional Internet
model, where search engines
directed users to original
websites for tra�c and ad
revenue, is now disrupted as
AI crawlers use content to
generate answers directly
bypassing the source, which
deprives creators of revenue
and recognition.

REVENUE SHARE

While publishers insist that
they get a share of revenues,
Generative AI engines pay
little attention and indis-
criminately use the content
available online. 

This, publishers worry,
could adversely impact rev-

enues that they get from dis-
coverability through search
engines. 

Cloudflare, Inc, a cyberse-
curity solutions company
that helps manage and pro-
tect tra�c for 20 per cent of
the Web, has come out with a
solution that can block AI
crawlers accessing content
without permission or com-
pensation, by default.

Cloudflare is taking the
next step to enforce a per-
mission-based model for AI
crawlers. 

AI companies will now be
required to obtain explicit
permission from a website
before scraping. Upon sign-
up with Cloudflare, every
new domain will now be
asked if they want to allow AI
crawlers, giving customers
the choice upfront to expli-
citly allow or deny AI crawl-
ers access. 

Customers can easily
check their settings and en-
able crawling at any time if

they want their content to be
freely accessed.

Seeing value, some of the
leading global publishers,
media and technology com-
panies, such as Pinterest,
The Atlantic, BuzzFeed, For-
tune, Quora, Reddit and Sky
News Group, have liked the
idea and opted for the
solution.

“Website owners can
choose if they want AI crawl-
ers to access their content,
and decide how AI compan-
ies can use it. AI companies
can also now clearly state
their purpose — if their
crawlers are used for train-
ing, inference or search — to

help website owners decide
which crawlers to allow,”
said Cloudflare.

SUSTAINABLE FUTURE

“The new default setting is
the first step toward a more
sustainable future for both
content creators and AI in-
novators,” said the US-based
firm.

“If the Internet is going to
survive the age of AI, we need
to give publishers the con-
trol they deserve and build a
new economic model that
works for everyone — creat-
ors, consumers, tomorrow’s
AI founders and the future of
the Web itself,” said Mat-
thew Prince, Co-Founder
and CEO of Cloudflare.

“Our goal is to put power
back in the hands of creators
while helping AI companies
to innovate. This is about
safeguarding the future of a
free and vibrant Internet
with a new model that works
for everyone,” he said.

How Cloudflare enables publishers to 
keep tabs on unauthorised AI crawling 

The Information & Broad-
casting Ministry is looking at
bringing amendments to the
Policy Guidelines for Televi-
sion Rating Agencies in In-
dia, which were released in
2014. 

Such agencies are in-
volved in audience measure-
ment for TV channels. The
Ministry has sought stake-
holders’ views on these pro-
posed amendments.

The amendments are
aimed at bringing in relaxa-
tions for rating agencies in
terms of cross-holding re-
strictions, besides updation
of registration norms.

The proposed amend-
ments state that clauses 1.5
and 1.7 of the Policy
Guidelines for Rating Agen-
cies in India “shall be de-
leted”. Clause 1.5 in the

guidelines had prohibited
Board of Directors of the
audience measurement com-
pany “to be in the business of
broadcasting, advertising
and advertising agencies”.

Meanwhile, clause 1.7
defines restrictions in terms
of cross-holdings in terms of
substantial equity in rating
agencies as well as promoter-
level restrictions. 

For instance, the

guidelines released in 2014
state that “a promoter com-
pany/member of the board of
directors of the rating
agency cannot have stakes in
any broadcaster/ advertiser/
advertising agency either
directly or through its asso-
ciates or inter-connected un-
dertakings”. 

NO RESTRICTIONS

The Ministry is now propos-

ing to do away with such re-
strictions, which will enable
stakeholders from the in-
dustry to serve on the boards
of audience measurement
agencies, among others. 

Another proposed amend-
ment stated: “The company
[TRP rating agency] shall
not undertake any activity
like consultancy or any such
advisory role, which would
lead to a potential conflict of
interest with its main object-
ive of rating.” 

Earlier, this clause was
defined as “the company’s
MoA shall not include any
activity like consultancy or
any such advisory role, which
would lead to a potential
conflict of interest with its
main objective of rating”.

Another amendment is
aimed at updating registra-
tion norms by changing the
reference to the Companies
Act, 2013, from the Compan-
ies Act, 1956.

Iran to halt cooperation
with UN nuclear watchdog

Teheran: Iranian President
Masoud Pezeshkian has put
into e�ect a law passed by
Parliament last week to
suspend cooperation with the
UN nuclear watchdog, the
IAEA, Iranian state media
reported. Iran has threatened
to halt cooperation with the
IAEA, accusing it of siding with
the West and providing a
justification for Israel’s air
strikes, which began a day after
the IAEA board voted to
declare Iran to be in violation
of obligations under the
Nuclear Non-Proliferation
Treaty. The law stipulates that
any future inspection of Iran’s
nuclear sites by IAEA needs
approval by Teheran’s 
Supreme National Security
Council. REUTERS

Against the backdrop of sud-
den unexplained deaths, es-
pecially of young people, the
Health Ministry said this has
been investigated by several
agencies in the country, and
that these studies “conclus-
ively established that there is
no direct link between
Covid-19 vaccination and
the reports of sudden deaths
in the country”.

The Health Ministry state-
ment comes even as the
Karnataka Chief Minister
raised concerns involving
possible links to the
Covid-19 vaccines, as the
State looks into reports of 20
sudden heart attacks in Has-
san district in a month
among young people without
prior history of illness.

“Studies by the Indian
Council of Medical Research
(ICMR) and the National
Centre for Disease Control
(NCDC) a�rm that
Covid-19 vaccines in India
are safe and e�ective, with
extremely rare instances of
serious side e�ects. Sudden
cardiac deaths can result
from a wide range of factors,
including genetics, lifestyle,
pre-existing conditions and
post-Covid complications,”
said the Health Ministry. 

STUDIES UNDERTAKEN

ICMR and NCDC have been
working together to under-
stand the reason behind the
sudden unexplained deaths,
especially in young adults
between 18 and 45 years, said
the note. 

Two complementary
studies were undertaken us-

ing di�erent research ap-
proaches: one, based on past
data and another involving
real-time investigation.

“The first study, conduc-
ted by ICMR’s National In-
stitute of Epidemiology
(NIE), was titled ‘Factors As-
sociated with Unexplained
Sudden Deaths Among
Adults Aged 18-45 years in
India — a Multicentric
Matched Case-control
Study.’

This study was carried out
between May and August
2023 across 47 tertiary care
hospitals in 19 States and
Union Territories. It looked
at individuals who appeared

to be healthy, but died sud-
denly between October 2021
and March 2023. The find-
ings have conclusively
showed that Covid-19 vac-
cination does not increase
the risk of unexplained sud-
den death in young adults,”
said the note. 

The second study, ‘Estab-
lishing the Cause in Sudden
Unexplained Deaths in
Young,’ is currently being
conducted by the All India
Institute of Medical Sciences
(AIIMS), New Delhi, in col-
laboration with ICMR. 

“This is a prospective
study aimed at determining
the common causes of sud-
den deaths in young adults.
Early analysis of data from
the study indicates that heart
attacks, or myocardial in-
farction (MI), continue to be
the leading cause of sudden
death in this age group. Im-
portantly, no major changes
in the pattern of causes have
been observed when com-
pared with previous years. In
a majority of the unexplained
death cases, genetic muta-
tions have been identified as
a possible cause of deaths.
The final results will be
shared once the study is
complete,” said the note.

‘NO RISK’

Together, these two studies
o�er a more comprehensive
understanding of the sudden
unexplained deaths, said the
note, adding that it has also
been revealed that Covid-19
vaccination “does not appear
to increase the risk, whereas
the role of underlying health
issues, genetic predisposi-
tion and risky lifestyle
choices play a role in the sud-
den deaths”.

The Civil Aviation Ministry
has proposed graded penal-
ties of up to ₹1 crore for viol-
ations in the transport of
dangerous goods, such as
flammable substances,
gases, lithium batteries and
radioactive materials, among
others. 

The draft of the new rules
also lays emphasis on train-
ing and assessment of per-
sons handling dangerous
goods. The handling and
transport of dangerous
goods is regulated as per the
government rules of 2003.

Airlines and freight for-
warders also refer to the In-
ternational Air Transport As-
sociation norms for
guidance.

PACKING, LABELLING

These stipulate measures for
packing and labelling and
also lay down the responsib-
ilities of shippers and air-
lines in handling and carriage
of dangerous goods. 

The new rules classify the
severity of violations and
propose penalties ranging
from ₹10,000 to ₹1 crore on
individuals and organisa-
tions. Thus, a level-1 o�ence
that deals with non-compli-
ance with training-related

rule will attract penalty of
₹10,000 to ₹1 lakh; the car-
riage of dangerous goods
without regulatory approval
will attract penalty of ₹25
lakh to ₹1 crore. 

“The Aircraft (Carriage of
Dangerous Goods) Rules,
2025, seems to be a complete
overhaul of the 2003 regula-
tions, thereby incorporating
formidable changes to be
more in conformity with
modern safety require-
ments,” said advocate Nitin
Sarin, Managing Partner,
Sarin & Co.

“The rules empower
DGCA to grant approval to
certain dangerous goods
shipments and perform

more stringent inspections
than before.”

TRAINING OF STAFF

Under the proposed rules,
operator certification for
carriage of dangerous goods
will be valid for five years,
thus increasing the stability
of the new regime. The rule
also lays greater emphasis on
training and assessment of
sta� engaged in the handling
of dangerous goods. 

“The new rules are aligned
with ICAO technical instruc-
tions on safe transport of
dangerous goods. 

“With expansion of Indian
aircraft fleet, hiring and
training requirements will

increase. While the 2003
rules recognised training
programmes, there was no
recognition for training or-
ganisations, which is
provided in the 2025 rules,”
said Radharaman Panicker, a
certified dangerous goods
practitioner, and MD, Dan-
gerous Goods Management
India Pvt Ltd. 

Aviation Ministry to frame dangerous goods transport
rules, proposes penalty of up to ₹1 crore for violations

Amid concerns over falling
life insurance penetration
levels in India, the country’s
life insurance industry
launched a new “real and in-
teresting” awareness cam-
paign on Wednesday by fo-
cusing on three large
segments — protection, an-
nuity, and child savings
plans. 

Around ₹150-160 crore
will be spent each year over
the next three years in an ef-
fort to address the challenge
of low penetration by this
multimedia and multilingual
campaign across India. In-
terestingly, ad guru Piyush
Pandey is the creative ad-
visor and mentor for this ini-
tiative. 

“There is a lot of data on
how much cover the life in-
surance industry has. We
feel the larger problem is un-
der penetration, both in
terms of adequately insured

and as a number of people
that are insured. 

“And, therefore, we
wanted to make sure that we
move from the previous
campaign that we did on
awareness to make people
buy life insurance as
products,” said Insurance
Awareness Committee
(IAC-Life) Chairperson
Kamlesh Rao on the occa-
sion of launching the new
‘Sabse Pehle Life Insurance’
campaign. 

Speaking at the event in
Mumbai, Rao informed that
the new campaign would be
rolled out in three categories
— protection, child saving
plan and annuity. “All these

segments are di�erent and,
therefore, there is need to be
catered through the right
medium. 

“When we are speaking
about annuity, the mediums
could be di�erent at the rol-
lout. So, that is the plan right
now because these are three
very large segments. Protec-
tion is largely focused on the
younger population,” he
pointed out.

PREMIUM COLLECTION

Notably, India’s life insur-
ance penetration level, the
ratio of overall annual
premium collected by life in-
surers to GDP, fell to 3.2 per
cent in FY25 from 3.7 per
cent in FY24. The penetra-
tion level was at 4 per cent in
FY23.

Further, the life insurance
protection gap rose to 87 per
cent in 2023 from 83 per cent
in 2019, posing a serious
threat to the financial secur-
ity and aspirations of famil-
ies. 

The gap is even more pro-

nounced among those aged
between 18 and 35, exceed-
ing 90 per cent. 

“The new multimedia
campaign will go across the
entire country, in the heart-
land for sure, in multiple lan-
guages and vernacular as
much as possible. 

“We are looking at very in-
novative properties through
which the products and the
properties can be married to-
gether,” said Rao.

Speaking on the occasion,
insurance regulator IRDAI
Member (Life) Swaminathan
S Iyer said the insurance
awareness campaign is a ma-
jor step by the life insurance
awareness committee. 

“And, I believe this cam-
paign is not a 100 m sprint; it
is a long marathon. And, a
long marathon has to be run
consistently over the years to
make a meaningful impact.
And, I did see the plans of
running this over a three-
year period, and I would ex-
pect this to run over a much
longer term,” said Iyer.
