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Woman, daughter killed after car
hits stationary truck in Ghazipur

NEW DELHI: A 55-year-old
woman and her 38-year-old
daughter, travelling with three
other family members in a car,
died when their car collided with
astationary truck near the MCD
toll plaza on National Highway 9
(NH 9) in Ghazipur on Thursday
morning, police said. An initial
investigation suggests the driver
had fallen asleep at the wheel,
they said.

The impact of the collision
was such that the mother, identi-
fied as Neelam Garg, who was
seated on the back, was thrown
out of the vehicle, while the
daughter, Deepanjali, who was
seated in the front passenger’s
seat, was crushed and stuck to
the vehicle. The car was com-
pletely mangled on its front-left
side.

Police said the family was
returning from Dehradun and
was on their way to their resi-
dence in Rohini Sector 7.

“The impact of the collision
was severe, Two women passen-
gers were found dead at the
scene. One victim had been
thrown out of the vehicle, while
the other was trapped in the

New book collects letters, essays
on Umar Khalid’s 5 years in jail

NEW DELHI: A new book compil-
ing letters, essays and reflections
by and about jailed student activ-
ist Umar Khalid offers a glimpse
into his five years in prisonas he
faces trial under the Unlawful
Activities (Prevention) Act
(UAPA), foregrounding themes of
hope, resistance and the costs of
dissent. Titled “Umar Khalidand
His World”, the volume is edited
by researcher and activist Anir-
ban Bhattacharya, artist Shud-
dhabrata Sengupta, and writer
and Umar’s partner Banojyotsna
Lahiri, who describes herself as
his “soulmate” in the book.

“This book bears Umar's name
as an addressee, butin reality, itis
for every person, young or old,
who is behind bars, or in danger
of being putbehind bars, for dar-
ing to desire, dream and act
towards a better tomorrow,” the

editors write in their foreword.

A former research scholar at
Jawaharlal Nehru University
(JNU), Khalid was arrested in
2020 in connection with the Feb-
ruary riots in northeast Delhi.
Khalid has been denied bail mul-
tiple times.

The book opens with two pre-
viously unpublished letters writ-
ten by Khalid from jail. In one, he
reflects on what he terms the rise
of “2Ist-century Indian fascism”
and argues that the lived experi-
ences of many Indians do not
align with the Constitution’s
promises of liberty, equality and
fraternity. “We have seen how a
democratic republic committed
to ideas of liberty, equality and
fraternity has been hollowed out
from within,” he writes.

The collection features contri-
butions froma range of public fig-
ures, including historians Romila
Thapar and Ramachandra Guha,
activist Anand Teltumbde and

comedian Kunal Kamra.

Thapar, designated professor
emeritaat JNU, whose speech on
the changing interpretation of
history is featured in the book,
expressed how words like “azadi”
and “inquilab zindabad” were
foundational to the Independence
movement. “Yet, there are enough
people today who — strangely
enough — regard these words
when they are used today as ‘anti-
national’,” she wrote.

The book brings together
speeches, poems and letters by
activists and scholars, including
someofKhalid's co-accused such
as Sharjeel Imam, Gulfisha Fat-
ima and Natasha Narwal. It con-
cludes with a handwritten note
addressed to Khalid by New York
mayor Zohran Mamdani: “I think
of your words on bitterness often,
and the importance of notletting
it consume oneself. It was a pleas-
ure to meet your parents. We are
all thinking of you.”

Prof attacked, student

NEW DELHI: Noted historian and
professor S Irfan Habib had a
bucket of water and a dustbin
thrown at him while delivering a
speech at Delhi University’s
north campus on Thursday, an
incident that the Delhi Univer-
sity’s (DU) All India Students
Association (AISA) has blamed
on members of the Akhil Bharat-
iya Vidyarthi Parishad. The
ABVP denied the allegation.

Habib was speaking at the
People’s Literature Festival,
organised by AISA near Arts
Faculty in DU’s north campus,
when a bucket of water was
thrown from behind a banner. A
dustbin was thrown moments
later. He paused briefly, then
resumed speaking.

A video was widely shared on
social media. “T was 20 minutes

into my speech, where Iwas talk-
ing about history and how it is
being rewritten, when the bucket
full of water came out of
nowhere,” Habib told HT. “If
someone does not agree with
whatIhaveto say, they can have a
dialogue or conversatior
AISA described the incident as
a"deliberate, organised attack on
a platform dedicated to equality,
social justice, and the voices of
the marginalised.” It alleged that
ABVP members “attacked the
stage” while Habib was speaking.
In a statement, ABVP said
Left-wing student groups were
spreading misleading narratives,
allegedly disturbed by ABVP’s
growing popularity. It added that
“self-proclaimed historians such
as Irfan Habib” have been
rejected by students and society.
University officials said they
had received no complaint but
would look into the matter.
