IndiGo, Air India Trim Domestic
Flights Amid Surge in Fuel Cost

Steeper monsoon cuts may

New Delhi: IndiGo and Air India are redu-
cing domestic flights during the June-Au-
gust period as higher fuel costs squeeze ope-
rations. According to aviation data analy-
tics agency Cirium, Air India and its low-
costarm AirIndia Express will operate abo-
ut 20% fewer domestic flights during June
and July, while market leader IndiGo is ex-
pected tocutflights by 10-12%

hereductions arelikely to push upfares
as the two airlines together account for
more than 90% of India’s domestic avia-
tion market. The June-August period s ty-
pically a weak quarter for Indian airlines
as it coincides with the monsoon season
anda intr
after the summer holidays.

Airlines usually trim flights during this
period to undertake maintenance work.
This year; however, the cuts are steeper be-
causeof higherjetfuel prices.

Air India had earlier significantly redu-
ced international flights for the June-Au-

gust period, including suspending servi-
ces tokey US destinations such as Chicago
and Newark. “These adjustments are dri-
ven by the sustained impact of high fuel
priceson overall operations. AirIndia will
continue to monitor demand and opera-
ting conditions closely, with a view to res-
toring frequencies as conditions stabili-
se,” an Air India spokesperson said.

While the government has absorbed 75%
of the increase in jet fuel prices,airline ex-
ecutives said the rise was still hurting
costs. They also expect a sharper increase
injet fuel prices on June 1 in line with hig-
her petrol and diesel prices.

Global average jet fuel prices rose to
$195.19 a barrel for the week ended March
27 after the US and Israel launched at-
tacksonran. Prices havesince cooled but
were still at $159.85 a barrel, about 70%
higher than February levels.
