Opinion 

We have audited the accompanying statement of quarterly and year to date .standalone financial results 
of J. K. Cement Limited (the ··company'') for the quarter ended March 31, 2025 and for the year ended 
March 3 l. 2025 ("Statement"), attached herewith, being submitted by the Company pursuant to the 
requirement of Regulation 33 and 52 of the SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) 
Regulations, 2015, as amended (the ··Listing Regulations''). 

Ju our opinion and to the best of our infonnation and according to the explanations given to us, the 
Statement: 

i. is presented in accordance with the requirements of the Listing Regulations in this regard: and 
n. gives a true and fair view in conformity with the applicable accounting standards and other 

accounting principles generally accepted in India, of the net profit and other comprehensive loss and 
other finanGial infonnation of the Company for the quarter ended March 31 , 2025 and for the year 
ended March 31, 2025. 

Basis for Opinion

3 The above audited standalone financial results of the Company for the quarter and year ended March 31 2025 have been reviewed by the Audtt Committee arid 
approved by the Board of Directors at their meeting held on 24 May 2025. The statutory auditors have carried out the audit of financial results. The figures for the 
last quarters are the balancing figures of the full financial year and unaudited published figures upto the nine months of the respective financial years. • 

4 The above audited standalone financial results of the Company have been prepared in accordance with recognttion and measurement principles of Indian 
Accounting Standards ("Ind-AS'") as prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with relevant rules issued thereunder and in terms of the 
Regulation 33 of the SEBI (Lisbng Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations 2015, as amended (the "Listing Regulations"). 

5 (i) 'Compebtion Commission of India (CCI)' vide its order dated 31 August 2016 imposed a penalty of ~ 128.54 Crores on the Company. The Company's appeal 
was heard by National Company Law Appellate Tribunal (NCLAT) and vide Its order dated 25 July 2018 upheld CCl's order. CCI issued a revised demand notice 
dated 07 August2018 of~ 154.92 Crores consis1ing of penalty of f 128.54 Crores and interes1 of f 26.38 Crores. The Company has filed statutory appeal before 
the Hon"ble Supreme Court against the above order, which vide its order dated 05 October 2018 has admitted the appeal and directed that the interim order of 
stay passed by the NCLAT in this matter will continue for the time being. The Company, backed by legal opinion, believes that it has a good case and accordingly 
no provision has been considered in the books of account. 

S (ii) In a separate matter. CCI imposed penally of t 9.28 Crores vkle order dated 19 January 2017 for alleged contravention of provisions of Competition Act, 2002 by 
the Company. On Company's appeal, NC LAT has stayed the operation of CCl's order. The matter Is pending for heari~g before NCLA T. The Company, backed 
by legal opinion, believes it has a good case and accordingly no provision has been considered in the books of account 

6 The Government of India on 20 September 2019, vide the Taxation Laws (Amendment) Ordinance 201 9, inserted a new section 11 SBAA in the Income-tax Act, 
1961, which provides domestic companies a non-reversible option to pay corporate tax at reduced rates effective, 01 April 2019, subject to certain conditions. The 
Company is continuing to provide for income tax at old rates, considering available unutllised minimum alternative tax credit and other tax benefits/holidays.
