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GROUP BEHIND PAHALGAM TERROR ATTACK

US designates LeT proxy TRF
a foreign terrorist organisation

India says decision ‘timely’; China calls for stronger regional cooperation

New Delhi, 18 July

India’sdiplomatic efforts received ashotin
the arm on Friday with the US designating
The Resistance Front (TRF), a proxy of Pak-
istan-based terror outfit Lashkar-e-Taiba
(LeT), as a “foreign terrorist organisation”
over the Pahalgam terror attack. The US
designation of TRF could help put the ter-
rorist outfit on the United Nations Security
Council’s (UNSC’s) 1267 Committee, a key
counter-terrorism mechanism that desig-
nates terrorists and their organisations.

India welcomed the US decision as a
“timely and important” step, reflecting
strong  counter-terror  cooperation
between the two countries. The Ministry of
External Affairs (MEA) said the TRF had
been involved in numerous terror-related
activities, including the heinous attack on
civilians in Pahalgam, for which it twice
claimed responsibility.

The US move could also help bolster the
government’s defence of its conduct of
India’s foreign policy in the monsoon
session, which begins on July 21. Opposi-
tion INDIA bloc parties have announced
they intend to ask the government ques-
tions over Operation Sindoor and India’s
foreign relations, especially with China.

Hours after the US proscribed the TRF,
China called on regional countries to
enhance regional counter-terrorism coop-
eration. In its statement on April 25, the
UNSC had condemned the Pahalgam
attack of April 22, in which terrorists killed
26 people, but China and Pakistan’s
objections made it drop references to the
TRF and LeT from the statement.

On June 23, India refused to sign a joint
communique at the Shanghai Cooperation
Organisation (SCO) Defence Ministers’
Meeting in China’s Qingdao as it omitted

the Pahalgam terror attack and did not
explicitly address India’s concerns over
Pakistan-backed cross-border terrorism.
Earlier in the day, US Secretary of State
Marco Rubiosaid the US State Department
is adding the TRF as a designated foreign
terrorist organisation and specially desig-
nated global terrorist. He said it was part of
US’ commitment to countering terrorism
and enforcing President Donald Trump’s
call for justice for the Pahalgam attack.
Rubio said the TRF claimed responsi-
bility for the Pahalgam attack, killing 26
civilians, which was “the deadliest attack
on civilians in India since the 2008
Mumbai attack conducted by the LeT”.
“TRF has claimed responsibility for several
attacks against Indian security forces,
including most recently in 2024,” he said.
In a social media post, External Affairs
Minister (EAM) S Jaishankar said the US
decision was a “strong affirmation” of

India-US counter-terror cooperation, wasa :
“timely and important” step, and thatIndia :
has consistently emphasised the need for :
global cooperation in the fight against

terrorism. The EAM said India remains
committed to a “policy of zero tolerance”
towards terrorism, and will continue to
work closely with itsinternational partners
to ensure that terrorist organisations and
their proxies are held accountable.

Jaishankar and MEA thanked Rubio.
“We acknowledge and appreciate the
leadership of Secretary of State Marco
Rubio in this regard,” the MEA said.
“Appreciate Secretary Rubio and the US
State Department,” Jaishankar said.

The TRF claimed responsibility for the
Pahalgam attack but later backtracked as
tensions soared between India and Pakis-

tan. India’s National Investigation Agency

(NIA) identified TRF head Sheikh Sajjad
Gul as the mastermind of the attack. Sev-
eral Pakistani terrorist groups and individ-

uals are listed under the UNSC’s 1267 :
sanctions regime, which imposes asset :

freezes, travel bans, and arms embargoes.
These include LeT, Jaish-e-Mohammad,
and Jamaat-ud-Dawa, along with key fig-
ures like Hafiz Saeed and Masood Azhar.
The TRF emerged in J&K after the abroga-
tion of Article 370 in 2019. According to

Indian intelligence sources, it has former

Pakistani Special Service Group comman-
dos in its ranks. Other than the Pahalgam
terror attack, sources said it was involved
in four major attacks in the past few years.

The TRF was founded in October 2019,
with Sheikh Sajjad Gul asits supreme com-
mander, Mohammad Abbas Sheikh as the
founding chief, and Basit Ahmed Dar as
the chief operational commander. Both

Abbas and Dar were eliminated by security

forces in separate operations in 2021 and
2024, respectively.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi on Friday
called for “an NDA government, once
again” in poll-bound Bihar, which he said
would protect the state from the “evil
intentions” of the Rashtriya Janata Dal
(RJD)-Congress coalition.

Modi was addressing a rally in
Motihari town, the headquarters of East
Champaran district, where he launched
projects worth over 37,200 crore.

Soundingthe poll bugle, Modi accused
the RJD of seizing land from the poor on
the false promise of jobs, in an apparent
reference to the ‘land-for-jobs’ scam, and
asserted that the ‘viksit’ (developed) Bihar
iskey for eastern India’s development.

“The people of the state had broken
the shackles of RJD, but the younger gen-
eration “must be made aware of the des-
pair in which Bihar was mired two
decades ago,” the PM said.

His comments came on a day when
the Supreme Court turned down a pleaby

RJD supremo Lalu Prasad, a former
railway minister and the prime accused,
for a stay on trial.

“Employment generation could have
never taken place in Bihar under people
who made aspirants part with their
land in the name of providing jobs,” said
the PM.

Meanwhile, the Bihar Cabinet cleared
a proposal for providing 125 units of
electricity free of cost every month to
domestic consumers across the state
starting August 1.

Addressing a rally in West Bengal’s
Durgapur, Modi accused the ruling
Trinamool Congress of risking the state’s
identity and national security by promot-
inginfiltration for vote-bank politics, and
asserted that only the BJP genuinely
stands for Bengali ‘ashmita’ (identity) and
the pride of Bengalis.

He positioned the BJP as the only
party that truly respects and protects
Bengali ‘ashmita’, calling for an end to
what he termed a regime of “lies,
lawlessness and loot™.
