APPLE IS IN discussions with
key private banks and global
card networks in preparation
to start Apple Pay in India.

Delhi airport
shuts third
runway till
May 26

THE INDIRA GANDHI Interna-
tional Airport has closed run-
way 29L/11R forrehabilitation
work, which will extend until
May 25, a Notice to Airmen
issued by the Airports Author-
ity of India showed.

Runway 29L/11R was the
third runway built at IGI Air-
port out of its total four run-
ways. It is the southern-most
runway, to the extreme left
whenviewed from NH-48,and
the one used for most interna-
tional and T3 arrivals.

Delhi International Airport
hadannounced in Januarythat
its rehabilitation programme
would focus on key updates,
including resurfacing the run-
way, building a new rapid exit
taxiway, and installing an
upgraded Instrument Landing
System. The runway, which
opened in 2008, needs
improvements to boost safety,
operational resilience, and
accommodate future growth.

The project willinvolve sev-
eral key tasks, including
milling and resurfacing flexi-

The Reserve Bank of India
late last year set newrules that
allow biometric authentica-
tion, such as fingerprint or
facial recognition, for digital

payments. Indian authentica-
tion mechanisms have previ-
ously largely relied on one-
time passwords sent via text
message. Apple Pay relies on
Face ID or Touch ID to approve
payments in-person via tap-
to-pay, on websites and
through apps.

With more than 750 mil-
lion smartphone users,Indiais
one of the world’s fastest-
growing digital payments
marKkets, serving as a potential
gateway for Apple to grow ser-
vicesrevenuein theregion.The
companyis known totakeacut
of Apple Pay transactions.

Given the prevalence of
mobile payments in the
region, an Apple Pay launch
could boost demand for its
hardware.

Ind-Ra sees subdued FY27
for realty; players unfazed

Mumbai, February 26

INDIA RATINGS AND
Research (Ind-Ra) expects the
residential real estate sector to
see subdued growth in FY27,
with higher property prices
impacting affordability,which
had driven growth in the pre-
vious three years.

Demand dynamics in the
mid-market segment remains
challenged,but affordabilityis
turning into a headwind even
in the premium segments, the
rating firm said in a report
released on Thursday.

India Ratings expects the
year-on-year sales growth in
FY27 at around 5-7%, largely
contributed by value growth.
The realty sector had wit-
nessed robust expansion dur-
ing FY23-25,followed by slow
but steady growth in FY26.

“Absorption and prices
havelargelybeen supported by
growth in the premium and
luxury segments, shifting sup-

ply preferences to upmarket
segments. The high base over
FY23-FY25islikelytodampen
growth rates in FY27,” Ind-Ra
said. The firm maintained a
neutral outlook for the resi-
dential real estate for FY27.
Property developers are,
however, not too worried.
“There could be problems in
some parts of the country,you
cannot generalise it,” said
Niranjan Hiranandani,manag-
ing director at Hiranandani
Group.After fouryears of high
growth, there could be some

slackness but thereare no chal-
lenges in the premium seg-
ment, he said.“Only the afford-
able segment is having offtake
issues,”he added.

Sarthak Seth, head of sales
& marketing at Tata Realty &
Infrastructure, said: “AI and
trade wars did come as a set-
back,but we believe the second
half of the year will more than
make up for that.”

The post-pandemic aggre-
gate housing prices in the top
eight metro cities surged by a
compounded annual growth
rate (CAGR) of 9% and
remained high at 129% at Sep-
tember 2025 end,according to
the report. Irrespective of
macro cyclicality, slower net
headcount additions across
large IT services firmsand role
consolidation due to artificial
intelligence (AI)/ automation
are reducing near-term
upgrade demand in IT-depen-
dent housing markets such as
Bengaluru, Pune and Hyder-
abad, it said.
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Samsung plans big Al
push for smartphones

SAMSUNG ELECTRONICS IS
sharpening its focus on on-
device artificial intelligence
(AI) as it looks to reposition
smartphones from feature-
centric products to platforms
that distribute multiple Al ser-
vices,a senior company execu-
tive said on Thursday.

The firm plans to enable
more Al processing directly on
smartphones, allowing users
torun features locally without
relying on cloud connectivity,
while also offering the flexibil-
itytochoose between different
Al models, including third-
party options. The approach is
aimed atreducing dependence
on the cloud, improving
response timesand addressing
data privacy concerns.

“We don’t want Al to
remain a feature, it has to
become part of everyday
behaviour,” Aditya Babbar,
vice-president and head of
product and marketing at
Samsung, said during a
media interaction at the
launch event of the company’s
S26 smartphone.

Babbar said Samsung is
closely studying how con-
sumers interact with Al on
smartphones and believes that
shifting intelligence onto the
deviceitselfis key towideradop-

The strategy marks a shift
from a device-led approach to
a platform-led AI ecosystem,
where smartphones act as
a distribution layer for a range
of Al services.

According to Babbar, on-
device Al also enables use cases
that are not dependent on
Internet access. “The moment
you select on-device, the data
stays there,”he said. Citing real-
time translation as an exam-
ple,headded,“If I'm in a flight
with a French person, I should
still be able to communicate,
youdon’t need Internet.”

Samsung’s on-device Al
push is backed by its Knox
security framework, which
operates across hardware and
software layers to secure data

processed on the phone.

The Korean electronics
majoris also seeking to lead the
industry’s pivot towards smart
Al-enabled devices while
increasing domestic manufac-
turing.It planstoexpandits par-
ticipation in the government’s
production-linked incentive
(PLI)schemeforelectronicsand
components, having already
availed incentives to manufac-
ture smartphone displays
locally.Going forward, the com-
pany is looking at deeper part-
nerships with new electronics
manufacturing services players.

Company executives said
India plays a dual role in this
strategy, both as a large con-
sumption marketand asabase
for developing features tai-
lored to local usage patterns.
“India is among the largest
markets for Al feature adop-
tion,” Babbar said.

Cognizant Al
chief says risk
to big ITfirms
'overblown'

FEARS THAT NEW artificial
intelligence tools could replace
large IT services firms are
“overblown” as clients still
need help deploying and scal-
ing the technology, Babak Hod-
jat, chief AI officer at Cog-
nizant, told Reuters.

Automated Al tools from
startups such as Anthropic
have stirred concerns about
disruption in the business
models of software and ser-
vices firms globally, including
India’s traditionally labour-
intensive IT services industry.

Enterprises are far from
beingable torelyonasingle,all-
purpose Al agent, said Hodjat,
adding that most clients still
needhelpengineering,integrat-
ing,and governing Al systems.

“That mapping is our job, it
does not come just automati-
callyout of thebox,’said Hodjat,
whose work helped power
Apple’s Sirivoice assistant.

Nasdaqg-listed Cognizant,
which has more than 70% of
its workforce operating out of
India, forecast annual revenue
above Wall Street estimates
on the back of strong demand
as businesses adopt Al into
theirwork flows.

Rivals Tata Consultancy
Services and Wipro have also
maintained that rapid Al adop-
tion will boost, rather than
shrink, demand for software
service providers. —REUTERS
