THE Karnataka cabinet on
Thursday decided to recom-
mend to the State Election
Commission to revise the vot-
ers’ list and hold all upcoming
local bodies’ polls in Karnata-
ka, including the five corpora-
tions under Greater Bengaluru
Authority (GBA), using ballot
papers instead of EVMs.

The Congress government’s
decision comes soon after Lead-
er of Opposition in the Lok Sab-
ha Rahul Gandhi concluded his
16-day ‘Voter Adhikar Yatra’ in
poll-bound Bihar.

Odisha govt faces problem in disability pension

THE Odisha government’s sub-
stantial hike in social security
pensions for the elderly and the
severely-disabled has triggered
an increased demand for assist-
ance with some ineligible appli-
cants resorting to manipula-
tion of age details in voter IDs.

In January, the BJP govern-
ment had hiked the monthly
pension support from 1,200 to
3,500 for senior citizens aged
80 years and above and differ-
ently-abled people with 80 per
cent or more disability. The

The move, hailed as a pro-
gressive step towards welfare
security, was expected to bene-

fit around 4.2 lakh vulnerable
people in the state.

Ist Telugu runner to win
one of most challenging
endurance races in world

VISWABHARATH Allamsetti, a native of Andhra
Pradesh, has become the only Telugu runner to
complete the Ultra Trail du Mont Blanc (UTMB), regard-
ed as one of the most challenging endurance races in
the world.

The UTMB finals, considered the crown jewel of trail
running, is a 176.5-kilometre loop around the Mont Blanc
massif with an elevation gain and loss of more than 10,000
metres. The course passes through France, Italy and Swit-
zerland, before returning to Chamonix, France, where it
concludes. This year’s race began on August 29.

Sharing his journey, Viswabharath said he was intro-
duced to running after moving to France, where he found
an active running community at work. Son of late Mad-
husudhan Rao and Sujatha Allamsetti of Guntur, Viswa-
bharath currently resides in France with his wife Siree-
sha and their two children. He works as a support
engineer in an IT company.

“During the Covid-19 lockdown, I began running more
regularly, gradually moving from half-marathons to full
marathons. Later, I turned to trail and mountain
running, which I found more engaging than road races,”
he said.

From 2022 onwards, he steadily progressed from 44 km
trail races to completing a 110 km event by the end of
2024. His performance in the 110 km UTMB World Series
race qualified him for a lottery entry into the UTMB fi-
nals in the 100-mile category.

This year’s conditions were particularly testing, with
heavy rain and snowfall in the Alps above 2,500 metres
during the first night of the race.

Viswabharath also expressed happiness about the
growing popularity of trail running in Andhra Pradesh.
“I hope more runners from our State -- Andhra take up
trail running, which is a beautiful sport,” Viswabharath
added further.

SURVEY FROM SEP 15

CHIEF Minister Siddaramaiah on Thursday launched a
baseline survey of gender minorities and re-survey of
former devadasis.

not aid in developing
Sabarimala temple

CONTRARY to the claim by the
Travancore Devaswom Board
(TDB), chances are slim for the
proposed Global Ayyappa San-
gamam to play any major role
in the development of
Sabarimala.

The master plan for Sabar-
imala, the hill shrine within
the Periyar Tiger Reserve, has
already been approved and any
change would require clear-
ance from the Ministry of En-
vironment and Forests (MoEF)
and the Supreme Court.

The Central Empowered
Committee (CEC), in its report
before the SC, has already iden-
tified major deviations by TDB
from the master plan. The re-
port was submitted after green
activist professor Sobhindran
approached the apex court. The
CEC had made several recom-
mendations to protect the
shrine and its ecosystem.

As part of implementing the
master plan, the state cabinet
had this January approved a
¥1,033.62-crore layout plan.

“Neither the state govern-
ment nor the TDB can modify
the master plan on its own,”
said a former CEC official.
“Since the area is governed by
the Wildlife Act, any action can
be taken only as per its provi-
sions. The TDB and govern-
ment will also have to get the
top court’s clearance,” the ex-
official said.

“There is no requirement for
revisiting the original plan.
The position adopted by the
TDB has already been included
in it. Huge amounts of money
have been spent. If the govern-
ment still has a strong justifica-
tion to revisit the plan, it will
have to follow procedure and

convince the SC and Wildlife
Board,” said the official.

Going by the master plan, no
major constructions are al-
lowed in Pampa and Sannid-
hanam. “Any development
work in Sabarimala can be car-
ried out only as per the master
plan. The global meet cannot
take any major development-
related decision as it lacks rep-
resentational character or au-
thenticity. Moreover, how can a
one-day meet take decisions on
Sabarimala’s development and
the master plan which was fi-
nalised as per the Wildlife Act,
court directives and approval
from the Wildlife Board? If a
decision taken at the meet con-
tradicts the master plan, how
can it be implemented? In
short, it’s going to be a futile ex-
ercise. It could even open a Pan-
dora’s Box,” said a former top
functionary of TDB.

However, Devaswom Minis-
ter V N Vasavan said the meet
will explore how the master
plan can be implemented. “It's
not aimed at changing the plan.
“Many of them have offered
support, as to how they can
contribute to Sabarimala devel-
opment, and what further de-
velopment activities could be
carried out,” he said.
