A DAY after meeting student
leaders of the Akhil Bharatiya
Vidyarthi Parishad (ABVP) and
assuring them of action on al-
leged administrative irregulari-
ties at Shri Ramswaroop
Memorial University (SRMU) in
Barabanki, Uttar Pradesh Chief
Minister Yogi Adityanath
Monday ordered a detailed
probe into the recognition and
admission processes at all pri-
vate and non-government aided
universities, colleges, and edu-
cational institutions across the
state.

Every Divisional
Commissioner — there are 18 di-
visions in UP — has been directed
to constitute a special investiga-
tion team to conduct a probe cov-
ering institutions in their respec-
tive divisions. Each team will
have a senior officer from the ad-
ministration, a police officer,and
an officer from the Education de-
partment, and will conduct
ground-level inspections.

The ABVP was protesting
against various alleged irregular-
ities in the varsity, including an
“unrecognised” law course. The
protesting students had accused
the university of jeopardising
their future by enrolling themin
a programme that did not have
recognition from the Bar Council
of India. Police had lathicharged
demonstrators, leaving several
students injured. ABVP called off
its protest after meeting the chief
minister on Sunday.

The gates of UP minister OP Rajbhar’s Lucknow residence being fortified on Monday. Rajbhar
is being targeted by ABVP for his ‘goonda’ remark on student protesters.

According to instructions is-
sued by the government follow-
ing the CM’s directive, every in-
stitution will be required to
submit an affidavit declaring
that it is offering only those
courses duly recognised by the
relevant regulatory authority,
university, or board.

Additionally, institutions
must provide a complete list of

courses being offered along
with their recognition certifi-
cates.

The SIT will recommend
strict action if it finds illegal ad-
missions or unrecognised
courses. Such institutions will
also be required to refund the
entire fee collected from stu-
dents, along with interest.

The investigation process

will commence immediately.
Each district is directed to com-
plete the inquiry and submit a
consolidated report to the gov-
ernment within 15 days.

The Chief Minister has also
emphasised that no student
should be enrolled in any un-
recognised course. The govern-
ment has made it clear that the

Newborn’s
parents discover
gnawed fingers
during last rites

THE PARENTS of a three-day-old
baby girl who died in arodent at-
tack atan Indore hospital discov-
ered that four of their child's fin-
gers had been completely
gnawed off when they un-
wrapped the body for funeral
preparations Saturday.

The infant, from Rupapata vil-
lage in Dhar district, was one of
two newborns who died in a ro-
dent attack in the Neonatal
Intensive Care Unit (NICU) of MY
Hospital in Indore while under-
going treatment for congenital
complications.

“It was only after we opened
the wrapping to prepare for the
funeral that we noticed the hand.
Four of the baby's fingers were
completely bitten off,” said the fa-
ther, Devram.

The baby girl was born on
August 30 at Dhar district hospi-
tal and was subsequently re-
ferred to Yashwantrao Hospital
in Indore due to her critical con-
dition. Her father had left her at
the hospital due to his wife
Manju's deteriorating health,
trusting the medical facility to
provide appropriate care. The
hospital superintendent did not
respond to the allegations.

The Jai Adivasi Yuva Shakti
(JAYS), a tribal organisation, has
demanded suspension of the hos-
pital superintendent and other
senior officials, along with regis-
tration of a case of culpable homi-
cide not amounting to murder.

JAYS national president
Lokesh Mujalda said the body
was handed over to the family in
a plastic bag after postmortem
Saturday evening. When the bag
was removed before the funeral,
the family was devastated and
enraged to notice that four fin-
gerson one hand of the baby had
allegedly been gnawed by rats, he
said.

Hospital officials have in the
past denied that the rat attacks
were the cause of death. Hospital
management had initially
claimed that the rats had only in-
flicted minor bites on the child's
finger.

The true extent of the injuries
only came to light when the first
photographs of the deceased in-
fant were released Saturday

evening.

A bench of Justices Surya
Kant and Joymalya Bagchi was
hearing Langa’s plea challenging
the Gujarat HC’s July 31 order
dismissing his plea for regular
bail.

Appearing for Langa, Senior
Advocate Kapil Sibal contended

that the cases were registered on
false allegations, prompting
Justice Kant to ask, “What kind
of a journalist he is? There are
very genuine journalists. But
there are also people on
vehicle/scooter saying we are pa-
trakaar (journalists) and what
they do everybody knows,”

Justice Kant said. Sibal said,
“there's a background...” to the
cases against Langa.

Before the HC, the counsel for
Langa, who is employed with
The Hindu, had said that the ED
case was based upon two FIRs.
Langa was granted anticipatory
bail in the two FIRs against him.

Stressing that this action is
not a mere formality but a mat-

The agitation had taken a po-
litical turn after BJP ally,
Suheldev Bharatiya Samaj Party
(SBSP) chief Om Prakash Rajbhar,
who is also a cabinet minister,
compared the ABVPto ‘goondas’.
ABVPworkers had thenburntan
effigy of Rajbhar while protest-
ing outside his house and de-
manding an apology.

The Samajwadi Party and
Congress had called it an attack
on the OBC community.

Following the lathicharge,
Adityanath ordered the removal
of the Circle Officer concerned
and asked Ayodhya’s Divisional
Commissioner, Rajesh Kumar, to
look into allegations over the
“validity” of degrees from SRMU.
The Barabanki district adminis-
tration also demolished a build-
ing on the SMRU campus, saying
it was illegally constructed on
government land.

The probe into allegations
that the law course is being run
without the required certifica-
tion from the regulatory author-
ity is still underway. The inquiry
has been assigned to the
Divisional Commissioner of
Ayodhya.

SANKARSHAN THAKUR, the
Editor of The Telegraph and one of
the pioneers of literary journal-
ism in the country, died at a
Gurgaon hospital on Monday af-
tera prolonged illness. He was 63.

Veteran journalist-writer
Neerja Chaudhary, journalist
Ravish Kumar, NDTV editorial
adviser Nagma Sahar, ABP news
presenter Dibang and many oth-
ers from print, digital and broad-
cast media gathered at the Lodhi
crematorium in the evening to
pay their last respects. R]D leader
and Rajya Sabha MP Manoj Jha
and historian Sohail Hashmi
were also present.

Thakur is survived by his wife
Sona, son Ayushmann and
daughter Jahan.

Several politicians, including
Congress president Mallikarjun
Kharge, party leader Jairam
Ramesh, J&K Chief Minister
Omar Abdullah and Manoj Jha
remembered the journalist for
his incisive writings.

“Deeply saddened by the
passing of brilliant journalist, au-
thor and the editor of The
Telegraph, Shri Sankarshan
Thakur. His incisive reporting,
fearless political commentary
and eloquent writing style leave
anenduring legacy,” Kharge said
inapostonX.

Abdullah said Thakur was
one of the few journalists who
“made an effort to travel exten-
sively around J&K and, while
travelling, actually listened with-
out judgment”.

Considered an authoritative
voice in the Indian political
reporting scene

Ramesh described Thakur as
a “delightfully brilliant writer”
and Jha in a lengthy post wrote
that the senior journalist loved
“swimming against the current”.

Bornin 1962 in Patna, Thakur
was the son of senior journalist
Janardhan Thakur. He did his ini-
tial schooling from St Xavier's,
Patna and graduated in political
science from Hindu College,
Delhi University.

He began his journalism ca-
reer in 1984 with Sunday maga-
zine, making a name for himself
inground reporting. Thakur rose
through the ranks at The
Telegraph before joining The
Indian Express as an Associate
Editor in early 2000s. He won the
Prem Bhatia award for excel-
lence in political journalism in
2001 and the Appan Menon
Fellowship (2003).

In 2004, Thakur became one

dies at 63

of the major forces behind the
launch of the Tehelka magazine
and became its Executive Editor.
After astint at Third Eye TV, he re-
turned to The Telegraph in 2009
as its National Affairs Editor and
later became the Editor of the
newspaper.

Known to combine hectic
ground reportage with fiery
prose, Thakur was considered an
authoritative voice in the Indian
political reporting scene, espe-
cially onissues related to Kashmir,
Bihar and Uttar Pradesh.

His monographs on the
Kargil war and honour killings
in Uttar Pradesh, along with his
three books — Subaltern Saheb,
a political biography of former
Bihar chief minister Lalu Prasad,
Single Man: The Life and Times of
Nitish Kumar of Bihar, and The
Brothers Bihari, a political dip-
tych on Lalu and Nitish — are
highly acclaimed and widely
cited.

The Editors Guild of India is-
sued a statement mourning
Thakur's death as a profound
loss to journalism.

“A fearless ground reporter,
he brought to life some of India’s
most defining events from the
Kargil war front, Bhopal tragedy,
1984 anti-Sikh riots and Indira
Gandhi's assassination, to the
complexities of Kashmir, the Sri
Lankan civil war, and socio-po-
litical currents in Bihar and
Pakistan... The Editors Guild be-
lieves that his writings and pro-
fessional craft will continue to
resonate, serving as enduring
benchmarks for younger jour-
nalists to emulate,” the state-
ment said.
