Offshore oil spill causes 'national emergency': Trinidad and Tobago  
SAN JUAN: Trinidad and Tobago's prime minister said a large oil spill near the twin-island nation in the eastern Caribbean has caused a 
"national emergency" as crews struggled to contain the oil already coating numerous beaches on Tobago's southwest coast.The 
government has yet to identify the owner of the vessel that overturned near Tobago last week, Prime Minister Keith Rowley said on 
Sunday. It was not immediately clear how much oil had spilled and how much remained in the largely submerged vessel.

Israeli forces rescued two 
hostages early on Monday, 
storming a heavily guarded 
apartment in the southern 
Gaza Strip and extracting the 
captives under fire in a dra-
matic raid that was a small 
but symbolically significant 
success for Israel. 

The operation killed at 
least 67 Palestinians, includ-
ing women and children, ac-
cording to Palestinian health 
officials in the beleaguered 
territory. 

To assist the rescue forces, 
heavy airstrikes pounded the 
area near the apartment in 
Rafah, a city on the southern 
edge of  the Gaza Strip where 
1.4 million Palestinians have 
fled to escape fighting else-
where in the Israel-Hamas 
war. 

The raid was celebrated in 
Israel as a victory in the slug-
gish battle to free the 
hostages, with more than 100 
captives still held by Hamas 
and other Gaza militants, and 
briefly lifted the spirits of  a 
nation still reeling from 
Hamas' cross-border raid last 
year. But in Gaza, where civil-
ians have borne a staggering 
toll since the war erupted on 
October 7, the operation un-
leashed another wartime 
tragedy, with many Palestini-
ans killed or wounded. 

The plight of  the hostages 
has profoundly shaken Is-
raelis and the government 
has made freeing the dozens 
of  remaining captives a top 
aim of  its war, along with de-
stroying Hamas' military and 
governing capabilities. But 
as the fighting drags on, now 
in its fifth month, their free-
dom remains elusive and 
rifts have emerged in Israel 
over the best approach to end 
their ordeal. 

Israeli Prime Minister 
Benjamin Netanyahu has in-
sisted persistent military 
pressure will bring about 
their freedom – a position he 
repeated on Monday – even 
as other top officials have op-
posed this, saying a deal is 

the only way to secure their 
release. 

Israel has described Rafah 
as the last remaining Hamas 
stronghold in Gaza and sig-
nalled that its ground offen-
sive may soon target the 
densely populated city. On 
Sunday, the White House said 
President Joe Biden had 
warned Netanyahu that Is-
rael should not conduct a mil-
itary operation against 
Hamas in Rafah without a 
"credible and executable" 
plan to protect civilians. 

The army identified the 
rescued hostages as Fernan-
do Simon Marman, 60, and 
Louis Har, 70, abducted by 
Hamas militants from Kib-
butz Nir Yitzhak in the Oct 7 

cross-border attack that trig-
gered the war. Netanyahu's 
office said they also hold Ar-
gentinian citizenship. 

 
A DRAMATIC RAID 
Israeli military spokesman 
Read Adm. Daniel Hagari 
said special forces broke into 
a second-floor apartment in 
Rafah under fire at 1:49 am 
Monday, accompanied a 
minute later by airstrikes on 
surrounding areas. He said 
the hostages were being 
guarded by armed Hamas 
militants and that members 
of  the rescue team shielded 
the hostages with their bod-
ies as a heavy battle erupted 
in several places at once with 
Hamas gunmen. 

DOZENS KILLED 
The airstrikes that backed up 
the Israeli forces hit the jam-
packed Rafah in the middle 
of  the night and dozens of  ex-
plosions could be heard 
around 2 am. Ashraf  al-
Qidra, spokesman for the 
Health Ministry in Hamas-
run Gaza, said at least 67 peo-
ple were killed in the strikes. 

Al-Qidra said rescuers 
were still searching the rub-
ble; an Associated Press jour-
nalist counted at least 50 bod-
ies at the Abu Youssef  al-Naj-
jar Hospital in Rafah. 

Footage circulating on so-
cial media from Rafah's 
Kuwaiti hospital showed a 
number of  dead or wounded 
children.

The head of  the NATO mili-
tary alliance warned on Sun-
day that Donald Trump was 
putting the safety of  US 
troops and their allies at risk 
after the Republican presi-
dential frontrunner said 
Russia should be able to do 
"whatever the hell they 
want" to NATO members 
who don't meet their defence 
spending targets.  

"Any suggestion that 
allies will not defend each 
other undermines all of  our 
security, including that of  
the US, and puts American 
and European soldiers at in-
creased risk," NATO Secre-
tary-General Jens 
Stoltenberg said in a state-
ment.  

Speaking on Saturday at a 
rally in Conway, South Car-
olina, Trump recalled how 
as president he told an 
unidentified NATO member 
that he would "encourage" 
Russia to do as it wishes in 
cases of  NATO allies who 
are "delinquent". 

"You didn't pay? You're 
delinquent?" Trump re-
counted saying. "No I would 
not protect you. In fact, I 
would encourage them to do 
whatever the hell they want. 
You gotta pay. You gotta pay 
your bills." Trump's remarks 
caused deep concern in 
Poland, which was under 
Russian control in past cen-
turies, and where anxieties 
are high over the war Russia 
is waging just across the Pol-
ish border in Ukraine.  

"We have a hot war at our 
border," Polish Prime Minis-
ter Donald Tusk said on Sun-
day, voicing concerns about 
whether the US will show 
"full solidarity with other 
NATO countries in this con-
frontation that promises to 
last for a long time with Rus-
sia". 

"We must realise that the 
EU cannot be an economic 

and civilisational giant and a 
dwarf  when it comes to de-
fence, because the world has 
changed," he argued in a 
town hall speech marking 
the start of  his party's cam-
paign for local elections this 
spring.  

In 2014, NATO allies 
pledged to move toward 
spending two per cent of  
GDP on defence by 2024. Ac-
cording to NATO estimates 
in early 2023, 10 of  its 30 
member states at the time 
were close to or above the 
two per cent mark, while 13 
were spending 1.5 per cent or 
less.

NATO leader says Trump 
remarks puts allies at risk

A 5-year-old child and a 
man were injured and a 
woman was killed after she 
opened fire inside a church 
here in the US state of  
Texas, police said. 

The violence erupted at 
pastor Joel Osteen's Lake-
wood Church in Houston 
on Sunday where a 2 pm 
Spanish service was set to 
begin. Two off-duty law en-
forcement officers – a 
Houston  
police officer and an agent 
with the Texas Alcoholic 
Beverage Commission – 
engaged and struck the 
woman who entered the 
massive church with the 

boy who was later hurt in 
the shootout. 

The woman, roughly 30-
35 years old, was wearing a 
trench coat and a backpack 
and was armed with a long 
rifle, Houston Police Chief  
Troy Finner said. 

Lakewood Church – a 
building with a 16,000-per-
son capacity that was pre-
viously an arena for the 
NBA's Houston Rockets – 
has grown tremendously 
over the past 25 years 
since Joel Osteen took 
over after his father died 
in 1999 and introduced an 
upbeat style of  Christian 
televangelism that has 
captured a following of  
millions. 

2 hurt after woman opens fire 
at Texas church, shooter killed

Myanmar's military govern-
ment on Saturday activated 
for the first time a decade-old 
conscription law that makes 
young men and women sub-
ject to at least two years of  
military service if  called up, 
effective immediately. 

The announcement of  the 
measure on state television 
amounts to a major, though 
tacit, admission that the army 
is struggling to contain the 
nationwide armed resistance 
against its rule. 

Under the 2010 People's Mil-
itary Service Law, passed un-
der a previous military gov-
ernment, men aged 18 to 45 
and women 18 to 35 can be 
drafted into the armed forces 
for two years, extendable to 
five years during national 
emergencies.  

The upper age of  people in 
the population at large 
subject to conscription is 35 

for men and 27 for women, 
and the higher age ranges ap-
ply to men and women in cer-
tain professional categories, 
such as medical doctors and 
engineers, and their service 
term is three years. 

The current ruling mili-
tary council, called the State 

Administration Council, 
came to power in 2021 after 
ousting the elected civilian 
government of  Aung San Suu 
Kyi. The law has been activat-
ed in the wake of  the army's 
biggest setbacks since the 
countrywide conflict erupted 
after the takeover.

US Defence Secretary Lloyd 
Austin was hospitalised 
again on Sunday to address a 
bladder issue as he 
continues to recover from 
prostate cancer and has 
transferred authorities to 
his deputy, the Pentagon 
said. 

Austin was diagnosed 
with prostate cancer in De-
cember and continues to 
deal with complications 
from his treatment. 

At about 2:20 pm Sunday, 
he was transported by his se-
curity detail to Walter Reed 
National Military Medical 
Centre "to be seen for symp-
toms suggesting an emer-
gent bladder issue", Penta-
gon Press Secretary Maj. 
Gen. Pat Ryder said in a 
statement.
