Study abroad dreams await US deal

New Delhi, January 2

AFTER A SLUGGISH 2025, the
new year offers some hope for
students hoping to join foreign
universities, but a lot will
depend on how fast the US-
India trade deal will be signed.
Sources from study-abroad
platformsindicatethat destina-
tionslike Canadaand the UKare
likely to remain unfavourable
for students throughout 2026.
With the high rejection
ratesinvisaissuance by the US
government to Indian stu-
dents and a brief pause in the
visa appointments, even stu-
dent movement to the US may
take time to pick up.
Thedropin freshvisasbeing
issued to the Indian students is
even more pronounced than for
Chinese students, where the
year-on-yeardeclinein January-
November period was 8.4%.
Barring Australia, last year
was particularly challenging
among top study abroad desti-
nations. Student enrolments in
the US universities were hit due
totheunavailabilityof adequate
number of visa interview slots.
Even though the peak fall
intake season is almost over, a
large number of students who
had valid offer letters from US
universities were unable to
obtain the visa. Further, the US
visa rejections have also spiked
significantly this year. Even for
the students who got the inter-
view slots, the visa approval
rates have been much lower

“For a student who wants to
pursue higher education in the
US, the pull factor is that the US
as a destination has absolutely
unparalleled educational insti-
tutions. But because of the visa
challenges, the students are
unable to get admissions and
hence the numbers are down,”
said Piyush Kumar, regional
director(SouthAsia,Canadaand
LATAM) at IDP Education.

However, some experts

believe that the visa rejections
are more frequent with lower-
rung colleges.“The reputed uni-
versities offering courses in
areas like data science, cyberse-
curity,andartificialintelligence
aresurelydoingbetterthan oth-
erseveninanoverall tough mar-
ket.In 2026, these universities

are going to see continued trac-
tion,” said Aman Singh, co-
founder of GradRight.

Canada, which is another
crucial market, too has wit-
nessed a steep reduction in
international student intake
fuelled by the government's
plan to bring down the number
of temporary residents in the
country.In November, Canada
announced reducing the tem-
porary population to less than
5% of the total population by
theend of 2027,with targets for
newtemporaryresidentarrivals

set at 385,000 in 2026 (43%
less than 2025)and 370,000 in
2027 and 2028.The temporary
residents include students and
post-studyworking profession-
als who still have not got a per-
manent residency.

Expertssaid thatthe current
population of temporary resi-
dentsstandsat 6.5-7%,and the
governmentisbringingitdown
by controlling theinflow of new
entrants, including students,
and granting permanent resi-
dencyto peoplewhoarealready
working in Canada.“The cap is
applicable on collegesandvoca-
tional instituteswho offerdiplo-
mas, and excludes universities
offering degree programmes. It
has no meaning because the
number of temporaryresidents
(estimated at 125,000) in
Canada currently is lower than
the  government-imposed
thresholds. However, the deci-
sion has created a negative per-
ception that Canada doesn't
want international students,’
said the head of large study
abroad platform.

“In 2026,thingsarenotlikely
tochange.ForCanada,we expect
normalcy around the end of
2027 or early 2028 because the
country is battling a complex
demographic situation, and it
needsimmigrantsforeconomic
sustainability.Till the time pres-
ident Trump is there, we don't
expect any change in (visa) pol-
icy.ButiftheIndia-UStradedeal
gets signed, we might see rules
gettingrelaxed,’said IDPEduca-
tion's Kumar.

Gaganyaan’s 1st uncrewed mission may lift off by March

THE TIMELINE FOR the coun-
try’s human spaceflight pro-
gramme hasbeenamoving tar-
get —withanotheryearpassing
without the first of three
uncrewed missions taking off
despite arevised deadline.
Now,as perthe newtimeline,
the first uncrewed mission —
HLVM3 G1/ OM1 — is likely

before March thisyear.This mis-
sion will use an unpressurised
crew module to demonstrate
the complete mission — the
human-rated launch vehicle
will put the spacecraft in a low
earth orbit, ensure re-entry of
the crew module, a smooth
splashdown and recovery of the
module.

Changing deadlines

The Gaganyaan mission —

The Gaganyaan mission
— first announced by
Prime Minister Narendra
Modi in 2018 — was
initially targeted for 2021

first announced by Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi from the
ramparts of the Red Fort in
2018 —wasinitially targeted for
2021 as India celebrated its

75thyear of Independence.The
mission got delayed during the
pandemic as the space agency
encountered supply chain and
manufacturing challenges.

The deadlines setafterwards
were also missed.

The space agency in FY22
committed to at least one mis-
sion under the Gaganyaan pro-
gramme the following year.
Subsequently, the mission tar-
getwasreducedtozeroforFY23

and FY24 in the next year’s
annual report. Isro again com-
mitted to two missions under
the programme in FY25.And,
finallyinitslatestannualreport,
the space agency committed to
three missions under the
Gaganyaan programme in
FY26,which seems unlikely.

Isro commenced its “official
launch campaign” for the
Gaganyaan mission in Decem-
ber2024.

Era of polished posts
over: Instagram chiet

INSTAGRAM HEAD ADAM
Mosseri has warned that arti-
ficial intelligence will upend
how people create and inter-
pret visual content online,
predicting the end of the “pol-
ished”aestheticand therise of
a more “raw” and imperfect
social-media style.

In a year-end reflection
posted on Threads, Mosseri
said that AI-generated photos
and videos are flooding feeds
and steadily eroding the
assumption that visual media
reflects reality.

“For most of my life, it was
reasonable to assume that
photographs and videos
largely  reflected  real
moments.That assumption is
no longer valid,” he said,
adding that people will
increasingly approach online
media with scepticism and
focus instead on who is shar-
ing content and why.

The Instagram chief said
traits once considered
uniquely human—authentic-
ity,relatability,and voice—are
becoming replicable through
Al tools that can produce con-
vincing deepfakes and syn-
theticimagery.

As authenticity becomes
scarce, he argued, creators
who thrive will be those who
can maintain genuine con-
nection despite the growing
sophistication of generative
technologies.

“The aesthetic of the pol-
ished feed — lots of makeup,
skin-smoothing, high-con-
trast landscapes—is dead,”
Mosseri wrote in a separate
poston January 1.

“Savvy creators are going
to lean into explicitly unpro-
duced and unflattering
images of themselves. In a
world where everything can
be perfected, imperfection
becomes a signal. Rawness
isn’t just aesthetic preference
anymore—it’s proof””

He noted that younger

He called for clearer
labelling of Al-generated con-
tent and closer collaboration
with device makersto crypto-
graphically “fingerprint”
authentic media at the
moment of capture, creating
a verifiable trail of prove-
nance.

“Detection will only get
harderas Al becomesbetterat
imitating reality,” he warned.

“Rather than focusing

solely on spotting fakes, it
may be more practical to ver-
ifywhat’s real.”

His comments underlinea
growing concern across the
techindustry: as generative Al
blurs the line between real
and synthetic, social-media
authenticity may depend less
on flawless visuals—and more
on the trust users place in the
imperfecthumansbehind the
screen.

Experts say the shift could
reshape influencer marketing
and brand campaigns, forcing
advertisers to prioritise gen-
uine engagement over aes-
thetic perfection.

As Al tools proliferate, the
premium on originality and
human nuance is likely to
increase, making authentic-
ity a defining currency in the
social media economy of the
future.
