TVS Motor gains speed
on EVs, premium bikes

Analysts see
exports, capacity
expansion keeping
engine humming
through Y28

TVS Motor Company is well placed
to outperform the domestic two-
wheeler (2W) industry, supported
by rising market share in scooters,
premium motorcycles, electric
vehicles (EVs), and exports, analysts
said. The company has delivered
healthy returns over the years,
aided by consistent market-share
gains across key domestic and
export segments, along with grad-
ual margin improvement. Analysts
expect this outperformance to con-
tinue from 2025-26 (FY26) through
2027-28 (FY28), backed by a healthy
product launch pipeline.

On Thursday, the stock settled
1.5 per cent lower at ¥3,469.2 on the
BSE, against a 1 per cent rise in the
benchmark Sensex. The stock has
rallied 27.2 per cent over the past
year, compared with a 7.3 per cent
decline in the Sensex.

TVS finishes FY26 with
full-throttle growth
TVS reported revenue of ¥12,807.6
crore in the fourth quarter (Janu-
ary-March/Q4) of FY26, up 34.1 per
centyear-on-year (Y-o-Y), driven by
strong volume growth and a better
product mix. The company sold
1,560,432 units during the quarter,
up 28.3 per cent Y-o-Y, while the
average selling price rose toX82,077.
Operationally, earnings before
interest, tax, depreciation, and
amortisation (Ebitda) rose 26 per
cent Y-o0-Y toX1,679.5 crore. Ebitda
margin remained steady at 13.1 per
cent despite higher commodity
costs. Net profit increased 17.1 per
cent Y-0-Y toX997.7 crore.

Brokerages expect TVS to continue
gaining market share in 2026-27
(FY27), particularly in scooters,
electric two-wheelers (e2Ws), and
exports.

The company is targeting further
market-share gains through its
multi-variant EV portfolio and
recent launches in e3Ws. Emkay
Global Financial Services main-
tained its “buy” rating with a target
price of 4,800, calling TVS a key
beneficiary of India’s EV transition.

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Contra funds: Can you
weather long periods
of underperformance?

The Securitiesand Exchange Board
of India’s (Sebi’s) February 2026 cir-
cular allowed fund houses to offer
both value and contra funds, pro-
vided the overlap between the two
schemesdid notexceed 50 percent.
Earlier, asset management com-
panies (AMCs) could offer either of
thetwo categories. At present, there
arethree contraschemeswith com-
bined assetsunder management of
71,912 crore. Motilal Oswal Contra
Fund’s new fund offer is currently
open.

Different from value funds
A contra fund invests against pre-
vailing market sentiment. “Itinvests
in sectors or stocks that are out of
favour, ignored, under-owned, or
temporarily mispriced, with the
potential for turnaround or rerat-
ing,” says Bhalchandra Shinde, fund
manager, Motilal Oswal AMC.
These funds avoid popular
trades and look for businesses
where sentiment is weak but fun-
damentals have the potential to
improve. “A contrarian fund
manager takes the view that the
market has overreacted and con-
ditions will eventually normal-
ise,” says Jiral Mehta, senior

manager, research, FundsIndia.

“They are a measured bet on
the gap between today’s senti-
ment and tomorrow’s fundamen-
tals,” adds Amit Suri, mutual fund
distributor and founder, AUM
Wealth. Saurabh Bansal, founder,
Finatwork, a Sebi-registered
investment adviser, points out
that these funds bet on mispric-
ing caused by behavioural biases,
cyclical pessimism, or temporary
disruptions rather than deteriora-
tion in business quality.

Contra funds differ from value
funds. A value fund buys stocks
trading below their intrinsic value.
“They often use valuation metrics
such as low price-to-earnings or

low price-to-book ratio,” says Ragh-
vendra Nath, managing director,
Ladderup Asset Managers.

Create diversified portfolio
Contra funds can help create a
morediversified portfolio because
they do not chase the dominant
sectors and stocks of the day.
“Investors can participate in
opportunities beyond market
favourites,” says Shinde. They
offer greater valuation comfort
and lower crowding risk. These
funds take early positions in busi-
nesses that have not re-rated yet.

Risk of prolonged
underperformance

Even well-managed contra funds
can pass through multi-year
phases of underperformance.
“Evenwhen thestockcallisright, it
can take time for the market torec-
ognisethestock’svalue,” says Nath.
Contra funds could invest in value
traps. “The stock that the fund
manager may have invested in may
be cheap for structural and perma-
nentreasons rather than temporary
sentiment,” says Bansal.

Market phases when
strategy works
Some market phases suit contra

funds better than others. “They
do especially well when market
leadership broadens, valuations
normalise, and ignored sectors
start seeing earnings recovery,”
says Shinde.

These funds perform during
phases of sector rotation, when
leadership shifts from favoured
sectors to long-neglected ones
and during recoveries after sharp
corrections. Contra fundslag
when momentum dominates,
during narrow rallies, and in
late-stage bull markets.

For seasoned investors

These funds suit experienced inv-
estors with a long horizon. “Inves-
tors should already have a core
portfolio and should want style
diversity,” says Mehta. They must
also be willing to stay invested
through phases of underperform-
ance. First-time investors, risk-
averse ones, and those with short
horizons should avoid these funds.

Use as satellite allocation
Use contra funds as part of the sat-
ellite portfoliorather thanasacore
holding. Mehta suggests an invest-
ment horizon of seven years or
more. “Contra funds are associ-
ated with mean reversion oppor-
tunities over time rather than
short-term momentum,” says
Feroze Azeez, joint chief executive
officer (CEO), Anand Rathi Wealth.
Bansal suggests an allocation
of up to 10 per cent of the
equity portfolio. Azeez cautions
against investing in a new fund
offer. “In a bull market, check
whether the fund manager is
still following a contrarian
approach or has started chasing
momentum,” says Suri.

Closing an active card may
weaken this record.

Users may want to avoid
annual fees, reduce the tempta-
tion to overspend, or simplify
finances by managing fewer cards.
But experts say cancellation
should usually be the last option.
