PART 2 OF MATHS TEXTBOOK GANITA PRAKASH RELEASED RECENTLY

New NCERT Class 7 book traces
algebra & more to ancient India

New Delhi, November7

NCERT’S RECENTLY released
Class7mathematicstextbookin-
cludes multiple mentions of
ancient Indian contributions to
the subject and says concepts
such as algebra were first devel-
oped byIndian mathematicians.
This is the second part of
NCERT’s (National Council of
Educational Research and
Training) Ganita Prakash text-
book for Class 7. Part 1, which
also contained such references,
was released earlier this year.

Part 2 cites examples from
Sanskrit texts, includes prob-
lems and solutions related to
the work of ancient Indian
mathematicians, and also talks
about an ancient Indian texton
geometry.

NCERT Director Dinesh
Prasad Saklani said that part of
the purpose behind introduc-
ing such concepts is to teach
students “correct history” with-
out a “skewed” colonial view.

Achapteronintegers, forin-
stance, pointsto mathematician
Brahmagupta’s 7th-century CE
text Brahmasphutasiddhanta

asbeingthe “first time thatrules
for multiplication and division
of positive and negative
numbers were articulated”. It
calls this “an important step in
the development of arithmetic
and algebra”.

This is followed by Brahma-
gupta’s rules on using positive
and negative numbers and a
maths problemrelated to them.
The textbook says Indian con-
tributions to algebraareamong
the earliest known work in the
field.

A chapter on algebraic
equations refers to ‘bijaganita’,

“also now known as algebra”,
and says that “forming ex-
pressions using symbols and
solving equations with such ex-
pressions was an important
component of mathematical
explorations in ancient India”.
The chapter refers to Brahma-
gupta’s work on adding, sub-
tracting and multiplying un-
known numbers using letters,
sayingthisisamongthe earliest
known works in algebra.
Tracing algebra to Indian
mathematicians, the chapter
says: “In the 8th century, Indian
mathematical ideas were trans-

lated into Arabic. They in-
fluenced a well-known math-
ematician named Al-Khwa-
rizmi, wholived in present-day
Iraq. Around 825 CE, he wrote
abook called Hisab al-jabr wal-
mugabala, which means ‘cal-
culation by restoring and bal-
ancing™.

It adds that these ideas
spread, and by the 12th century,
Al-Khwarizmi’s book was
translated into Latin and
brought to Europe. “The word
al-jabr from his book gave us
the word algebra, which we also
still use today,” it says.

HC split verdict on
Rashid’s cost waiver
pleato attend House

A DIVISION bench of the
Delhi High Court Friday de-
livered a rare split verdict
while hearing a pleaby Bara-
mulla MP Abdul Rashid
Sheikh, alias Engineer Ra-
shid, seeking a waiver on the
security and travel expenses
he bore to attend Lok Sabha
proceedings.

The matter was heard by a
bench of Justices Vivek
Chaudhary and Anup Bhamb-
hani. Theverdict wasreserved
in August.

Justice Chaudhary said he
rejected Rashid’s plea while
Justice Bhambhani allowed

it. The matter will now be
placed before the Delhi High
Court’s Chief Justice. It may
either be referred to a new
three-judge bench or to a
single judge whose opinion
will be decisive.
Justice Chaudhary held that
Rashid has “noright, duty, en-
titlement or privilege, as it
may be called, to attend the
parliament proceedings
while in lawful custody”.
Justice Bhambhani, how-
ever, held that the only costs
payable by Rashid would only
be towardsjail van and escort
vehicle expenses (1,036 and
31,020 per day respectively).
Hesaid Rashid is not required
to pay for the police escort.
