PRIME MINISTER Narendra
Modi dedicated to the nation
Thursdaydevelopmentprojects
wortharoundRs4,200croreand
laid the foundation stonewhile
launching a tirade against the
previousgovernmentfor“lackof
development inborderareas”.

Addressingagatheringafter
theevent,Modisaidthegovern-
ment’spriorityistodevelopbor-
derroads,whererapidgrowthis
taking place. The projects in-
cludedevelopment,road,power,
irrigation,drinkingwater,horti-
culture, education, health and
disastermanagement.

“They (the previous govern-
ment) did not develop the bor-
der areas, fearing that our ene-
mies might use them to enter
the state. India today has left
such thoughts behind and
moved forward…Over the last
nine years, we havemade over
4,200 km of road, 250 bridges,
and22tunnels in theborderar-
eas. We are also planning to
bring trains to our borders,” he
said.

India is touching new
heights,hesaid,emphasisingon
the connection between
Uttarakhand and the
Chandrayaan-3 success as the
landing point is called Shiv-
Shakti Point. “...In a world sur-
rounded by challenges, India’s
voice isgettingstronger.”

Modi pointed out that the
decade-old demand for ‘One
RankOne Pension’was fulfilled
by the government, which has
givenoverRs70,000croretoex-
servicemen, benefitting over
75,000 families inUttarakhand.

Underliningtheconnectivity
between Kedarnath and
Manaskhand, Modi said the
Manaskhand Mandir Mala

Mission that started Thursday
will makemany templesmore
accessibletothedevotees inthe
Kumaon region and boost
tourism.

“People do not knowmuch
about this area. But when they
seeModi has visited here, they
will think theremust be some-
thing. Be prepared, the number
of tourists is going to increase,”
he said, adding that in the next
four-five years, Rs 4,000 crore
willbeinjectedtodealwithnat-
uraldisasters inUttarakhand.

Earlier, PM visited Parvati
Kund in Uttarakhand’s
Pithoragarh district and offered
prayersat theShivatemple. PM
Modi landedat Jolingkongheli-
padinPithoragarhdistrictat8.45
amandtravelledhalfakilometre
by car to reach Parvati Sarovar
and Shiva Temple on the top of
theHimalayas.

Hemeditatedfor25minutes,
a government statement said.
Modibecamethecountry’s first
prime minister to visit Adi
Kailash.

Adi Kailash in Pithoragarh

district at an altitude of over
14,000 feet is adjacent to the
China-Nepal border, which the
Hindus believe is the residence
of Lord Shiva’s family. Then at
Gunji villagehe interactedwith
the locals about his ‘Vocal for
Local’ scheme and other devel-
opmentprojects.

He also met the people of
RanSamajKalyanSamiti,andin-
teracted with Army, ITBP, and
BROpersonnel.Rancommunity
members gave Modi an urn
filled with holy water from
Mansarovar.

WITH BATTLELINES being
drawn for the Telangana
Assembly elections scheduled
forNovember30,stateBJPpres-
ident and Union minister G
Kishan Reddy has said that the
saffronpartywouldtrytoensure
10percentreservationfortribals
if the party comes to power by
clinching thepolls.

KishanReddy,whoisalsoan
MP from Secunderabad, made
this promise after offering
prayersat theMedaramtemple
of tribal goddesses Sammakka
and Sarakka inMulugu district
Wednesday. He was visiting
Mulugu days after Prime
Minister Narendra Modi an-
nounced that a Central Tribal
University would be set up in
MuluguatacostofRs900crore.

More than a year ago, the
BharatRashtraSamiti(BRS)gov-

ernment ledbyChiefMinisterK
Chandrashekar Rao or KCR had
issuedanotificationfor increas-
ing the ST (Scheduled Tribes)
quota from 6 per cent to 10 per
cent in thestate.

The Telangana Congress is
also likely to make a similar
pledgefortribalsinitsmanifesto
beingreadied.Thepointhowever
remains that increasing the ST
quotawould breach the current
50percentreservationceilingfor
the SCs (Scheduled Castes), STs
and OBCs (Other Backward
Classes), set by the Supreme
Court, andcouldnotbeofficially
implementedwithout possibly
enactingaconstitutionalamend-
ment. Any proposed hike in ST
quota beyond this cap has to be
thusapprovedbytheCentre.

TheleadersfromtheBRS,BJP
andCongressparties say that in
undivided Andhra Pradesh, the
STpopulationwas6percentbut
following the state'sbifurcation
it went up to 10 per cent in the
separateTelanganastate.

“Ourpromisetoincreasethe
STquotaisbasedontribalpopu-
lationinTelanganawhichisarou-
nd 10 per cent,’’ Kishan Reddy
said Thursday. He also claimed
that till theCentreapprovesthis
proposal, therewould be other
waysof implementingit.

“The BJP is looking to win
the tribal votes in the 11 ST
Assembly constituencies in
Telangana with this promise.
ThefiveSTconstituenciesinthe
erstwhile undivided
Khammamdistrictandthreein
Adilabadcanbeverycrucial,'' a
BJP leader said. The Adilabad
parliamentary seat is also re-
served for ST and the BJP's
SoyamBapuRaohadwonfrom
there in the May 2019 Lok
Sabhaelection.
