says AAIB, urges restraint

FE BUREAU
New Delhi, July 17

IN THE WAKE of mounting
international speculation over
the cause of the Air India flight
171 crash, the Aircraft Acci-
dent Investigation Bureau
(AAIB) on Thursday issued a
statement, urging media and
the public to refrain from
drawing premature conclu-
sions while the investigation
remains ongoing.

The appeal came hours
after The Wall Street Journal
reported that the cockpit
voice recorder of the plane
suggests that the first officer
questioned the captain about
switching off the aircraft’s
fuel supply just seconds
before the crash. Citing
unnamed sources, the report
identified the voices captured
in the recording and high-
lighted the confusion in the
cockpit, reviving speculation
around possible human error.

The June 12 crash killed
260 people shortly after the
flight took off from Ahmed-
abad for London Gatwick.
AAIB, which released a pre-
liminary report last week, has
now reiterated that it is too
early to pinpoint the cause.

“It has come to our atten-
tion that certain sections of
the international media are
repeatedly attempting to

AAIB director-general, said.
“Such actions are irresponsi-
ble,especiallywhile the inves-
tigation remains ongoing.”

Without naming the WSJ
report directly, the AAIB
warned that efforts to assign
blame at this stage risk
compromising the integrity
of the probe. “This is not
the time to create publicanx-
iety or angst towards the
safety of the Indian aviation
industry, particularly on the
basis of unfounded facts,”
Yugandhar said.

The bureau stressed that
the preliminary reportis only

meant to outline “what” hap-
pened, and not “why”. The
detailed examination of flight
data and cockpit recordings,
along with technical assess-
ments, are still underway. “At
this stage, it is too early to
reach any definite conclu-
sions. The final investigation
reportwill come out with root
causes and recommenda-
tions,” AAIB said.

The bureau also under-
scored its track record of pro-
fessional,independent inves-
tigations, noting it has
handled 92 accidentsand 111
serious incidents since its
inception in 2012. The probe
into the A1 171 crash is being
conducted inlinewith the Air-

craft (Investigation of Acci-
dents and Incidents) Rules,
2017, and the standards laid
outin ICAO Annex 13.
Investigators are exploring
both human and mechanical
possibilities behind the inad-
vertent shutdown of the air-
craft’s engines.
Acknowledging the
intense public interest and
the grief of the victims’ fam-
ilies, AAIB said it would
release updates when appro-
priate. “It is essential to
respect the sensitivity of the
loss faced by family members
of deceased passengers, crew
of the aircraft and other
deceased  persons on
ground,”’ the bureau said.

L'OREAL CEO NICOLAS
Hieronimus laid it on the
table in June when he told
Indian reporters in Paris
that he saw the countryasa
land of opportunities. “It is
one of the fastest-growing
beauty marketsin the world
and is a big priority for
L’Oreal,” he said.

Contributing just over
1% to L’Oreal’s global
turnover of $47 billion (34
lakh crore), the topline of
the Indian operations of the
company (at 5,685 crore in
FY25) hardly reflects the
ambitions of its CEO. The
French major wants to dial
up growth and more than
double the businessin India
over the next few years.The
appointment of Jacques
Lebel this week as the coun-
try manager for India (effec-
tive October 1) must be
viewed through this lens,
industry executives said.
He succeeds company vet-
eran and current country
head Aseem Kaushik,
who will transition to
the role of chairman.

Lebel has been described
as one with a “sharp and
aggressive mind”, who will
bring his multiple-market
and cross-cate-
gory experi-
ence to India.
The con-
sumer goods
veteran, who
has  previ-
ously worked
with Procter & Gamble
(P&G) and AB InBev, has
nearly two decades behind
him. He has worked in
Europe, US, Africa, West Asia
and Latin America and is
said to have a deep under-
standing of brands across

and beverages. India is not
alien to Lebel as he was a
marketing and innovation
leader for P&G’s oral care
business 10years ago,spear-
heading expansion of the
Oral-B brand in India, West
Asia and Africa.
L’Oreal Mexico has con-
sistently shown
strong growth
in the con-
sumer prod-
ucts division,
notably in
haircare, skin-
care and
makeup, industry sources
said, thanks to Lebel’s execu-
tion abilities and strategic
thinking. The consumer
products division drives
mainly mass-market brands
(such as L’Oreal Paris), and
Mexico, like India, is one of
the two priority markets for
the beauty major alongside
Brazil in Latin America.
Recent years have seen
L’Oreal India face increas-
ing competition from not
just legacy players such as
Hindustan Unilever and
Godrej Consumer, but
also direct-to-consumer
brands and retailers such
as Nykaa and Reliance’s
Tira as well as a steady
stream of international
labels that have made a
beeline here. A Redseer-
Nykaa report values India’s
beauty market at $20
billion, which is
slated to touch

by 2028 as consumers seek
better products, backed by
higher disposable incomes
and greater awareness of
beauty trends thanks to the
explosion of social media
channels (such as Insta-
gram) and influencers.

Beauty is uniquely posi-
tioned, an industry execu-
tive said, because it touches
people across age groups
and incomes. “A housewife
in a small town is as inter-
ested in the most trending
beauty topic as is a Gen Z
consumer or millennial.
This is both an opportunity
and challenge because while
you may have a large
addressable market, the
challengeis toberelevant to
each one of them in terms
of price, packaging, posi-
tioning and trade channel,”
he said.

The French major is
believed to be counting on
Lebel to drive growth at the
Indian unit, much like he
did in Mexico. Both India
and Mexico are currently
ranked among L'Oreal’s top
15 markets globally. The
growth rate of the India
business of L’Oreal, how-
ever, has been around
14-15% per annum in
terms of topline in recent
years,lower than the around
30% growth rate perannum
it was seeing earlier.

Industry executives say
that the L’Oreal global man-
agement hopes to see India
get into the list of top 10
markets in the future, tap-
ping a growing base of con-
sumers across the country,
using a combination of
affordable and premium
products. The company
reaches around 250 million
consumerswith its products
across the country. Lebel will
look to push this number up
as he targets greater reach
for the beauty major’s
brands in India.
