Suspecting foul play in count-
ing, the Congress in Rajasthan 
has asked its counting agents to 
remain at the counting table 
until the last vote count.

WB POLICE SEEK NAVY 
HELP OVER BANGLADESH

After several failed at-
tempts to trace the body of 
slain Bangladesh MP An-
warul Azim Anar, the West 
Bengal police have engaged 
an Indian Navy team from 
Visakhapatnam to search a 
canal in Kolkata where
pieces of his dismembered 
body were said to have 
been thrown. 

Although the accused, 
butcher Jihad Hawaldar, 

has claimed that a trolley 
bag and a weapon used in 
the murder were also 
thrown along with the 
MP’s flesh in the canal at 
Bagjola in the Bhangore 
area, the searches held by 
the CID over more than a 
week have not yielded any 
results. 

According to sources, a
team of Dhaka police has 
been in Nepal in search of 
others who were involved 
in the crime and are sus-
pected to be in Nepal.

In a major breakthrough, the al-
leged kingpin of Iran-based organ 
trade racket, was nabbed from a 
Hyderabad hotel by the Kerala 
police while he was planning to 
leave the country. Identified as 
Ballamkonda Ramaprasad aka 
Prathapan, 41, a resident of Vija-
yawada, Andhra Pradesh,  he  al-
legedly introduced  his victims to 
the mafia in Iran.

Prathapan was nabbed by a 
special investigation team (SIT) 
led by Ernakulam district police 
chief Vaibhav Saxena.  

“Prathapan is the kingpin of a 

major organ smuggling racket 
operating in the country. He was 
the chief coordinator of organ 
trade. He was responsible for 
finding the donor, conducting 
medical examination and ensur-
ing that the person was medically 
fit to donate organs,” said Sax-
ena. 

The police worked meticu-
lously to establish the links of Sa-
bith Nasar of Thrissur, who was 
arrested on his arrival from Iran 
with Prathapan. 

The gang targeted poor and il-
literate rural people from Mad-
hya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Hy-
derabad, and Delhi. They earned 
Rs 50 lakh to Rs 1 crore for each 

organ sold while the donors  re-
ceived only Rs 5 lakh to Rs 6 lakh 
each, said a  police officer.  A 
youth from Thirunellayi in Pa-
lakkad was the only person on 
the list from Kerala, he said. 

Prathapan had himself got in 
touch with the operators of the 
racket for the first time to donate 
a kidney. However, the donation 
failed as he was found to have 
contracted some disease during 
medical examination ahead of 
the harvest.

While his efforts to donate his 
kidney failed, he sniffed an op-
portunity for organ sale as Iran 
had legalized organ donation 
from non-related persons in 1988. 

Later, he became an active 
member of the racket and its 
deals were centered in Iran, the 
police said.While Sabith Nasar 
was the key person in Kerala, he 
was reporting to one Madhu, a 
resident of Kochi, who was lead-
ing the operations of the racket 
from Iran. 

As per investigations, Madhu 
arrived in Delhi last year. Then 
Prathapan, Sabith Nasar and 
Madhu formed a shell company, 
which was controlled by one Sa-
jith Shyam, who was already de-
tained by the police. 

The police  said the gang con-
tacted donors through social 
media platforms. Prathapan sent 

them to Iran after completing the 
medical formalities. Sabith flew 
ahead to Iran, received the 
donors and ensured that they re-
turned home after the organs 
were harvested. 

Due to international ramifica-
tions and with reports that part 
of the money may have gone to 
terror funding, tCentral 
agencies, including NIA, are also 
investigating the case, and have 
completed the preliminary probe, 
said sources.

Sources said the Iranian gov-
ernment’s compensation scheme 
for organ donors and the legal 
backing it provides could have 
motivated organ trafficking.

�EC has agreed to count 
postal ballots first�  

NEW DELHI: The opposition 
on Monday said the Election 
Commission (EC) has agreed 
to its request of counting the 
postal ballots first on June 4, 
when the results of the Lok 
Sabha polls are scheduled to 
be declared, and stressed that 
this is the participatory 
manner of promoting the 
spirit of democracy in a non-
adversarial fashion. 

Leaders from the INDIA op-
position bloc had urged the 
EC on Sunday to ensure that 
on June 4, the postal ballots
are counted and their results 
declared before the outcome 
of the EVMs is announced, 
and said the poll panel should 
issue clear guidelines on the 
counting process and ensure 
that those are implemented. 
A delegation of leaders from 
the Indian National Develop-
mental Inclusive Alliance 
(INDIA), including the Con-
gress's Abhishek Singhvi, 
met the full bench of the EC 
on Sunday, ahead of Tues-
day's counting of the votes 
polled in the LS polls.

partners in the best interests 
of the INDIA bloc coalition". 

He also cited the examples 
of West Bengal and Kerala. 

The senior DMK leader, 
however, said that the Con-
gress leaders, including 
Rahul Gandhi and Priyanka 
Gandhi, had worked hard 

and there were huge crowds 
present at the rallies of both 
leaders. 

Bharathi added that due to 
the high voltage campaign 
of Rahul Gandhi and Pri-
yanka Gandhi, Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi was
forced to alter his campaign 
schedule. 

Before the different Exit 
Poll results were announced 
on Saturday, IANS had re-
ported of DMK leadership 
not averse to switching sides 
and entering into an alliance 
with the NDA if the NDA 
falls short of a majority in 
forming the government at 
the Centre. 

The BJP and DMK were in 
political alliance during the 
Atal Bihari Vajpayee-led 
NDA government.
