looks to rewind & reset

PAYTM WAS THE poster boy for
India’s tech startups,onlytolose two-
thirds of its value since its IPO and
become a symbol of the industry’s
crash. Now its founder promises a
sharpened focus on financial perfor-
mance to convince investors of the
money-losing company’s prospects.
The digital-payments provider is
set to become India’s first internet
company to hit $1 billion in annual
revenue by the end of this fiscal in
March,said Vijay Shekhar Sharma, 44.
The brand, known formallyas One97
Communications, is also shifting its
attention from growth toward prof-
itability,Sharmasaid in his firstexten-
siveinterviewfollowing the high-pro-
file public debut in November.
“We’re earnestly chasing the $1-
billion goal,” he said during an hour-
long conversation lastweekat Paytm’s
new chrome-and-glass headquarters
in Noida. “For me, the public listing
was a sort of graduation, and taking
Paytm to break-even and to profits
gives mea clarity of purpose”
Paytm’s stock-price collapse exac-
erbated a crisis for India’s startups,
sending valuations plummeting as
investors began to grow cautious
about their earnings potential.
Describing his approach as a
rewind-and-reset,Sharmais onamis-
sion to win back investors.And he’ll
havehishands full: Paytm’s operating
losses widened over the past year to
about $350 million, competition is
intensifying and investors have lam-

basted the lack of clarity in the com-
pany’s business model.

One step toward regaining trustis
a demystifying of Paytm’s revenue
structure,said the founder,whoisalso
the company’s CEO. He said its work
can be simplified to two short lines:
Paytm isin the business of payments,
and it sells loans. “I want to make
Paytm the most relevant payments
company of our times,”he said.

To expand Paytm’s reach, Sharma
has steadily ramped up its lending
business. While taking on traditional
banks is a challenge, Paytm is con-
vinced it’ll win over users in what is
currentlya credit-starved market.

In both payments and lending,
Paytm has started to publish more
metrics. It’s revealed more data on
users, revenue streams and loan dis-
bursals, treating investors on parwith
board members — and so far, the
numbers have been beating internal

expectations,Sharma said.
Sharma,who grew up the son of a
teacher in Aligarh, founded Paytm
parent One97 Communications over
two decades ago. The firm began
offering digital payments in 2014,
and has since snared a who’s who of

global investors, including SoftBank 4

Group, Berkshire Hathaway and An
Group. If the early years were chal-
lenging, this has been Paytm’s most
gruelling phase ever.The IPO shone
light on Paytm’s business model,
allowing investors to more closely
scrutinise its earnings logicand valu-
ation.Thefounderdefended both, cit-
ing the successfullistings of peerslike
Nykaa and Zomato and bankers’
advice onthe maturity of Paytm’s rev-
enue model. Paytm plunged 27% on
the first day and is currently down
more than 60% from its IPO price.

“Onhindsight,the pricingand the
timing look haywire,” said Sharma.
“Used to private exitswhere thingsare
a lot more under control, we weren’t
prepared for this.”

In the past months, Sharma has
told investors his strategy will allow
Paytm to reach operational break-
even by September 202 3.The com-
panyhasslashed spendingand s con-
sidering an exit from a pricey cricket
sponsorship and terminating an
agreement to acquire insurer Raheja
QBE General Insurance.

Putting his money where his
mouth is, Sharma said his personal
stock grants will vest only after the
shares stay sustainably above the
IPO offer price.
