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SUMMERY OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE 19" ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
HELD THROUGH VIDEO CONFERENCING

A. Date, time and venue of the Annual General Meeting:

The 19" Annual General Meeting (“AGM?”) of the Company was held today i.e. on Monday, September 22,
2025, through video conferencing (“VC”) in compliance with the applicable provisions of the Companies
Act, 2013 and the relevant Circulars issued by the Ministry of Corporate Affairs (“MCA”) and the
Securities and Exchange Board of India (“SEBI”). The AGM commenced at 03.00 p.m. and concluded at
3.40 p.m. (including the time allowed for e-voting during the AGM).

Pursuant to the Circulars issued by MCA and SEBI and in accordance with the Secretarial Standard-2 on
General Meeting issued by the Institute of Company Secretaries of India (ICSl) read with
Guidance/Clarification dated April 15, 2020 issued by ICSI, the proceedings of the AGM were deemed to
be conducted at the Registered Office of the Company.

B. Proceedings in brief:

Mr. Sanjay Karsandas Thakker chaired the proceedings of the 19" AGM of the Company and extended
the warm welcome to all the members, directors and other participants to the AGM.

Total 52 Members including Authorized Representatives has attended the meeting through VC. As the
AGM was held through VC, the facility for appointment of proxies by the members was not available.

After ascertaining that the requisite quorum was present, the Chairman declared the meeting to be in
order, at the request of the Chairman, all the Directors attending the AGM from their respective locations
introduced themselves to the Members. Six Directors of the Company, including the Chairman of the
Audit Committee, and Person authorized by the Chairman of the Stakeholders Relationship Committee,
attended the AGM. The Statutory Auditors, Secretarial Auditors and Scrutinizer’s also attended the AGM.

The Company Secretary briefed about the actions which the Company had taken for enabling members
to participate and vote on the items being considered in the AGM and informed that all efforts feasible
under the circumstances were made by the Company to enable maximum participation of the members.

The Company Secretary informed that the Company had tied up with MUFG Intime India Pvt Ltd (formerly
known as Link Intime India Pvt Ltd) to provide facility for voting through remote e-voting, e-voting during
the AGM and participation in the AGM through VC facility.

The Company Secretary informed the Members that pursuant to Section 108 of the Companies Act,
2013, Rule 20 of the Companies (Management and Administration) Rules, 2014, read with Regulation 44
of SEBI (LODR) Regulations, 2015, the Company had extended the remote e-voting facility provided by
MUFG Intime India Pvt Ltd (formerly known as Link Intime India Pvt Ltd) ("remote e-voting”) to the
Members of the Company in respect of the resolutions to be passed at the Meeting. The remote e-voting
commenced at 9.00 a.m. IST on Friday, September 19, 2025 and ended at 5.00 p.m. IST on Sunday,
September 21, 2025. The Chairman informed the Members that the facility for voting through e-voting
system was made available during the Meeting for Members who had not casted their vote prior to the
Meeting.

Thereafter, the Chairman addressed the Members and delivered his speech.
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Thereafter, the following items as set out in the Notice convening the 19" AGM of the Company, were
transacted at the AGM:

Company Secretaries, as the Secretarial Auditors and fix their Resolution

remuneration.

Thereafter, the moderator opened the Question & Answer session for the members to ask their queries.
The Company had received 5 speaker registration requests. On the invitation of the Chairman, the
Members who had registered themselves as speakers, addressed the Meeting through VC and expressed
their views and sought clarifications mainly on the Company's accounts, business and operations of the
Company. The Chairman appropriately responded to the queries raised by the Members and provided
necessary clarifications.

The Chairman concluded his speech by placing on record his appreciation and gratitude for all the
stakeholders for having reposed their trust and confidence in the Company.

The Chairman Informed the members that the voting at the Meeting shall be available for 30 minutes
post closure of the Meeting for those members who have not cast their votes during the Remote E-voting
and Voting Results shall be declared and disseminated on the website of the Company, the Registrar &
Share Transfer Agent and the Stock Exchanges.

All the resolutions set forth in the 19" AGM notice are deemed to be passed on September 22, 2025,
subject to receipt of requisite majority.
