2. A Member entitled to attend and vote at the extra ordinary general meeting (the

carrying voting rights. A member holding more than ten percent of the total share 
capital of the company carrying voting rights may appoint a single person as proxy 
and such person shall not act as a proxy for any other person or shareholder.

OF THE COMPANIES ACT, 2013 
 

The Explanatory Statement pursuant to Section 102 of the Companies Act, 2013 (the “Act”), 
given hereunder sets out all material facts relating to the special business mentioned at the 
said Item of the accompanying Notice.  
 
Item No. 1 
 
M/s. DKN & Associates, Chartered Accountants (FRN:120386W) have tendered their 
resignation from the position of Statutory Auditors, resulting into a casual vacancy in the 
office of Statutory Auditors of the company.  
 
As envisaged by section 139(8) of the Companies Act, 2013 (“Act”) casual vacancy caused 
by the resignation of auditor can be filled by the shareholders/members in General Meeting 
within three months from the date of recommendation of the Board. The Audit Committee 
and the Board of Directors of the Company at its meeting held on April 25, 2023, 
respectively, recommended that M/s NGST & Associates, Chartered Accountants (FRN: 
135159W), be appointed as the Statutory Auditors of the Company to fill the casual vacancy 
caused by the resignation of M/s. DKN & Associates.
