March 2025, and its profit and other comprehensive income, changes in equity and its cash 

flows for the year ended on that date. 

Basis of Opinion 

We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) specified under 

Section 143(10) of the Act. Our responsibilities under those SAs are further described in the 

Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the Standalone Financial Statements section of our 

report. We are independent of the Company in accordance with the Code of Ethics issued by the 

Institute of Chartered Accountants of India together with the ethical requirements that are 

relevant to our audit of the standalone financial statements under the proviSions of the Act and 

the Rules thereunder, and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with 

statements.

Key Audit Matters 

Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional judgment, were of most 
significance in our audit of the standalone financial statements of the current period. These 
matters were addressed in the context of our audit of the standalone financial statements as a 
whole, and in forming our opinion thereon, and we do not provide a separate opinion on these 
matters. We have determined that the matter described below to be the key audit matter to be 
communicated in our report. 

Ca) We refer to the note number 13 of the financial statements, the company has issued 
listed, secured, redeemable, non-convertible debentures of Rs. 3000 lacs on private 
placement basis. 

Emphasis of Matter 

(a) Balance of Debtors, Creditors & Advances as at March 31, 2025 are subject to confirmation and 
reconciliation consequential effect (if any) on the financial statement remains unascertained. 

(b) The inventory has been physically verified by the management and it being a technical matter we 
are unable to comment upon the quantity, pricing and method being used for valuation of the 
inventory and have relied upon the value and quantity certified by the management. 

(c) We have observed that the company has made deposits amounting to Rs. 300.00 lakhs with Bank 
of Baroda. The company has informed that such payment has been made to cover the expenses to 
be incurred by Bank of Baroda in order to withdraw the cases filed by them against the company 
at various forums. 

(d) The Hon'ble Executive Director CEO) of SEBI has passed an order dated May 31, 2023 (bearing 
No. QjA/SP /CFID/FID-SEC4/26875/2023-24) in the inatter of M/s Magnum Ventures Limited 
and imposed penalty under section 15HA & 15HB of the SEBI Act, 1992 amounting to Rs. 
12,00,000 on the company and collectively a penalty of Rs. 54,00,000 on directors and KMPs of 
the Company and restrained them from accessing the securities market and further prohibited 
from buying, selling or dealing in securities, either directly or indirectly, in any manner 
whatsoever, for a period of one year from the date of this Order. The provision of Rs. 12,00,000 
has been made in the books of accounts. 

(e) 

Subsequent to the said order, the Company has appealed before the Hon'ble Securities Appellate 
Tribunal, Mumbai CHon'ble SAT), however Hon'ble SAT vide its order dated July 13, 2023 did 
not provide any interim relief to the company and directed the Company to deposit the penalty 
amount which shall be subject to the result of the appeal. 

We observe that the company had duly deposited the penalty amount in compliance to the order 
of Hon'ble SAT and the matter was listed for April 7, 2025 wherein the matter has further being 
adjourned to July 21, 2025. 

Our opinion is not modified in respect of the above emphasis. 
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Other Information 

The Company's Management and Board of Directors are responsible for the other information. 

The other information comprises the information included in the Company's annual report, but 

does not include the financial statements and auditor's report thereon. 

Our opinion on the standalone financial statements does not cover the other information and 

we do not express any form of assurance conclusion thereon. 

In connection with our audit of the standalone financial statements, our responsibility is to read 
the other information and. in doing so, consider whether the other information is materially 
inconsistent with the standalone financial statements or our knowledge obtained in the audit or 
othenvise appears to be materially misstated. If, based on the work we have performed. we 
conclude that there is a material misstatement of this other information, we are required to 

report that fact. We have nothing to report in this regard.
