Central Government, from amongst themselves. As the present public shareholding in the
Bank is 26.40%, Bank can have two Shareholder Director on the Board to be elected by the
shareholders other than the Central Government from amongst themselves as per the
provisions under Section 9 (3) (i) of the Banking Companies (Acquisition & Transfer of
Undertakings) Act, 1970.

(i) The Bank had two Shareholder Directors, namely Shri Praveen Kumar and Shri Mrutyunjay
Mahapatra.

(i) Shri Mrutyunjay Mahapatra was elected as Shareholder Director by the shareholders of the
Bank at Annual General Meeting held on 30.06.2025 and assumed office on 01.07.2025 for a
period of 3 years till 30.06.2028.

(iv) Shri Mrutyunjay Mahapatra vide his letter dated 06.07.2025 submitted his resignation as a
Shareholder Director of the Bank and has ceased to be Director of the Bank w.e.f. 07.07.2025.

(v) Consequent upon cessation of directorship of Shri Mrutyunjay Mahapatra, casual vacancy for
one Shareholder Director has arisen in our Bank.

(vi) As per Para 11B of the Nationalised Banks (Management and Miscellaneous Provisions)
Scheme, 1970, stipulates that (i) where any vacancy occurs before the expiry of the term of
office of an elected director, the vacancy shall be filled in by election and (ii) the person so
elected shall hold office for the unexpired portion of the term of his predecessor. Accordingly,
the term of office of the Shareholder Director proposed to be elected in Casual vacancy will
be upto 30.06.2028 i.e. upto the unexpired portion of the term of his predecessor, Shri
Mrutyunjay Mahapatra.

(vi)The Shareholders (other than the Central Government) are therefore entitled to send their
nominations as per the procedure detailed in various and relevant Acts / Scheme /Regulations
/ Notification /Directions from the Central Government/ RBI.
