Advertisements pertaining to
offshore betting were most
violative of the advertising codes
in2025-26 (FY20). This industry
accounted for 6,933 of the 9,000-
plus violations recorded, accord-
ingtothe latest annual complaints
report of the Advertising Stan-
dards Council of India (Asci), a
self-regulatory body, released on
Thursday. The others were related
torealty, personal care, food and
beverages, and products found in
breach of the Drugs and Magic
Remedies (DMR) Act.

From April 2025 to March 2026,
Ascireviewed 11,581 cases —a
21 per cent year-on-year (Y-0-Y)
rise — pertaining to 9.841ads
(37 per cent Y-0-Y rise). Of the ads
scrutinised, those on digital plat-
forms dominated in terms of viol-
ations (97.4 per cent), underscoring
how the digital ecosystem is used
toamplify misleading claims.
