AFTER INDIA AND Pakistan
agreed to halt all military
actions on land, at sea,and in
the air, locals in Rajasthan’s
bordering district Jaisalmer
celebrated the development
and chanted slogans of

ated Prime Minister Naren-
dra Modi’s decision for the
understanding between India
and Pakistan.

BrahMos likely used in
attacks on PAF bases

IN RETALIATORY PRECISION
strikes on Pakistani military
bases early Saturday, the Indian
armed forces are learnt to have
gonethefull throttlebyemploy-
ing the latest missiles, guided
munitions and loitering muni-
tionsin theirarsenal.

The sites targeted were the
Pakistani bases at Rafiqui
(Shorkot, Thang), Murid (Chak-
wal), Nur Khan (Chaklala,
Rawalpindi) Rahim Yar Khan,
Sukkur and Chunian (Kasur). The
airbasesin Skardu,Bholari, Jacob-
abad and Sargodha also suffered
extensive damage. Radar sites at
Pasroorand Sialkot were targeted
using precision munitions.

Itislearnt thatair-launched
precision weapons such as the
HAMMER (Highly Agile Modu-
lar Munition Extended Range),
an air-to-surface precision-
guided munition, and the

SCALP,whichisanair-launched
cruise missile,and the BrahMos
supersonic cruise missiles were
likely used in the attacks.

The use of the BrahMos mis-
sile in the attack (there was no
official word on it though)
would mark the first-ever
demonstration of the cruise
missile inactual combat.

BrahMos Aerospace is a
joint venture between DRDO
and Russia’s NPO Mashinos-
troyeniya. The supersonic
cruise missile has been opera-
tionalised in all three wings of
the Indian armed forces and
can be launched from land, air
and sea.

The range of the missile was
originally 290 km, but was
extended to 500 km for thelatest
missiles. Work is underway to
extend its range beyond 800 km.
Both the HAMMER precision-
guided munition and the SCALP
cruise missilesarelaunched from
the IAF’s Rafale fighters.

Earlier in the day, Misri
emphasised that the actions
being undertaken by Pakistan
against India are being seen
as “escalatory” and “provoca-
tive”in nature.

response” to the Pahalgam ter-
ror attack which had brought
the “enemies to their knees”.

Congress Rajya Sabha MP
Kapil Sibal said he was “glad
that thereisa ceasefirebecause
now we won'’t see the kind of
loss of lives of innocent people
who have nothing to do with
thewar”.

Therewas,however,a sense
of unease among Opposition
parties over the role played by
the US, especially after US sec-
retary of state Marco Rubio’s
statement that India and Pak-
istan have agreed to“start talks
on a broad set of issues at a
neutral site.”
