Myntra bets on small-town content
creators to drive growth online

Singapore Airlines’ profit
talls 57% on Air India loss

Singapore Airlines on Thurs-
daysaid mountinglosses at Air
Indiasharply dragged down its
2025-26 (FY26) net profit, with
the airline pointing to “chal-
lenging operating conditions
and heightened geopolitical
uncertainty” affecting the Tata
group-owned carrier.

Singapore Airlines’ net
profit declined 57.4 per cent
year-on-year (Y-o0-Y) to $929.4
million in FY26 from $2.18 bil-
lion ayear earlier.

However, Singapore Air-
lines’ core operations

remained strong during the
year. The carrier posted a39 per
cent rise in operating profit to
$1.86 billion in FY26 from
nearly $1.34 billion in the pre-
vious year.

Singapore Airlines, which
owns 25.1 per cent of Air India,
said its “share of losses” from
the Indian airline stood at $742
million during FY26.

Based on thisdisclosure, Air
India’s total FY26 losses can be
inferred at around $2.96 billion
(about 328,337 crore).

However, the figure
remains indicative because
such accounting can include
merger-related adjustments,

valuation changes, and other
non-cash items that may not
fully reflect Air India’s standa-
lone net loss.

Evenwith those caveats, the
implied FY26 losses are dra-
matically higher than Air India
Group’s reported FY25 net loss
0f310,859 crore.

Singapore Airlines said the
fall in its net profit was “pri-

marily due to the absence” of
the one-time non-cash
accounting gain of $861.9 mil-
lion recognised after the com-
pletion of the Air India-Vistara
merger in November 2024. It
also said the “swing from a
share of profits of associated
companies last year to a loss
this year” was because the
group accounted for AirIndia’s
full-year losses in FY26, com-
pared to only four months in
the previous financial year.

Singapore Airlines also said
the carrying value of its invest-
ment in Air India stood at
about $891 million as of March
31,2026.

Signature Global eyes launches worth 15K cr

Gurugram-based realty major
Signature Global is eyeing
launches worthI15,000 crorein
2026-27 (FY27), with two more
branded residence projects in
the pipeline.

“Wearetargeting 21 per cent
growth in sales bookings
during this fiscal to 310,000
crore,” Signature Global Chair-
man and Managing Director
Pradeep Aggarwal (pictured)

told Business Standard in a
video interaction.

He added that the firm is
targeting around X6,000 crore
of its FY27 pre-sales guidance
0f10,000 crore from new pro-

jects. This would include sales
from the already branded resi-
dence project in collaboration
with Tonino Lamborghini,
valued at 4,000 crore to
34,500 crore.

“We also have two other
large projects coming up in
that same sector, each around
2 million square feet (msf),
with a combined Gross Devel-
opment Value (GDV) 0fI8,000
crore to 39,000 crore,” Aggar-
wal added.

The remaining34,000 crore

is expected to be generated
from Signature’s existing
unsold inventory. This would
include the firm’s Sarvam resi-
dential project in Sector 37D
along the Dwarka Expressway,
which hasseen 20to25per cent
of its inventory sold.

“We aim to close the inven-
tory this year,” he said.“We
also expect our collections to
grow by 25 per cent this year,
moving from 34,000 crore to
over 35,000 crore in FY27”
Aggarwal added.

Myntra expects India’s next
wave of online shopping
growth to come from small-
town content creators. The
fashion retailer haslaunched a
new affiliate feature within its
Ultimate Glam Clan (UGC) cre-
ator programme, as the firm
deepens its push into creator-
led commerce amid growing
convergence among content,
community, and online shop-
ping. The company said the
move is part of its broader effort
to bring 1 million creators into

India’s digital commerce eco-
system.

As fashion discovery shifts
from catalogue-driven browsing
to content-led explora-
tion, creators and
online communities
are  increasingly
shaping how con-
sumersfind trends,
products and
brands.

Creator-led shopping
already contributesabout 10 per
cent of Myntra’s revenue,
according to Sunder Balasubra-
manian, Myntra’s chief
marketing officer.
“We see
immense potential
in empowering
everyday shoppers
to become creators
and  meaningful
participants in this
growing  ecosystem,”
said Balasubramanian. “Our
goal is to empower 1 million
creators to drive the next wave
of India’s digital commerce.”

Users can unlock the Affili-
ate feature after creating their
first three UGC posts on
Myntra and earn commission
on eligible sales generated
through their affiliate-enabled
content. Currently, over 6 mil-
lion users have signed up for
Ultimate Glam Clan, with more
than 12 million content pieces
created on the platform.
Myntra’s overall creator eco-
system has also witnessed sig-
nificant growth, scaling from
approximately 100,000 cre-
ators per month last year to
over 500,000 active creators
per month currently.
