Officials to Strategise for WTO this Month

Meeting to focus on strategy for 14th ministerial conference, India’s trade policy review

New Delhi: India’s trade negotia-
tors will meet later this month to
draw up the strategy for the next
World Trade Organisation (WTO)
ministerial conference and prepa-
re for the country’s eighth trade
policy review (TPR) at the global
watchdog next year, officials said.

“A retreat is being planned in the
week of August 25. The agenda 1s
still fluid but the focus will be to
prepare for MCl14 and India’s
TPR,” one of the officials said.

The TPR 1s a key pillar of the
WTO’s functioning as it
enables an assessment
of thetradepoliciesand
practices of member
countries. India’s TPR
1S held every five years. The last
one was in 2021.

Usually, the review includes pre-
paration of two I1mportant re-
ports: one by the WTO Secretariat
