The Board of Directors of Motherson Sumi Wiring India Limited (‘the Company'), at its
Meeting held on Tuesday, April 28, 2026, inter- alia, recommended Dividend of Re. 0.58
(Fifty-Eight Paise only) per equity share (face value of Re. 1/- each) for the Financial Year
('FY') ended March 31, 2026, subject to the approval of the shareholders in the 6" Annual
General Meeting ('AGM'). The dividend recommended by the Board of Directors will be
paid / dispatched after the conclusion of the 6" Annual General Meeting ('"AGM') in
compliance with the Companies Act, 2013.

Notes:

1. In case, the dividend income is assessable to tax in the hands of a person other
than the registered shareholder, the registered shareholder is required to furnish
a declaration containing the name, address, PAN, number of shares, dividend
amount of the person to whom TDS credit is to be given and reasons for giving
credit to such person. In this regard, a declaration must be filed with the Company
in accordance with Rule 203(2) of the Income-tax Rules, 2026. The declaration
must consist of name, address, PAN, number of shares, dividend amount along
with other documents mentioned above depending upon the tax residency status
of such person to whom credit is to be given.

(IST), the Company shall reject such documents/ communication.

Any communication in relation to tax rate determination/ deduction received post
July 14, 2026 shall not be considered.

3. Shareholders may note that all documents to be submitted are required to be self-
attested (the documents should be signed by shareholder/authorised signatory
stating the document to be "certified true copy of the original"). In case of
ambiguous, incomplete or conflicting information, or valid
information/documents not being provided, tax at maximum applicable rate will
be deducted.
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4. In case of any discrepancy in documents submitted by the shareholder, the
Company will deduct tax at higher rate as applicable, without any further
communication in this regard.

5. Recording of valid PAN in the records of Company/ RTA is mandatory. In absence
of valid PAN, tax will be deducted at a higher rate of 20% (plus applicable surcharge
and cess) as per Section 397(2) of the IT Act, as may be applicable as per law.

6. Determination of withholding tax rate is subject to necessary verification by the
Company of the shareholder details as available with the Depository Participant in
case shares are held in dematerialized form; or RTA in case shares are held in
physical form, as on Record Date and other documents available with the
Company/ RTA. Shareholders holding shares under multiple accounts under
different residential status/ category and single PAN, may note that, higher of the
tax rate as applicable to different residential status/ category will be considered
for their entire shareholding under different accounts.

7. Further, if PAN is not as per the database of the Income-tax Portal, it would be
considered an invalid PAN.

8. In the event of a mismatch in category of shareholder (individual, company, trust,
partnership, local authority, Government, Association of Persons etc.) as per
register of members and as per fourth letter of PAN (10 digit alpha-numeric
number), the Company would consider fourth letter of PAN for determining the
category of shareholders and the applicable tax rate/ surcharge/ education cess.

9. Shareholders may note that in case the tax on said dividend is deducted at a higher
rate in absence of receipt, or insufficiency of the aforementioned
details/documents from you, an option is available to you to file the return of
income as per IT Act and claim an appropriate refund, if eligible.

10. The Company shall arrange to share a soft copy of TDS certificate in due course.
Shareholders will also be able to see the credit of TDS in Form 168, which can be
downloaded from their e-filing account at
https://www.incometaxindiaefiling.gov.in

11. In an event of any income tax demand (including interest, penalty, etc.) arising
from any misrepresentation, inaccuracy or omission of information provided by
the shareholder, the shareholder will be responsible to indemnify the Company
and also, provide the Company with all information / documents and co-operation
in any tax proceedings.
