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VIGILANCE GUIDELINES REVISED

Corruption Probe to Cover

CPSE Indp Directors Too

Our Bureau

New Delhi: The Department
of Public Enterprises (DPE)

has expanded the scope of in-

vestigation of corruption ca-
ses involving central public
sector enterprises (CPSESs),
bringing non-official and in-
dependent directors under vi-
gilance purview alongside
CMDs and CEOs.

A group of senior officers —
headed by the secretary, coor-
dination, cabinet secretariat —
will probe complaints against
top management received and
referred by the Prime Mini-
ster’s Office or cabinet secreta-
riat in instances where there
are no departmental enquiry.

The revised vigilance guide-
lines also empower chief vigi-
lance officers of CPSEs to
send enquiry reports directly
to the secretary of the concer-
ned ministry, without consul-
ting the CMD if the latter’sro-
leis also under scrutiny.

The rules are applicable to
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group of
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officers

public sector banks and finan-
cial institutions also.

The DPE has fixed a timeli-
ne of 30 days for the concer-
ned ministries and depart-
ments for submission of the
initial report on all the alle-
gations made and a maxi-
mum of 15 days for furnis-
hing any clarifications or ad-
ditional information sought
by the group of officers.

The DPE has sent the new gu-
idelines to all administrative
ministries and departments
to bring them to the notice of
CPSEs under their jurisdic-
tion and ensure compliance

on “urgent basis.”

The department emphasised
the need for adequate person-
nel to carry out investiga-
tions, disciplinary procee-
dings, and anti-corruption
work. It asked CPSEs to fill all
the vigilance posts on priority
basis and ensure 50% posts
are filled from other CPSEs.

VIGILANCE CLEARANCE:

The new guidelines also make
vigilance clearance processes
more stringent, and lays down
that clearance will be denied to
officials who fail to file annual
immovable property returns.

The ministry said core retail infla-
tion remains subdued and headline
inflation is comfortably below the
central bank’s 4% target, “affording
room for the easing cycle to be sustai-
ned.” FY26 inflation could come in be-
low the Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
expectationof 3.7%, it said.

Global crude oil prices are expected
to remain subdued, following a lar-
ger-than-anticipated production hike
by Opec and allies, it added.

The central bank started the latest
rate-easingcycle in February and has
cut the key repo rate by 100 basis po-
intssofarthisyear, t05.5%.

The ministry called on private sec-
tor companies to piggyback on go-
vernment initiatives, such as the
Employment Linked Incentive sche-
me, to bolster investment.

It acknowledged that credit growth
has slowed despite monetary easing
and a strong bank balance sheet, re-
flecting cautious borrower sentiment

and possibly risk-averse lender beha-

viour. A growing preference for the
debt market by companies, particu-

larly commercial paper, due to lower
borrowing costs, may also partly ex-
plain the shift.

The economy at this point presents a
picture of “cautiousoptimism,” there-
port said. “Despite global headwinds
marked by trade tensions, geopolitical
volatility and external uncertainties,
India’s macroeconomic fundamentals
have remained resilient,” it said.

Thanks to robust domestic demand,
fiscal prudence and monetary support,
India appears poised to continue as one
of the fastest-growing major economi-
es, with various forecasters projecting
FY26 growth rate of 6.2-6.5%, it said.

The farm sector’s performance,
backed by adequate rainfall and wa-
ter reserves, continues to serve as a
stabilising pillar for the broader eco-
nomy and will bolster rural demand
outlook, said the report.

[t cited the rural sentiment survey by
the National Bank for Agriculture and
Rural Development (Nabard). This sa-
id 74.7% of rural households expected
income growth in the coming year, the
most since the survey’s inception.

New Delhi: The MSME (Micro, Small & Medium En-
terprises) ministry has simplified the process for avai-
ling incentives under a scheme that supports reduc-
tion of material wastage to promote green practices
among micro and small enterprises (MSES).

The ministry, after reviewing the Scheme for Promo-
tionand Investment in Circular Economy (SPICE), has
created a technology portal which lists 116 technologi-
eseligibletoreceive subsidy under the scheme, said an
official aware of the development. The measure is im-
portantasthe governmentaimstoenrol 3400 MSEs un-
der the scheme by FY27.

SPICE encourages the adoption of circular economy
technology among MSEs by subsidising a part of the
technology acquisition cost.

Smaller enterprises from eleven sectors such as plas-
tic, rubber, and electronic waste, are eligible to apply
for a subsidy under the scheme. They need to apply to
banks or participating financial institutions (PFIs) to
claim a subsidy. Under the scheme, the maximum pro-
jectcostadmissibleis Rs501lakh, with a25% subsidy on
the cost of plantand machinery only.

“As part of the technology portal, the ministry has
identified 116 technologies eligible for subsidies under
SPICE,"” said the official.

The detailed listing of technologies was importantas
earlier banks would reject applications due to lack of
proper information on these.
