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JLR workforce shrinks for
first time since pandemic

The British luxury carmaker trimmed its workforce by 3% to 42,850 employees in FY26

ritish luxury carmaker Jag-
uar Land Rover ended
2025-26 with fewer employ-
ees than at the start of the
year as it pursued cost-cut-
ting measures to offset higher US tariffs
and cyberattack-related expenses
under new chief executive P.B. Balaji.
However, the first such workforce
reduction since the covid-19 pandemic
more than doubled the Tata group car-
maker's FY26 separation bill to £58
million (X742 crore) from a year ago.
JLR'sdownsizing—by 3% to 42,850
employees—came amid staff reduc-
tions elsewhere in the group. IT major
Tata Consultancy Services Ltd (TCS)
saw its total workforce fall by 3% to
617,437in FY26, during which it laid off
more than 12,000 employees and paid
1,388 crore in severance.
The Tata Motors Passenger Vehicles

—

Ltd-owned company incurred addi-
tional costs of more than £800 million
(X10,233 crore) during the fiscal year,
prompting management to introduce
multiple cost-saving initiatives. The
efforts gathered momentum after P.B.
Balaji took over as chief executive in
November 2025.

Outlets allege Swiggy listed
them on Toing sans consent

S of Swiggy have accused
the food delivery giant of
signing them up onitsstandal-
one budget food app, Toing,
without approval, and tweak-
ing menu prices without their
knowledge. Restaurant own-
ersaswell as consultants han-
dling food chains across Delhi,
Mumbai and Pune said these
alleged practices make their
menu prices vary across deliv-
ery apps and end up hurting
margins. And there’s also no
option for them to revise pri-
ces or quit just the new app.
The complaints come amid
intensifying competition in
food delivery with new
entrants such as Rapido, while
Swiggy seeks to expand
Toing’s footprint by targeting
value-conscious clients with
meals typically starting at Rs
49 and at times aslowas Rs 9.
It was first launched in Pune
in the latter half of 2025, and
expanded to Delhi-NCR in
February and to Mumbai in
March.

approval. He claimed that nei-
ther the pricing nor the dis-
count structure had been dis-
cussed or approved.
Restaurant operators said
there is currently no inde-
pendent mechanism to disable
Toing operations. “If a mer-
chant wishes to temporarily

suspend orders on Toing
because of pricing or opera-
tional concerns, the only avail-
able option is to switch off
their Swiggy listing entirely,
which directly affects their
primary food delivery busi-
ness,” said another restaurant
owner from Pune.

Swiggy did not respond to
Mint’s queries on the problems
flagged by restaurants.

The issue has not yet been
formally communicated to the
National Restaurant Associa-
tion of India. “We, however,
remain in regular dialogue
with food delivery platforms
and, if such concerns are
brought to our attention, we
will engage with all stakehold-
ers to ensure a fair and trans-
parentresolution,” said Sagar
Daryani, president of the asso-
ciation and co-founder and
chief executive of restaurant
chain Wow! Momo.

On the other hand, some
restaurants cheer the traction
they are seeing through Toing.

A restaurant owner from
NCR said the app hasemerged
asasignificant source of busi-
ness for his outlet. “Nearly 70%
of my orders are now coming
from Toing, and the service
hashelpedusalot.”
