India Inc raised 25 per cent
(or about $12 billion) more
in FY25 via external com-
mercial borrowings (ECBs)
at $61.184 billion against
$48.816 billion in FY24, at-
tracted by relatively cheaper
cost of overseas borrowings
Vvis-a-vis domestic
borrowings.

Further, ECBs spiked in
March 2025 to $11.043 bil-
lion (versus $2.824 billion in
February 2025 and $7.733
billion in March 2024), as per
RBI data. This is the biggest
resource mop-up in a month
via the ECB route in the last
couple of years.

V Ramachandra Reddy,
Head -Treasury, Karur Vysya
Bank, estimated that about
40 per cent of the total ECBs
raised during FY25 were by
non-banking finance com-
panies (NBFCs), including
Shriram Finance, Muthoot
Finance and Manappuram
Finance. Bankers say NBFCs

others.

NBFCs that raised $100
million each via ECBs in-
clude: Axis Finance. Satin
Creditcare Network,
Truhome Finance, Aditya
Birla Finance, Kisetsu Saison
Finance, TVS Credit Ser-
vices, and Fedbank Financial
Services.

According to RBDI’s latest

Variable payout cuts continue at Infosys in Q4,
down to 65% for Band 6 amid headwinds

IT services firm Infosys has
reportedly issued a quarterly
variable payout of 65 per
cent for eligible employees
in Q4 FY25 as the company
navigates a complex macroe-
conomic environment.

The current quarter’s pay-
out, however, is a sharp de-
cline from the previous
quarter when the company
gave out 80 per cent variable
payout, which was lower
than Q2’s average variable

According to media re-
ports, the payout applies to
employees in Band 6 and
lower, mostly mid-level to
junior staff, who receive
such  performance-linked
quarterly bonus payments.

Infosys declined to com-
ment on businessline’s ques-
tionnaire on whether it had
carried out such a move.

TCS PAYOUTS

Meanwhile, Tata Con-
sultancy Services (TCS) said
over 70 per cent of its global
workforce received the full
quarterly variable allowance

ers based on individual busi-
ness unit performance, in
line with its standard com-
pensation policy, as per
reports.

TCS had given out a 100
per cent variable payout to
junior employees in the two
preceding quarters while
slashing the same for senior
employees. This reduction
was attributed to a new
policy that links QVA pay-
outs to office attendance and
the company’s cost-cutting

measures in response to
global economic uncer-
tainty.

Vodafone Idea moves SC seeking
waiver of 30,000 cr AGR dues

The Supreme Court on
Thursday agreed to hear a
fresh plea of Vodafone Idea
seeking waiver of around
30,000 crore adjusted gross
revenue (AGR) dues.

Senior lawyer Mukul Ro-
hatgi, appearing for the tele-
com firm, urged a Bench,
comprising Chief Justice BR
Gavai and Justice Augustine
George Masih, that the plea
needed urgent hearing.

The telecom company has
sought a waiver of around
330,000 crore towards in-
terest, penalty and interest
on penalty components of its
AGR dues.

Rohatgi said the survival
of the petitioner firm was
crucial for maintaining com-
petition in the telecom
sector.

Now, the Centre holds a
49 per cent stake in the com-
pany following a recent
equity conversion of interest
dues, he added.

ALLEGED ERRORS

The Bench is likely to hear

the plea on November 19.
The top court had previ-

ously refused to review its
2021 order rejecting the
pleas of telecom majors in-
cluding Bharti Airtel and
Vodafone Idea for rectifica-
tion of alleged errors in cal-
culation of AGR dues payable
by them.

A Bench comprising
former Chief Justice Sanjiv
Khanna and Justices Abhay S
Oka and Sanjay Kumar dis-
missed the pleas seeking re-
view of the 2021 order in-
chambers on January 28.

On July 23, 2021, the apex
court dismissed their applic-
ations seeking rectification
of the alleged errors in calcu-
lation of AGR dues.

The telecom companies
argued that arithmetical er-

rors in the calculation be rec-
tified and there were cases of
duplication of entries.

The top court in Septem-
ber 2020 fixed a time frame
of 10 years for telecom ser-
vice providers struggling to
pay 393,520 crore of AGR re-
lated dues to clear their out-
standing amount to the
government.

In its September 2020 or-
der, the apex court said that
telecom operators should
make the payment of 10 per
cent of the total dues as de-
manded by the Department
of Telecommunications
(DoT) by March 31,2021 and
the rest should be paid in
yearly installments com-
mencing from April 1, 2021
to March 31, 2031.

The top court, which held
the demand raised by the
DoT with respect to AGR
dues as final, said there
should neither be a dispute
raised by the telecom com-
panies nor any
re-assessment.

The apex court in October
2019 delivered its verdict on
the AGRissue.

The DoT moved a plea in
the top court asking for a
staggered payment of the
dues by telcos over 20 years.

Kennametal net slips 367 y-0-y toX24.4 crin Q4
