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J&K LG orders relief for cloudburst- 
affected V|ct|ms in Doda 

Srinagar, Jammu and 
Kashmir Lieutenant Governor 
Manoj Sinha on Tuesday 
directed authorities to provide 
immediate relief to people 
affected by the cloudburst in 
the Thathri area of Doda 
district. A press statement 
from the J&K Lok Bhavan said 
the Lieutenant Governor has 
directed the Deputy 
Commissioner of Doda to 
provide immediate relief to 
affected families. 

The statement said the J&K 
L-G is closely monitoring the 
situation following the 
cloudburst. 

He spoke to Deputy 
Commissioner Doda, Krishan 
Lal, and directed him to 
ensure immediate relief and 
assistance to the affected 
families and expedite 
restoration work. 

In a post on X, the J&K L-G 
said he spoke with the DC 
Doda to assess the situation 
following the cloudburst in the 
Thathri region. While several 
houses and shops have 
suffered damage, fortunately 
no casualties or injuries have 
been reported. He directed 
the DC to ensure immediate 
relief and assistance to the 
affected families and expedite 
restoration work, including 
the clearance of NH-244. 

While many shops, 
residential houses, roads, and 
other infrastructure were 
damaged by the cdloudburst, 
no loss of life occurred due to 

the natural disaster. 
Doda district in Jammu and 

Kashmir has a long, vulnerable 
history of cloudbursts that 
trigger devastating flash 
floods and landslides, 
particularly in mountainous 
pockets like Bhalesa and 
Thathri. These sudden, 
intense downpours frequently 
sweep away local 
infrastructure, damage 
homes, and disrupt major 
transportation routes. 

Besides today’s 
cloudburst, other notable 
historical events and recurring 
incidents include a severe 
cloudburst in August 2025 that 
struck Doda district, resulting 
in the tragic deaths of at least 
four people. 

The flash floods swept 
away several residential 
houses and pedestrian 
bridges, prompting 

widespread relief and rescue 
operations. 

In June 2026, heavy 
rainfall triggered a localised 
cloudburst in Bandekhra Nalla 
near Thathri, resulting in 
significant debris flow. While 
there were no casualties, the 
event caused blockages and 
prompted authorities to issue 
localised weather warnings. 

In July 2017, one of the 
most destructive cloudbursts 
hit Thathri town in the dead 
of night. The sudden deluge 
inundated vast areas, washed 
away several homes and 
shops, and trapped many 
residents, resulting in six 
fatalities. 

The mountainous terrain 
and narrow gorges in Doda 
amplify the impact of sudden 
rains, often turning small 
streams into dangerous, 
debris-heavy flash floods. 

Punjab: Sulking Congress leaders absent 
from Baghel’s ‘damage-control’ meeting 

5, 3 Chandigarh, Amid a 
deepening rift within the 
Punjab Congress, with senior 
leader Partap Bajwa calling for 
greater discipline ahead of the 
2027 assembly elections, the 
party’s Punjab affairs in- 
charge Bhupesh Baghel on 
Tuesday said the party was 
“the onK/ option,” and people 
were looking forward to it. 

However, several “sulking” 
Congress leaders, including 
former Chief Minister 
Charanjit Channi, were 
conspicuously absent from the 
“damage-control” meeting 
called” by Baghel in 
Chandigarh. 

Toeing the “middle-way” 
path, Leader of the Opposition 
Partap Bajwa told the media 
that Bhupesh Baghel is here 
and it makes no difference if 
someone has  gone 
elsewhere. He added that 
Delhi is also the capital of 
India, and that Channi has not 
left the country. 

Party sources said Member 
of Parliament Channi and his 
supporters are likely to raise 
their concerns with the Leader 
of the Opposition (LoP) in the 
Lok Sabha, Rahul Gandhi, in 
Delhi. The development 
comes in the wake of Baghel's 
five-day visit to Chandigarh for 
consultations aimed at 
bridging differences among 
the party leadership. Baghel, 
who reached here on Monday, 
held meetings with the party’s 
working presidents and office- 
bearers, followed by 
discussions with district 
Congress presidents. While 
presiding over a meeting of

District Congress Committee 
presidents, Baghel expressed 
confidence that the party was 
fully prepared for the battle 
ahead. 

He said the people of 
Punjab were completely 
disillusioned with the Aam 
Aadmi Party, which had not 
only betrayed them but also 
brought Punjab to the brink of 
bankruptcy and lawlessness. 

He said other opposition 
parties, like the Akali Dal and 
the Bharatiya Janata Party 
(BJP), were nowhere in the 
reckoning, and people were 
looking forward only to the 
Congress. 

He said this was the time 
to meet the expectations of 
the people of the state. 

Baghel said there is 
complete unity of purpose and 
mission among the party 
leaders and workers, and that 
the mission is to see the 
Congress back in the saddle 
in Punjab in the 2027 
assembly elections, adding 
that there is a lot of energy 
and enthusiasm among the 
party’s rank and file. 

In a special message to 
the district presidents, he said 
they hold one of the most 
important and influential 
positions in the party, as they 

serve as the interface 
between the party and the 
common people. He assured 
them that they will be more 
empowered. 

Baghel will meet senior 
leaders, office-bearers, and 
workers over the next three 
days. 

Meanwhile, Sukhwinder 
Singh Danny and Raj Kumar 
Verka took charge as the 
working presidents of the 
Punjab Congress Committee. 
He also attended the 
ceremony for the newly 
elected Punjab Youth 
Congress president, Shuvam 
Devgan. 

Verka, who also met 
Channi at his residence, told 
the media that Channi is his 
friend and like a brother to 
him. He said he stands with 
Channi, and Channi stands 
with him, and there is no 
doubt about that. He added 
that all of them are with the 
Congress and are led by LoP 
Rahul Gandhi, Kharge, and 
Baghel, and that they will all 
work together. 

Baghel also held a meeting 
with the Congress Legislative 
Party leader Partap Singh 
Bajwa, Manifesto Committee 
Chairperson Amar Singh, 
Election Management and 
Coordination Committee Vijay 
Inder Singla, former Speaker 
Rana KP Singh, Co-Chairman 
of the Campaign Committee 
Sukhpal Singh Khaira, Co- 
Chairperson of Manifesto 
Committee Hardial Kambhoj, 
Co-Chairman _ Election 
Management Committee 
Kuljeet Nagra and others. 

Maha govt presents bill proposing mandatory 
membership of service societies for farmers 

Mumbai, In a significant 
move aimed at strengthening 
the cooperative credit 
structure and curbing local 
political rivalries, the MahaYuti 
government on Tuesday 
introduced a bill in the state 
assembly to amend the 
Maharashtra Cooperative 
Societies Act, 1960. The bill 
makes it mandatory for 
cooperative societies to grant 
membership and extend crop 
loans to any farmer who owns 
at least 10 gunthas of land. 
The bill was tabled by 
Cooperation Minister 
Babasaheb Patil. Local political 
factions often deliberately 
deny eligible farmers 
membership to maintain 
control over cooperative 
bodies. The proposed 
amendment is expected to 
effectively rein in such 

exclusionary practices. 
Furthermore, under this new 
amendment, non-agricultural 
cooperative societies will be 
strictly prohibited from 
advancing loans to any 
individual who is not a 
registered member. 

According to Section 23 of 
the Maharashtra Co-operative 
Societies Act, 1961, no 
cooperative society can deny 
membership to a person 
residing within its jurisdiction 
who fulfils the conditions 
specified in its bylaws. 

Currently, if a society rejects 
an application, the aggrieved 
applicant has to appeal to the 
Registrar. However, this 
process often leads to 
harassment and endless 
bureaucratic delays for 
ordinary farmers. To eliminate 
this struggle, protect the rights 
of eligible farmers, and fortify 
the grassroots cooperative 
credit network, this proposed 
mandatory membership 
amendment has been put 
forward. At the village level, 
Primary Agricultural Credit 
Societies (PACS) serve as the 
backbone of agricultural loan 
distribution. These institutions 
also supply essential farming 
inputs, such as fertilisers, 
seeds, and pesticides. While a 
vast majority of farmersin the 
state rely on these cooperative 
networks for financing. 

MP Minister rejects Congress’ caste certificate 
charge, cites 110-year-old records 

Bhopal, Madhya Pradesh 
Minister of State Pratima Bagri 
on Tuesday rejected 
allegations  over her 
Scheduled Caste (SC) 
certificate, asserting that she 
has submitted all documentary 
evidence before the state’s 
high-level caste scrutiny 
committee and that her caste 
certificate is valid. 

The controversy arose 
after Madhya Pradesh 
Congress SC Department 
president Pradeep Ahirwar 
alleged that Bagri does not 
belong to the SC category and 
had obtained an SC certificate 
on the basis of incorrect

information. 
He claimed that she 

belongs to the Bagri Rajput 
community, which is not listed 
as a Scheduled Caste, and 
alleged that she contested the 
2023 Assembly election from 

the reserved Raigaon 
constituency and later 
became a minister using an 
invalid caste certificate. 

Ahirwar had demanded 
cancellation of her caste 
certificate, disqualification 
from the Assembly and her 
removal from the state 
Cabinet. 

Responding to the 
allegations, Bagri told IANS 
that she appeared before the 
caste scrutiny committee on 
Monday and submitted all 
records supporting her claim. 

She said they had a 
meeting yesterday and she 
submitted all the documents

National honour for Haveli Sangeet as Ahmedabad 
scholar wins Ustad B|sm|IIah Khan Yuva Puraskar 
Ahmedabad, 

centuries-old devotional muslc 
tradition rooted in the 
Pushtimarg sect has received 
national recognition with 
Ahmedabad-based Haveli 
Sangeet scholar Acharya 
Ranchhodlal Goswami being 
selected for the Ustad 
Bismillah Khan Yuva Puraskar 
2025, announced by the 
Sangeet Natak Akademi under 
the Union Ministry of Culture 
for the 2024-25 awards. 

The award recognises 
Acharya Ranchhodlal 
Goswami, the 16th-generation 
Acharya of the Goswami 
Haveli in the Kalupur area of 
the city, for his contribution to 
preserving and promoting 
Haveli Sangeet, a devotional 
musical tradition believed to 
have evolved alongside the 
Pushtimarg established by 
Mahaprabhu Vallabhacharya 
around 550 years ago. 

Describing the recognition 
as an honour for the entire 
tradition rather than an 
individual achievement, 
Goswami said: "This award is 
a recognition of India's rich 
tradition of devotion, music 
and culture. The soul of India 
resides in Haveli Sangeet." 

Haveli Sangeet occupies a 
distinctive place in Indian 
classical music and continues 
to be performed in Pushtimarg 
havelis through daily service- 
kirtans rendered in specific 
ragas according to different 
times of the day and changing 
seasons. Separate musical 
traditions have evolved for 
spring, summer, the monsoon 
month of Shravan and 
autumn, giving the genre a 
unique identity. 

Goswami serves as the 
Acharya of the approximately 
450-year-old Goswami Haveli 
located in Doshiwada ni Pol in 
Ahmedabad's old city. He 
received his musical training 

through the traditional guru- 
shishya system before 
pursuing formal academic 
studies. 

He completed his 
postgraduate degree and 
M.Phil. in music from the 
Upasana School of Performing 
Arts at Gujarat University and 
is currently undertaking 
doctoral research. 

At the age of 32, he has 
composed more than 22,000 
devotional verses and 
authored eight books. He also 
contributes as an expert to 
Gujarat University's Haveli 
Sangeet curriculum. His 
compositions span several 
languages, including 
Vrajbhasha, Gujarati, 
Sanskrit, Charani, Mewari and 
Marwari. Explaining the 
musical heritage of the 
tradition, Goswami said Haveli 
Sangeet represents one of the 
original forms of Indian 
classical music. 

He noted that ancient 
forms such as Prabandha, 
Dhrupad and Dhamar later 
influenced the development of 
Khayal singing, while the 
earlier traditions continue to 
survive within Haveli Sangeet. 

"Since the time of 
Mahaprabhu Vallabhacharya 
and  Vitthalnath, the 
compositions of Ashtachhap 
poets, including Surdas and 
Parmananddas, have been 

sung as part of the tradition, 
making it not merely an art 
form but a living medium of 
devotion and worship," he 
said. 

Calling the recognition a 
matter of pride for the 
Vaishnav community and 
lovers of Indian classical 
music, Goswami said the 
tradition remains active not 
only in Gujarat and Rajasthan 
but also in Madhya Pradesh, 
Maharashtra and Punjab. 

He added that "this was 
perhaps the first time since 
Independence that Haveli 
Sangeet had received 
recognition at such a high 
national level". 

He also stressed the need 
for long-term preservation of 
the tradition through full-time 
university courses, 
preparation of authoritative 
texts, greater research and 
documentation, comparative 
academic stucfles, and the 
organisation of seminars, 
workshops and lecture series 
to encourage younger 
generations to engage with 
Haveli Sangeet. 

The recognition marks a 
significant milestone for a 
devotional music tradition that 
has resonated within temple 
havelis for more than five 
centuries and now finds a 
place on the national cultural 
stage.
