TheElectionCommission’s special
intensive revisionofelectoral rolls
presentlyunderway inBiharhas
comein formuchcriticismfor its
rigidapproach,which isbeing
deemedrespondent-unfriendly, and
withpossiblepolitical consequences.
TheSupremeCourt’s instruction last
week to includeAadhaar is supposed
toease this situationsomewhat.
However, inAadhaar, andnowits

latest insistenceonbiometrics,we
mayhavecreatedanothermonster,
which, in thenameofadding to the
easeofcountless transactions,we
needtoundertakeonlinealmost
daily, andwhichactually results in
hinderingmany,makingmost
people tear theirhair.
Anotherpart is the insistenceon

knowyourcustomer (KYC) forall
typesof individual transactions,
including foropening/renewing the
bankaccount, telephone,electricity
andgasconnections, credit/debit/
onlinepaymentcards, share trading,
makingfixeddeposits, andeven
tatkal railwaybookings.
TheKYCprocedures, inprinciple,

areagoodthing,helpingprevent
possibleonline fraudsand identity

thefts. It is theprocessandthe
manner inwhichKYCis sought
tobe implementedbymost
agencies,whichare required to
doso, thatcausesproblems,often
agonisingones.
Aadhaar is theprincipalpivoton

whichKYCisbased.Andhereinstart
theproblems.WhenAadhaarwas
introduced, theUnique Identifica-
tionAuthorityof India (UIDAI)did
not seemtohave issuedstandard
formats.Forexample,howthename
iswritten:generally, it is thefirst-
middle-last format,but instates such
asGujarat, it is the lastnamefollowed
bythefirstandthe father’sfirstname
(incaseofamarriedwoman, thehus-
band’sfirstname)as thedefault
middlename. Incaseoneusesdocu-
mentswithanotherorderofnames
(forexample,PAN),promptcomes
theresponseofmismatchandKYCis
notestablished! Further,olderAad-
haarcardsdidnothavebiometric
profiles.Therefore,nowonehas to
subjectoneself tofinger-and iris-
printing.Allof thisbecomes
extremely time-consuming
andoften, it seems, impossible
tonavigate.
Ihavemyselfbeenat the receiving

endof this tyrannyfor sometime

now. Inonerecent instance,while
trying to revivea longdormant
account inapublic sectorbank, Iwas
directedby thebranchtovisit
anotheragencysomedistanceaway
for thebiometricsas thebranchwas
notequippedtohandle it.Onseveral
suchoccasions, Ihave thrownin
the towel,notbecause I fail to
understandwhat is required,but
ratherbecause it isnotworth the
trouble involved.
But itneednotbe sodifficult at

all. First,UIDAIneeds todealwith
thenameorderproblem.Surelygen-
iuseswho implementedAadhaar
initially, suchasNandanNilekani
andRSSharma, candeviseamethod
bywhich theseproblemscanbe
dealtwithat source.Banks routinely
accept fordeposit intomyaccount
instruments thathave theorderof
mynamesmixedormyfirstname
spelt in itsmore thanhalf adozen
variants.Whycan thisnotbeposs-
iblewithAadhaar?Theauthority
currentlyallowscard-holders to
changedetails suchasaddresses,
phonenumbers etconlinewith spec-
ifieddocumentaryevidence, butnot
theorderofnames.For that, the
cardholdermustphysicallyvisit the
localUIDAIoffice.One fails tounder-
stand the reason.
There is anevensimplerway.

There is aKYCrepositoryauthority,
whichstores allKYCdata, including

photographs,PANandcontact
details linked to theAadhaar
number.Whycan theagencyasking
toestablishKYCnotaccess theauth-
ority’sdatabankwith theclient’s
authorisationandcomplete the task
withoutmaking theclient jump
through thehoopsall over again?
But the realist that I am, I realise

that these seemingly simple sol-
utionswill notbeacceptedanytime
soon.The reason isnot technology
ordevices, butourmindset.Despite
35yearsof economic liberalisation
andendless talkof easeofdoing
business, ourbureaucratic ethos is
still thatof a trafficpolice constable.
Peopleareassumed tobe simple-
tons, guiltyofwhatever transgress-
ion theyare chargedwith, and liars
toboot.Theonusofproofof anyof
these suppositionsbeinguntrue is
entirelyon the respondentandoften
requiresvoluminousandarcane
documentation, as thebenighted
voters inBiharhavebeendiscover-
ing. Theclassic case is theubiqui-
tous survival certificateapensioner
has toprovide. Inone instance,when
an intermediateperiodcertificate
wasmisplaced, thepoor soulhad to
prove that shewas indeedalive then!
TheKYC, alas, fellow Indians, is

inour stars.

Dhoni lastmonthfiledanapplicationtotrademark
“CaptainCool”, thesobriquet long linkedtohis
calmandcomposeddemeanouronthefield.
Dhoni thus joins thegrowing listof

Indiancelebritiesseeking intellec-
tualpropertyrights toprotect
theirnameandbrandvalue.
In2023,actorAmitabh

Bachchansecuredlegalprotec-
tionforhispersonalityrights,
safeguardingthecommercial
useofhisname, image,voice,and
otherdistinctiveattributes.Soon
after,actorAnilKapoorobtainedan
order fromtheDelhiHighCourt restrain-
ingunauthoriseduseofhisname, likeness,
voice, image,orelementsofhispersona—
includinghis iconiccatchphrase“jhakaas”—
formonetarygain.
Similarly, in2024,JackieShroffwasgranted

protectionbytheDelhiHighCourt, shieldinghis
name, image,voice, likeness,andsignature
catchphrase“bhidu” fromunauthorisedcommer-
cialexploitation.
However, legalexpertssayDhoni’scase is

materiallydifferent.Unlike theaboveexamples,
Dhoni’sapplicationinvolves trademarkingafan-
bestowednicknamerather thanhispersonalname
oraphraseuniquelycoined—orused—byhim.
NilanshuShekhar, foundingpartneratDelhi-

based lawfirmKAnalysis, saidthere’sacriticaldis-
tinctionbetweenpersona/personalityrightsand
trademarkrights.
“Thoughpersonarightsarepartof trademark

rights, they’renot thesame. ‘CaptainCool’ isnot
intrinsically linkedtoMahendraSinghDhoni’sper-
sonality intheway ‘MSD’ is,”heexplained.“One
cannotmonopoliseageneric termlike ‘Captain
Cool.’Anycalmandcomposedperson,celebrityor
otherwise,couldbedescribedthatway,”hesaid.
“Moreover, thereareglaring irregularities inthe
trademarkapplicationapproval,whichwe
havechallenged.”
Dhonifiledhis trademarkapplicationthrough

theTrademarksRegistry’sKolkataofficeunder
Class41,whichcoverseducation, training,enter-
tainment, sporting,andculturalactivities.The
applicationwasacceptedandadvertised inthe
TrademarkJournalonJune16,2025.
Afterfiling,applicationsareexaminedbythe

registrar,andif foundacceptable,publishedinthe
TrademarkJournal toallowforpublicobjections.
Dhoni’sapplicationiscurrentlyat thisstage.
Ifnooppositionisupheldwithin120days, the

trademark is registered.Otherwise, thematterpro-
ceeds intoaquasi-judicialprocess involvingevi-
dence,counter-statements,andhearings. In
Dhoni’scase, twoformalobjectionshavealready
beenraised.
ThefirstcamefromShekhar-ledKAnalysis,

whichobjectedongrounds includingprocedural
flaws, lackofevidenceshowingpriorcommercial
use,andthegenericnatureof thephrase
“CaptainCool”.
Lastweek,Delhi-based lawyerAshutoshChoud-

haryalso lodgedanobjection,arguingthat the
phrase is toocommonanddescriptive towarrant
exclusiveownership. It is frequentlyusedto
describeanycalmandcomposedsports
personality,hecontended.

Cashinginonfandom
Legalexpertsalsocautionthatallowing individuals
tomonopolise fan-giventitles riskssettingaprob-
lematicprecedent.
“For instance,manysouthernmoviestars like

Prabhas,KrishnamRaju,andAmbarishhavebeen
widelyknownas ‘RebelStars.’ Suchtermsbelongto
popularcultureandcollectiveexpression,”said
VishwasHDevaiah,professoratBITSLawSchool.
“Turningthemintoprivatecommercialproperty
undermines thepublicdomainandthefreeuseof
language—especiallywhenthephrasewasn’tcre-
atedbythecelebrityseekingtrademarkprotection.”
DevaiahaddedthatDhoni’sapplicationhinges

onprovingthat thepublicstronglyassociates“Cap-
tainCool”specificallywithcommercialofferings
underhiscontrol—alinkthathasnotyetbeen
clearlyestablished.
“Fansoftengivesuchtitlesaffectionately,with

nointentionofenablingtheircommercialmonop-
olisation,”hesaid. “Grantingtrademarkrights in
these instancesmayhaveachillingeffectoncre-
ativeexpressionandcommercial speech,especially
for journalists, contentcreators,andsmallbusi-
nessesreferencingpublicfigures ingoodfaith,”
headded.
AkshatPande,managingpartnerat lawfirm

AlphaPartners,warnedthat if the“CaptainCool”
trademarkgoes through, itcouldtriggerawaveof
similarattemptsbycelebrities to trademarknick-
namesgiventothembyfans.
“Thecommercialvalueofacelebrity’spersonais

immense,andfan-givennamesoftenbecomesyn-
onymouswiththeirbrand,”hesaid.
More likely thannot,Dhoni’sattemptwould

pavethewayforothercelebrities toseekcommer-
cialcontroloverpublicnicknameswithsignificant
brandvalue,Devaiahadded.“Phrases like ‘Tha-
laiva’ (Rajinikanth), ‘Dada’ (SouravGanguly),or
‘KingKhan’ (ShahRukhKhan)aredeeply
embeddedinfancultureandcouldbecomeattract-
ive for trademarkprotection,”heobserved.
Ultimately,Dhoni’sapplicationwillhingeon

whether“CaptainCool” isdeemedsufficientlydis-
tinctivebeyondfandomtoqualify for trademark
protection.Theoutcomecouldshapehowtrade-
markbodiesorcourtshandlecelebritymonikers in
therealmof intellectualproperty.

Legallyambiguous
Highlighting gaps in Indian IP law,RahulHing-
mire,managingpartner atVis Legis LawPractice,
pointedout that India lacks a clear statutory
frameworkgoverningpersonality orpublicity

rights, unlike countries suchas the
UnitedStates.
For instance, in theUS,

music starsBeyoncéand
Jay-Zhadsought to trade-
mark theirdaughter’s
name,Blue IvyCarter, in
2012, shortly afterher
birth.Thecelebrity couple
appliedwith theUnited
StatesPatent andTrade-
markOffice.However, a
weddingplannerwhohad
beenusing thename,
“Blue IvyEvents”, forher
businessopposed the
move.Beyoncéeventually
secured the trademark
rights forBlue IvyCarter
in2024.
In India,however, there

isno statute thatdirectly
governs theuseofnicknames, voice, image,
or fan-created identities in trade,Hingmire
said.This, headded, creates ambiguity
aroundwhenandhowanicknamebecomes
aprotectableasset.
Phrases like ‘CaptainCool’ exist ina

twilight space,he said. “They’repart of

public expressionbut canalsocarry com-
mercial value.Without careful regulation,

granting trademarksover such
terms risksmonopolising lan-
guageandstiflingpublic
discourse,”Hingmire said. “It
also raises concernsabout
limiting fanengagementor
culturalusage.”
ShailendraBhandare,

partner atKhaitan&Co, also
stressed that for trademark
registration, themarkmustbe
distinctiveandnotgeneric.
“However, the trademark
officemaynotalwayshave the
full context regarding the
mark’s strengthordistinctive-
ness.That’swhy trademark
lawprovides forpost-registra-
tioncancellationproceedings,”
he said.

Dhoni’spursuit of the “CaptainCool”
trademark thus sits at the intersectionof fan
culture, intellectualproperty, andcommer-
cial law—atest case that could influence
howIndiahandles celebrity titles and the
balancebetweenprivate rightsand
publicdomain.

Hotdebate over ‘CaptainCool’

Stamped and exclusive
To file a trademark in India, an applicantmust
complywith the TradeMarks Act, 1999. The basic
requirements include:
Themarkmust be distinctive (either inherently orn
through acquired use)
Itmust not be generic, descriptive, or deceptivelyn
similar to an existingmark
Itmust be capable of identifying the source ofn
goods/ services

Once an application is filed, it goes through examin-
ation under Section 9 (absolute grounds) and Section
11 (relative grounds). If objections are raised, the appli-
cantmust furnish evidence of use, brand reputation,
and distinctiveness
