The Company is not obligated to apply the beneficial DTAA rates at the time of tax
deduction/withholding on dividend amounts. Application of beneficial DTAA Rate shall depend upon
the completeness and satisfactory review by the Company, of the documents submitted by Non-

Resident member.

Tax shall be deducted at source at the rate of 20% (plus applicable surcharge, and health and
education cess) on dividend payable to Foreign Institutional Investors (FII) and Foreign Portfolio
Investors (FPI). Such TDS rate shall not be reduced on account of the application of the beneficial
DTAA Rate or lower tax deduction order, if any.

In cases where Sections 206AA and 206AB are applicable i.e. the shareholder has not submitted the
PAN as well as not filed the return; tax will be deducted at higher of the two rates prescribed in these
sections.

"Specified person" as defined u/s 206AB (3) is someone who satisfies the following conditions:

1. A person who has not filed income tax return for two previous years immediately prior to the
previous year in which tax is required to be deducted, for which the time limit of filing of return of
income under section 139(1) of the Act has expired;

and

2. The aggregate of TDS and TCS in whose case is Rs. 50,000 or more in each of these two previous
years.

Non-resident shareholders who do not have permanent establishment in India are excluded from the
scope of a "specified person".
All the links given above will be disabled on 6th September, 2021.

For all Members:

Members holding shares under multiple accounts under different status / category and single PAN,
may note that, higher of the tax as applicable to the status in which shares held under a PAN will be
considered on their entire holding in different accounts.

In view of the prevailing COVID 19 situation, only scanned copies of the aforementioned tax relief
documents such as PAN, Forms 15G/15H/10F/Self-declaration/documentary evidence etc. will be
accepted by the Company as per link given above. The documents (duly completed and signed) are
required to be submitted by uploading the documents on the link.

In case of joint shareholders, the shareholder named first in the Register of Members is required to
furnish the requisite documents for claiming any applicable beneficial tax rate.

Any such tax relief documents (PAN/15G/ 15H/10F/Self Declaration Form) received through any other
methods like email or hand delivery will not be considered to determine and deduct appropriate TDS /
withholding tax.

Members may note that in case the tax on said dividend is deducted at a higher rate in absence of
receipt, or insufficiency of the aforementioned details/documents from you, an option is available to
you to file the return of income as per Income Tax Act, 1961 and claim an appropriate refund, if
eligible. No claim shall lie against the Company for such taxes deducted.

Shareholders holding shares in dematerialised mode, are requested to update their records such as
tax residential status, permanent account number (PAN), registered email address, mobile number
and other details with their relevant depositories through their depository participants. Shareholders
holding shares in physical mode are requested to furnish details to the Company's Registrar and
Transfer Agent, viz. Maheshwari Datamatics Private Limited ("MDPL")

The Company is obligated to deduct tax at source based on the records made available by National
Securities Depository Limited or Central Depository Services (India) Limited ("the Depositories") in
case of shares held in electronic mode and from the RTA in case of shares held in physical mode and
no request will be entertained for revision of TDS return.
