TN seeks higher green gram procurement
under price support scheme

Chennai, June 19:

Tamil Nadu Agriculture and

Children aged between 5 and
17 years in Puducherry can avail
free mandatory Aadhaar biometric
updates until September 30,
2026, following the inauguration
of the Union Territory’s first
Aadhaar Seva Kendra (ASK) by
Chief Minister N. Rangasamy on
Thursday.

The new centre, established by
the Unique Identification Authority
of India, will provide a wide
range of Aadhaar-related services,
including enrolment, demographic
and biometric updates, corrections
and grievance redressal under one
roof. Equipped with four service
kits, the facility will remain open

on all days except public holidays.

During the inauguration,
the Chief Minister reviewed
enrolment and update procedures
by interacting with residents
and staff. He also distributed
